III. READING
Teacher: The armed attack of the Russian Federation on Ukraine caused serious and massive violations of human rights and international humanitarian law, which had catastrophic consequences for the exercise of almost all human rights by the people of Ukraine.
In particular, evidence was found of systematic violations of the right to life committed by Russian forces, including killings and disappearances, as well as violations of the right to property, including massive destruction of civilian infrastructure, violations of the prohibition of torture and ill-treatment, including war-related gender-based violence and sexual violence, and violations of the right to freedom and security, including incommunicado detention. Examples of certain types of violations of international humanitarian law, which are of a large-scale or systematic nature, indicate the possibility of qualifying many such violations as war crimes or crimes against humanity. 
Today we will consider how people's rights are violated during war.

HUMAN RIGHTS DURING THE WAR AND ARMED CONFLICT
On August 12, 1949, the GENEVA CONVENTIONS FOR THE PROTECTION OF WAR VICTIMS were signed at the Diplomatic Conference in Geneva (Switzerland) with the participation of representatives of more than 60 countries. This document regulates both the relations between states during the period of armed struggle, as well as relations in connection with such a struggle (the regime of the wounded, prisoners of war, the conclusion of armistice agreements, the signing of peace treaties); include the prohibition of encroachment on life and physical integrity, including all types of murder, ill-treatment and torture; taking hostages; encroachment on human dignity; conviction and application of punishment without a previous judicial decision. Assistance is guaranteed to the wounded and sick.
With the inventing of more powerful means of destruction and the complication of armed struggle, the war takes on an increasingly destructive character. At the same time, the number of victims among the civilian population is steadily increasing. Thus, more than 10 million people died in the First World War, of which 95% were military personnel and 5% - civilians. About 50 million people were killed in the Second World War, of which 52% were military personnel and 48% were civilians. And in local wars and conflicts from 1945 to 2010, losses reached 59 million people, of which about 75% were civilians. Such terrible losses are explained not only by the increase in the effectiveness of the means of destruction, but mainly by their barbaric use and violation of human rights during armed conflicts.
Progressive states actively advocate for approval and development international legal norms that limit the arbitrariness of those who fight and are aimed at the prohibition of cruel means and methods of conducting hostilities.
As a branch of international law, the law of war is a set of international legal norms that regulate the use of means and methods of waging armed conflict, ensure the protection of the wounded, sick, prisoners of war and the civilian population, establish the international legal responsibility of states and the criminal responsibility of individuals for their violation. However, although the law makes the punishment dependent on the aggravating circumstances of the crime, sometimes the degree of committed war crimes (including violation of human rights) does not find an adequate relationship with the responsibility for their violation.
As a subject of international law, Ukraine has assumed legal obligations of unconditional compliance with international legal acts signed by our state, including conventions, treaties and agreements that regulate the law of armed conflict (law of war).
