16. jewellery store –  a retail business establishment, that specializes in selling jewellery and watches
17. fishmonger’s – a shop that sells fish
18. supermarket – a very large shop that sells food, drinks, and things that people need regularly in their homes
19. pet shop –  a retail business which sells different kinds of animals to the public
20. shoe shop – a type of retailer that specializes in selling shoes
