SONG 2"Seven Nation Army"

Show Host 1: "Seven Nation Army" is a song by American rock duo The White Stripes. It was released as the lead single from their fourth studio album, Elephant, in March 2003, and reached number one on the Alternative Songs chart. 
Show Host 2: The song received two nominations for Best Rock Performance by a Duo or Group with Vocal and Best Rock Song at the 46th Annual Grammy Awards, winning the latter one.
Show Host 1: The representatives of platoon 12 perform this composition to us.





SONG 3“It's My Life”

Show Host 2: “It's My Life” is a single by the band Bon Jovi from the album Crush was released in May, 2000.
Show Host 1: One of the most successful songs of the group has won the 1st place in Europe and 3rd place in the UK, it was considered to be the best song of the year according to the "ASCAP Pop Music Awards".
Show Host 2: Let cadets from Platoon 14 perform this song to us.



SONG 4 "Believer"

Show Host 1: "Believer" is a song by American rock band Imagine Dragons. The song was released in February 2017. 
Show Host 2: "Believer" peaked at number four on the US Billboard Hot 100. It became the fifth best-selling song of 2017 in the United States.
Show Host 1: And now we'll listen to "Believer” performed by Arthur Chonka from Platoon11.



SONG 5 "The Final Countdown"

Show Host 2: "The Final Countdown" is a song by Swedish rock band Europe, released in 1986. 
Show Host 1: The song reached number one in 25 countries, including the United Kingdom, and was certified gold in that country in 1986.
Show Host 2: Let cadets from  Platoon 23 perform this song to us. 


SONG 6 "Hotel California"

Show Host 1: "Hotel California" is a song by Eagles from their self — titled album, released in 1976. The song was also released as a single in early 1977. The Hotel California song received the Grammy award in 1978 as the best song of the year. Also, this song was led by the American chart Billboard Hot 100.
Show Host 2: The song is considered one of the best songs of the XX century: Rolling Stone magazine, for example, puts it on the 49th place in the list of 500 best songs of all time.
Show Host 1: Our cadets from platoon 13 have decided to perform this composition with the guitars.



SONG 7 "We will rock you"

Show Host 2: "We will rock you" is a song by English rock band Queen. It was represented to the public in 1977. Despite the fact that the song released as a single only in some countries, it has gained immense popularity worldwide.
Show Host 1: In America, "We Will Rock you" and "We Are the Champions" came out on the same side of the record, as there they always played together — on the radio, at sporting events and even on the album they were recorded together. 
Show Host 2: The song reached the 146th line of the rating "Songs of the century" of the American Association of record companies
Show Host 1: Platoon 22 has its own presentation of this single.


SONG 8"Live Is Life"

Show Host 2: "Live Is Life" is a song originally recorded in 1984 by Austrian group Opus. It was a European number- one hit in the summer of 1985. The single also reached number one in Canada and was a top 40 hit in the US in 1986. It was covered by many artists throughout the years.
Show Host 1: Platoon 21 is welcomed to present this song to us.

 
SONG 9 "Impossible"

Show Host 2: "Impossible" is a song released digitally on 9 February 2010. "Impossible" peaked at number 13 on the Billboard Hot 100 in the United States, number 33 in Canada, number nine in the United Kingdom and number five in Denmark.

SONG 10 "When We Stand Together”

Show Host 2: "When We Stand Together” was made free for listening on the band's official website  in September 2011.
Show Host 1: "When We Stand Together" was used for the theme song of World Wrestling Entertainment 's Tribute to the Troops. The band also performed this song at the event. The song was a critical success, peaking at number 10 in their native Canada.
