· Tables for games and crafts labeled “Nature’s Gifts”, “Autumn Fair”, “Harvest Corner”.
🎬 Program Outline
🎵 1. Opening Music
(Upbeat instrumental autumn song plays. Children enter with leaf garlands or baskets.)
Host:
Welcome, dear friends, to our Autumn Festival!
Today we’ll sing, play, and share the golden spirit of fall.
Let’s meet our special guest — the beautiful Lady Autumn! 🌾
🍂 2. Entrance of Lady Autumn
(A girl in a golden dress with a flower crown enters gracefully.)
Lady Autumn:
Hello, my dear children!
I’ve come from the forest and fields,
Bringing you golden leaves, ripe apples,
And songs of joy and harvest yields!
Children (together):
Welcome, Autumn, fair and bright!
You fill our world with gold and light!
3. Mini-Play “The Vegetable Kingdom”
Characters: Carrot, Potato, Onion, Cabbage, Beetroot, Pumpkin, and Apple.
Carrot:
I’m orange, long, and good for eyes,
In every soup I win the prize!
Potato:
I’m humble, brown, and live in ground,
But in your dinner I’m always found!
Pumpkin:
I’m big and round — a cheerful fellow,
My inside’s sweet and bright and yellow!
Apple:
I grow on trees and taste so sweet,
A crunchy, healthy autumn treat!
All together:
We’re friends, not rivals, one and all,
Together we make autumn a ball!
(Everyone laughs and bows. Short background music plays.)
🎶 4. Song “Golden Autumn Days”
(Simple tune children can sing together.)
🍁 Autumn leaves are falling down,
Red and yellow, gold and brown.
Wind is dancing through the trees,
Singing songs of memories.
5. Game “Guess the Autumn Riddle”
Host:
Let’s test your autumn smarts!
Listen carefully — can you guess the answers?
1. Round and red, grows on a tree,
Tasty and crunchy — what can it be? (Apple)
2. Orange outside, hollow inside,
On Halloween it’s full of pride! (Pumpkin)
3. Tiny and brown, we fall from a tree —
Squirrels love to gather me! (Acorn)
(Each correct answer earns a paper leaf or sticker.)
👗 6. “Autumn Fashion Parade”
Host:
Now it’s time for our Autumn Fashion Show!
Our young designers created outfits from nature’s treasures!
(Students model costumes made of leaves, flowers, paper fruits, etc.
Each says a short introduction, e.g.:)
Student 1:
I’m Lady Leafy, shining bright,
My dress is made of gold tonight!
Student 2:
I’m Mister Mushroom, strong and small,
I love to dance when raindrops fall!
(Jury — teacher and parents — select “Miss Autumn” and “Mister Raindrop.”)
🌾 7. Game “Harvest Basket”
Two teams compete. On the table are pictures or toys of fruits and vegetables.
They must sort them correctly:
· Garden or Orchard
· Vegetable or Fruit
Host:
Ready, steady… go!
Which team will fill their basket first?
(Winners get “Harvest Hero” medals made from paper leaves.)
💃 8. Autumn Dance “Falling Leaves”
A short, free dance — children wave colored scarves or paper leaves to calm instrumental music.
💛 9. Gratitude to Autumn
Host:
Autumn, thank you for your golden gifts,
For sunny days and harvest shifts.
We’ll miss your colors, warm and sweet,
Until next year when we again will meet!
Lady Autumn:
Thank you, children, for your cheer,
I’ll see you soon — another year!
Stay kind, stay bright, and always share,
The love of nature everywhere!
🎵 10. Final Song “Thank You, Autumn”
Thank you, Autumn, kind and fair,
For your fruits and colors rare.
We will dance and laugh and play,
Until you come another day!
(All students bow. Music plays. Parents applaud.)
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
