“The Fairy-Tale of Cinderella. Senses and Emotions”
4 grades

Lesson 1.
Topic: Cinderella`s stepsisters. Hungry, Thirsty, Hot and Cold. I want…

Type of the lesson: preparation for dramatization; (згідно з технологією сюжетно-рольової драматизації - урок-зав’язка)

Aims: 
         -    revise previously taught vocabulary;
         -    present new vocabulary;
         -    develop reading skills;
         -    develop grammar skills;
         -    develop Ps` creativity and logical thinking;
         -    raise Ps’ motivation to learning English;
         -    bring up Ps to be generous and friendly.

Objectives: 
          by the end of the lessons, Ps will be able to:
· use  words on the topics ”Food and Drinks”  and  “Clothes”  in structures: “I
    want”, “He (she) wants…”;
          -    understand the meaning of the words “hungry”, “thirsty”, “hot” and  “cold”;
          -    use these words in structures “I am…”, “He (she) is…” and give               
              explanations of their choice: I’m hungry -  I want cheese,  I’m thirsty – I
                want …;
           -    use new words in making rhymes.

Materials:
         -    portraits of Cinderella and her stepsisters -  Hungry, Thirsty, Hot and Cold;
         -    record of the song “Fairy-tale” by A.Rybak;
         -    Magic Hat;
         -    cards with pictures of food;
         -    cards with pictures of drinks;
         -    cards with pictures of clothes;
         -    cards with text: “Hello! My name is…  and I want… . I’ve got a… . His                                                                                                                                            ( her) name is… and he (she) wants… “.
        -     cards with the new words.

                                                    The Procedure.

1 .Greeting.
- Good morning, dear children!
- Good morning, T!
- How are you today?
- We are fine, thank you. How are you?
- I`m fine too, thank you.  I`m glad to see you.
- We are glad to see you, too.

 2. Warming up.
- What’s the weather like today?
- What season is it? 
- What’s your favourite season?
- What month is it?
- What day of the week is it today?
- How many lessons have you got on this day of the week?
- What are they?
- What’s your favourite lesson?
- What lesson is it now?
- Do you like English?

3. Introducing the topic.
Ps hear the beginning of the song “Fairy-tale” by A. Rybak.
- Do you know this song?
- What’s the name of it?
- Do you like fairy- tales?
- Can you guess our topic?
Then T shows the portrait of Cinderella and asks Ps:
- Who’s this? (It’s a girl)
- Can you describe this girl?
(T shows Ps structures on the board:   She is…
                                                             She’s got…
                                                             She’s wearing…)
- Do you know the name of this girl?
T explains that this girl is Cinderella.  (Ps practice saying her name in chorus). She isn’t happy, because she hasn’t got her mother. She lives with her father, stepsisters and stepbrothers. 
 
4. Introducing the objectives of the lesson.
T explains  that Cinderella and her stepsisters will help Ps to revise the vocabulary on the topics “Food and Drinks” and “Clothes”, teach them to tell about their and someone else’s wishes and, of course, all Ps will know the names of these sisters.

5. Revising words on the topic “Food”.
T shows the portrait of the first stepsister and asks Ps to say what they see. Ps give the names of the food and add their own examples.

6. Practising structure “I want”.
T asks Ps to imagine themselves to be this girl and to tell about what they want. Each P stands up, steps his/her foot and says “I want…”. They have to choose cards with pictures of food from Magic Hat .

7. Presentation of the word “hungry”.
T shows the word “hungry” on the board and says: “If we want something to eat, we are hungry”. Ps practice saying the word in chorus. P1 puts the word ‘hungry’ on the portrait, P2 puts the portrait on the special place on the board.

8. Listening and singing the song:
I’m hungry! I want cheese!
I want bread and butter, please!
I want eggs and sandwiches!
I want nuts and oranges!

9. Revising vocabulary on the topic “Drinks”
T shows the portraits of twins Hot and Thirsty (without mentioning their names) and asks Ps to say what they want with the help of cards and Magic Hat  (number of cards =  number of  Ps in the group) .

10. Presentation of the words “thirsty “ and “hot”: We want to drink if we are hot or if we are thirsty. Practicing saying these words in chorus and putting these words together with the portraits on the board.

11. Making songs and singing them.
Ps together with T  make songs according to the example with ‘hungry’.
I am thirsty. I want drinks! 
I want tea and coffee, please!
…
I am hot! I want…

12. Revising the words on the topic “Clothes” and  presentation of the word ‘cold’ (see step 5-7:  showing the portrait, practicing “I want…”, guessing the name of the stepsister and putting her name and her portrait on the board).

13. Making the song. Singing  it.
I am Cold! I want jeans!
I want coat and T-shirt, please!
I want jumper and trousers! …

14. Practicing new vocabulary in structures “I am…” and giving explanations with the help of  “I want”.  Ps come to T’s table, take a card from the Magic Box (there are cards on the topics “Food”, “Drinks”, “Clothes” and introduce themselves by saying
I want…   .             I am…
          (trousers)             (cold)
          (pizza)                 (hungry)
Ps can look at the board with the beginnings of the sentences. 

15. Reading. Filling in the gaps.
Ps get texts with gaps and have to fill them in.
“This is a story of Cinderella. She is a very good girl. She hasn’t got her mother. Her father has got the second wife, and she is Cinderella’s stepmother. The Stepmother has got her children. They are Cinderella’s stepsisters and stepbrothers. Their names are Hungry, Thirsty, Hot and Cold. Hungry wants … , … and … . Thirsty wants … , … and … . Hot wants … , … and … . Cold wants … , … and … “.

16. Grammar.
a) T asks Ps what has changed in the sentences which describe stepsisters and shows
- (e)s on the board;
b) Ps repeat in chorus:
I want. He wants. She wants.
c) Ps fill in the table on the board and in their copy-books:

17. Speaking.
T gives Ps cards with schemes:
“Hello! My name is … and I want … .  I’ve got a … . His (her) name is … and he (she)  wants… “. Each of them presents one of the characters (orally).

18. Home task: choose a character, introduce him (her) according to the scheme, introduce his (her) brothers and sisters (don’t forget –(e)s!), write it down and remember (or make) a song about your character. Ps can also draw a portrait of the character they have chosen.

19. Summing up:
- vocabulary on the topics “ Food and drinks”, “Clothes”;
- new vocabulary;
- structures with “want”  (paying attention at  -(e)s.

20. Evaluation.
