Unusual Natural Phenomena
Grade: 10

Objectives: 
To learn and practice vocabulary related to nature and weather.
To develop reading and speaking skills.
To practice using Passive Voice in descriptions.

1. Warming Up 
Question: What is the most beautiful or scariest weather you have ever seen?

Task: Look at the names of these phenomena and guess what they are: Catatumbo Lightning, Blood Rain, Sailing Stones.

2. Vocabulary Introduction 
Phenomenon (singular) / Phenomena (plural) — явище/явища.
To occur / To take place — відбуватися.
Stunning / Breathtaking — захопливий.
Eerie / Spooky — моторошний.
Atmospheric pressure — атмосферний тиск.

3. Reading & Discovery 
Students are divided into 4 groups. Using the internet they search the information and then present the work to the class.

Case 1: The Door to Hell (Turkmenistan)
A natural gas field collapsed into a cavern. It has been burning continuously since 1971.
Case 2: Bioluminescent Waves (Maldives)
Tiny organisms called phytoplankton glow in the dark, making the ocean look like it’s full of stars.
Case 4: Lenticular Clouds
These clouds look like UFOs. They usually form near mountains due to moist air.

4. Grammar Focus: Passive Voice 
Active: People call these clouds "UFO clouds".
Passive: These clouds are called "UFO clouds".
Practice: "The fire was caused by gas," "The blue light is produced by plankton."

5. Discussion & Production 
Which phenomenon would you like to see with your own eyes?
Are these phenomena dangerous for people or the environment?
Mini-task: Choose one phenomenon and describe it in 3 sentences using at least one Passive Voice construction.
