Тип уроку: урок-подорож

Обладнання: картки з назвами магазинів (для роботи на дошці та для рольової гри),  для роботи в групі «Знайди правильний магазин» (зі структурами речень та списком речей, які потрібно купити); відеозаписи «News», «Harrods», «London’s streets and shops in them»;  текст для читання «Harrods», текст для аудіювання «Shops and shopping in London»; маршрут до королівства «Харродз» (відображений на стенді); сигнальні картки, цінники, продукти, гроші, картки з назвами дійових осіб; виставка журналів моди, показ колекції модельного агентства училища  «For all events of the life».
Хід уроку

I) Greeting

Good morning, everybody! I am glad to see you again. Today we have unusual lesson, because there are a lot of guests at it. Take your seats and let’s begin!

II) Aim

During a lot of our previous lessons, we were discussing such kinds of themes as: “Shops and shopping”, “Kinds of shops” and so on. Today our aim is to summarize all your knowledge, lexical material, your ability to do necessary dialogues. 

We shall have such a chance today thanks to our lesson. We are going to have a journey to the shops of London and visit the most famous department store in the whole world – ‘Harrods”.

III) Warm-up (in the form of the role play)

Teacher: By the way, according to the TV programme on February 5 it is interesting to watch today’s TV news. Some facts in them are connected with the theme of our lesson. Let’s turn on the TV set immediately and listen to the news.

(Watching video on the monitor)

Commentator: You are watching the first national channel with Oleksii Tytarenko of BBC. News from the centre of London. I am near “Harrods” – the largest department store not only in Great Britain, but in the whole Europe. Very often British call it “a different world” and now we can ask the owner of it to explain such an interesting name.

Owner: There are many different departments in our store. You can buy everything you want here. Besides, you can have a meal or rest in our restaurants and bars, drink a cup of tea in our tea-rooms, make your hair at our hairdresser’s or buy tickets to the theatre at our theatre ticket agency. It’s only some special services which our store offers you. Welcome to “Harrods”! Only today we offer you many goods at special prices! Buy now, don’t put it for tomorrow. You are welcome! “Harrods” really is a different world!

Teacher: Looking at you I see you want to make our imaginable trip to “Harrods”! But you will be able to do this only after showing me your knowledge on the topic “Shops” doing different tasks. 

So, let’s start our way to the Kingdom of Harrods!

IV) Brainstorming

a) Here you see our route. According to it we have brainstorming. So, there are the names of kinds of shops in this box.

On the blackboard you have our main central word – “Shops”. Your task is to take out of this box cards with the names of the shops, stick them on the blackboard near the word “Shops” and give their translation into Ukrainian.

(Kinds of shops: baker’s, supermarket, dairy, grocer’s, greengrocer’s, butcher’s, fishmonger’s, sport goods, haberdashery, furniture shop, household items, bookstore, footwear, cosmetic shop, chemist’s, boutique, men’s wear, department store, confectionery, delicatessen, fruiterer’s, market, toy store, flower’s, jewelry store, stationer’s, newsagent’s, electric appliance shop)

b) Now we are going to have а group work. I have divided you into three groups. Each group has cards with the names of products and cards with the names of shops. You must tell me what shops you would go in to buy necessary food or goods. Other two groups listen to the answers and using flash cards show us if you agree (green colour) or disagree (red colour).

      1) Listening

2nd journalist: Regent Street contains well-known department stores famous for   beautiful glass, china, silver and jewellery shops.

3rd journalist: Jermyn Street is famous for the most beautiful perfumer.

4th journalist: Piccadilly – the oldest bookshop in London is situated here.

5th journalist: Charing Gross Road – the place where you can buy musical instruments, new and old books.

6th journalist: But the most famous is Oxford Street which has a wide selection of   famous boutiques and shoe shops, big department stores.

SHOPS AND SHOPPING

IN LONDON

Oxford street is one of the biggest and most popular shopping centres in London. Its nice shops and department stores attract people from all over the country and from foreign countries as well.

