                   Text “ Too much garbage ! “ 
   When you throw something away , it goes into garbage can . Once a day a garbage truck comes , and the can is emptied , and that’s the last you se it . But what do you think happens to the garbage then? Does it just disappear ? No way ! 

  Almost all garbage is taken to a garbage dump , or a landfill , where the garbage truck empties it into the ground . After the truck was left , a big tractor comes along and pushes dirt on top of the garbage . So most of our garbage is just buried.  Now we are making so much garbage that in many places there is not enough room to bury it all . We must act fast and cut down the amount of garbage we make . Can we do it? You must ! 

   We can recycle ( which means re-using materials instead of throwing them away) and not buy things that can’t be re-used , like plastic wrapping and other packing . If we recycle we we’ll produce a lot less garbage , and help keep our planet green .  

   The scientists are working hard to invent new projects of recycling the garbage . But in order not to let the garbage go into our houses back , we should “ guard our buried treasures “ and be paper savers .

                        Text “ Acid rains “

  Every year more animals and plants disappear never to be seen again. Strangely , it is the most intelligent but most thoughtless animal that is causing most of the problems – man . Nature is very carefully balanced and if this balance is disturbed , animals can disappear very fast. Every day thousands of species of animals get closer to extinction. 
   In many lakes the fish are dying . Fishermen are worried because every year there are fewer fish , and some lakes have no fish at all. Scientists are beginning to get worried too . What is killing fish ? 

   The problem is acid rain . Acid rain is a kind of air pollution . It is caused by factories that burn coal , oil or gas . These factories send smoke high into the air .The wind often carries the smoke far from the factories . Some of the harmful substances in the smoke come down with the rain hundreds of miles away . 

   The rain in many places isn’t natural and clean any more . It’s full of acid chemicals . Acid water hurts when it gets into your eyes . It also kills the plants and animals that usually live in lake water. That is why the fish are dying in lakes . 

   But scientists are finding other effects of acid rain . In some large areas trees are dying . Not just one tree here and there , but whole forests . At first scientists couldn’t understand why . There were no bugs or diseases in these trees . The weather was not dry . But now they think that the rain was cause . Some kinds of trees can’t live in the soil that is very acidic . 

   Now scientists begin to study the effects of acid rain on larger animals . If even deer are hurt by the rain , what about people ? It’s a very important question for us all .
