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Objectives: by the end of the lesson students will be able to

- practise using previously learned vocabulary;

- develop attention and quick reaction;

- improve their reading and speaking skills;

- develop their skills in understanding;

- consolidate their cooperation and friendship via group work;

- develop their skills in acting;

- get interested in celebration of Mother’s Day

Equipment: a tape recorder, sunrays, clouds and flowers with words, stripes with sentences, a silhouette of a cat, cards with questions, a record of the songs “The Bright Blue Sun” and “What Can We Do For You, Mum?”, costumes for Mother Cat and three kittens

I. Introduction

Good morning, my darling. Nice to see you. Today we have many guests at our English lesson. Greet them, please. Take your seats, please. How are you today? (I’m fine. I’m very well. I’m well. I’m so-so.) OK. 

The topic of our lesson is “Mother’s Day”. At the lesson we’ll speak about our dear mothers, play, do exercises and act. When do we have Mother’s Day in Ukraine? (We have Mother’s Day on the second Sunday of May.) Yes, you are right.  This year it is on the 12th of May. Many countries have this holiday on this day: Australia, Estonia, the USA, Canada, Italy, Japan, Turkey, Ukraine and others.   
II. Phonetic drills

Let’s remember the poem you know about Mummy:

	One, one, one,

I love the sun.

Two, two, two,

I love my Mummy, too.

Three, three, three,

My Mummy loves me.
	Four, four, four,

I love her more and more.

I count from one,

I love the sun.

I count to four,

III. Warm up

Now let’s make a picture of Mother’s Day. We need the words you can associate with the word ‘mother’. You can see it on the blackboard. It will be the sun with rays. Let’s make the sun! Read the words on the rays and fix them here. This group, you are the sun. There are also some white clouds in a blue sky. Read the words on the clouds and put them on the blackboard. This group, you are the white clouds.  And what about flowers on such a nice day? Read the words on the flowers and put them on the blackboard. This group, you are the flowers. (sun, flower, love, lullaby, wonderful, dear, tender, kind, sweet, gentle, serious, charming, pretty, hard-working, take care of, look after, cook meals, sing). What a nice picture we have!

III. Main part

1. Vocabulary revision

I have a task for our groups. You can see cards with questions. Come up to me and choose the question for your group. The question for “White clouds” is: “What kind of woman is your mother?” The question for the “Sun” is: “What can your mother do?” The question for the “Flowers” is: “How can you help your mother?” You have 30 seconds to answer these questions.

1. What kind of woman is your mother? My mother is kind (wonderful, dear, tender, kind, sweet, gentle, serious, charming, pretty, hard-working).

2. What can your mother do? My mother can sing very well (cook tasty meals, look after her children, tell fairy-tales and interesting stories, work hard, love me very much, be kind and tender, be serious and funny, sing lullabies, take care of our family).

3. How can you help your mother? I can sweep the floor (dust the furniture, wash the floor, water the flowers, wash up, make the beds, vacuum the carpets, sweep the floor, cook the soup, sew the buttons, put the toys in the right place, lay the table, make tea).

Children, you can do so many good things to help your mothers. Let’s sing a song about it.

‘T’ is for the tears she shed to save me,

‘H’ is for her heart of purest gold;

‘E’ is for her eyes, with love-light shining,

‘R’ means right, and right she’ll always be.

Put them all together, they spell ‘Mother’,

A word that means the world to me.

The Bright Blue Sky

Bright blue the sky,

Sun upon high – 

That was the little boy’s picture.

He drew for you,

Wrote for you, too,

Just to make clear what he drew – 

May there always be sunshine,

May there always be blue skies.