Shops and department stores are open every day till 6 o’clock except on Sundays. If you can’t go shopping during the day you can make a purchase on Thursday after office hours, as the shops close at 8 o’clock in Oxford Street on that day.

There are different kinds of shops in Oxford Street. There are clothes shops and shoe shops, book shops and dress shops. But many people prefer a department store, as it offers almost everything in one building.

One of the largest department stores in Oxford Street is Selfridges’s. It has about 235 different departments. It is a very expensive department store that is why most Londoners have to go to cheaper shops: Marks and Spencer’s - for clothes and supermarkets - for food.

Supermarkets have become very popular with shoppers. They sell not only food, but also ready-made clothes, toys and other goods. They are self-service shops.

  2) Dialogue speaking

        - Let me have a look at my list… Oh, no, I’d like a pound of macaroni, please.

        - Will this do?

        - No, they are too big. I’d better take spaghetti instead. How much is it?

        - 50 pounds.

        - Here you are.

        - This is your change.

At the greengrocer’s

        - Good afternoon! Can I help you?

        - Good afternoon! I’d like to buy two kilos of tomatoes. Are your vegetables fresh?

        - Yes, of course. They are fresh and tasty. Would you like anything else?

        - How much do the tomatoes cost?

        - Three pounds.

        - Could you give me two beets and four cucumbers?

        - Yes, certainly.

        - And some garlic, please. How much is it?

        - One pound a kilo. Here you are. Is that all?

        - Yes, thank you. How much is together?

        - That’s 6 pounds.

        - Can I pay with my credit card?

        - Yes, certainly. Sign here, please.

        - Thank you, good bye!

        - Good bye!

At the dairy

        - Good afternoon! What can I do for you?

        - Good afternoon! I’d like to buy two bottles of milk, a quarter of butter, half a pound of cottage cheese and two cartons of yoghurt.

        - What kind of yoghurt do you prefer? We have a good choice of yoghurts in our dairy.

        - Have you pineapple or strawberry one on sale?

        - Yes, of course. What one have I to give you?

        - Give me one carton of pineapple yoghurt and another carton of strawberry one.

        - Here you are. Anything else?

        - That’s all for today.

        - Very good. Here is your bill. Pay at the cash desk, please.

At the confectioner’s

        - Good evening! Can you help me?

        - Yes, certainly. What do you wish?

        - I wish holiday!

        - Sorry, I don’t understand what do you mean?

        - Excuse me, it’s my daughter’s birthday today and I’d like to buy some sweets.

        - Oh, I see, so what would you like to buy?

        - Have you plum cake and fancy-cakes with fruit on sale?

        - Yes, of course. Don’t you want any chocolate, sir?

        - Oh, no, not chocolate, but chocolates with nuts, half a pound, please.

        - Here you are.

        - What is the charge of it?

        - 10 pounds, please, and give the birthday greetings to your daughter.

        - Thank you. Good bye!

 
Teacher: Fantastic job. I’m proud of you. You make me happy. Look, thanks to your brilliant dialogues we have approached to our next point of route and at last it is “Harrods”. Welcome to it!

3) Monologue speaking

Let’s see what does it propose to us? According to this point, firstly, we must get to know the information about the history of Harrods’ foundation. This information will be given to us by our historians Anna Revtova and Olha Sukhno

                                             History of Harrods

Anna: The Harrods story started in 1834 in London’s East End, when founder Charles Henry Harrod set up a wholesale grocery in Stepney, with a special interest in tea. In 1849 to escape the filth of the inner city ant to capitalize on trade Harrod took over a small shop in the district of Knightbridge. Beginning in a single room, employing two assistants and a messenger boy, Harrod’s son Charles Digby Harrod built wider business selling medicines, perfumes, stationery, fruit and vegetables. Harrods rapidly expanded, acquired the nearest buildings, and employed one hundred people by 1880. 

Olha: But the store’s booming fortunes changed in 1883 when it burnt to the ground on the 6th of December. But in spite of this calamity, Charles Harrod fulfilled all the Christmas deliveries that year – and made a record profit for the store. A new building immediately rose from the ashes thanks to the design of architect Charles William Stephens. 

Talking about nowadays in 1985 the Al-Fayed brothers buy the store for £615 million. From 2006 Omar Al- Fayed, Mohamed’s youngest son, is the owner of Harrods.

4) Reading of the text “Harrods”

b) While-reading the text
Harrods

Welcome to Harrods — a different world for a million reasons. Harrods is the largest department store in Europe with goods displayed in 600 windows and 5 hectares.

Every year more than 14 million purchases are made in 330 departments where you can buy everything you want.

It is Harrods’ policy to offer a wide selection of goods in every department, to give the buyer a choice of goods which is unique and various, and which no other shop can offer. For example, Harrods sells 450 different cheeses, 500 types of shirts, 9000 ties, 8000 dresses and 150 various pianos.

Harrods also offers a number of special services to its clients, including a bank, an insurance department, a travel agency, London’s library, a theatre ticket agency, a beauty spa salon, some hairdressers and so on.

The Export department usually takes any customer’s order, packs and sends goods to any address in the world.

Recently, for example, six rolls were sent to New York, a handkerchief to Los Angeles, a pound of sausages to a yacht anchored in the Mediterranean, a Persian carpet to Iran and a $5000 chess set to Australia.

Harrods has a world-wide reputation for first-class service. It has a staff of 5000 people from over 50 different countries, and 6000 at Christmas time.

Harrods has 28 restaurants, some bars and tea-rooms.

The famous Harrods’ motto is “Everything for Everybody Everywhere”.

Harrods is really a different world.
c) Post -reading tasks

(Video of models)
5) Minute of rest (in the form of interview)

Teacher: Oh, it’s really interesting! Thanks to your hard work and perfect knowledge we have a chance to be present at the real model show which is taking place at this moment at Harrods. But it can be possible only if you agree to become journalists a little and interview their models. Who wants to try? Please, boys, you are welcome!

(Song “Pretty Woman” sounds)

1st journalist: Today we are present at the model show, which will go under the name “For all events of the life”. Most time of our life we spend at our work. It is of no importance, if we work in an office, a company, a plant, a school or so on. We must try to look smart and solid. For men it is possible thanks to a suit or a costume which they have been wearing for a long time. But what about women? 

I see Olena is ready to impart necessary information to us.

Model 1: Woman costume came into fashion in 1970 from Great Britain. It was so practical and comfortable that became a favourite kind of clothes among progressive business women.

Model 2: Traditionally woman costume it is a combination of a jacket with a skirt or trousers. A white or a light blouse or a shirt will always decorate your business costume, for a special event or a visit. Women wearing costumes show their discipline, strictness and freedom at the same time.

2nd journalist: As I can see next models represent us the kind of clothing which can be worn every day in free time: going for a walk, to the bars, discos or even in some spheres of work. Am I right, girls?

Model 3: Really, jeans are the best invention of American people, which has become an icon of American culture. This type of clothing is now popular all over the world. Jeans found their place in the wardrobe of each teenager or adult. They are comfortable and practical.

Model 4: Wearing T-shirts with jeans looks very smart. They are called so because of their T-shape. But it is interesting to know that they were started as underwear. But nowadays T-shirts are worn by babies, kids, teenagers and adults.

3rd journalist: These girls, as I can conclude, show us that style of clothes, which ladies need to go to the parties, theatres and cinemas. This kind of clothing makes women so beautiful and charming. I think you’ll agree with me looking at these pretty ladies. What can you add, girls?

Model 5: To my mind every girl or woman wants to look beautiful and charming going somewhere in the evening. And, of course, it is necessary to have some evening dresses for such event. Evening dresses help us to feel ourselves comfortable and at the same time smart at any party.

Model 6: I want to add that all men pay more attention to the women wearing evening dresses. Because they emphasize the beauty of each lady. And it doesn’t really matter how old is she?

All models: Because fashion is beauty and beauty will save the world!
