The type of the lesson:  practice with the elements of game.
Plan of the lesson
I. The beginning of the lesson.

1. Greeting. /Pupils sing a song about their activities/

2. Aim and motivation. 

3. Warming-up. Phonetic drill: 
a) pupils tell a poem reminding numbers and some sounds /in the regime the teacher-students/
b) introducing new sound /in the regime the teacher-students/
c)  a game “Colour a picture”
II. The basic part of the lesson. 

1. Lexical drill.

a. repeating the words after the teacher with the help of topical illustrations;
b. doing exercise “Teddy’s Bag”
c. find the words ( a game “Mushrooms”)
2. Writing practice. 
a.  insert the missed letters.
3. Reading
a. repeating after the teacher.
b. reading individually
4. Grammar (plural of nouns)
a. explanation of the teacher; 

b. a game “Match the pictures with the words”.
5. Pair-work:

  “Is it a …?”/in regime teacher-pupil/
“Is it a …?”/in regime pupil-pupil/
III. The ending of the lesson.

1. Homework. 
2.  Summing up /repeating the song “A nice day”/
Procedure.

I. The beginning of the lesson.

1. Greeting. /Pupils say some words about their daily activities/

Teacher: Good morning! How are you? Let’s sing a song and make good temper for 


everybody.
(a song “A Nice Day”) (Supplement 1)
Teacher: So we cheered up ourselves and it’s time to say that our topic for today is “At 

the Lesson”.  I want to tell you that at the lesson we’ll repeat sounds, read 


new exercises, develop our writing skills, check up the knowledge of 



necessary vocabulary  and revise learnt grammar rules. I have a helper 


today. It’s a Teddy. He wants to go to school too. Let’s help him to pronounce 

sounds correctly.
2. Warming-up. Phonetic drill: 
a) pupils repeat after the teacher:

Teacher: What sound do you hear oftener?


One-two – how are you?



Three- four – who’s at the door?



Five – six – my name is Fix.



Seven – eight – sorry I’m late.



Nine- ten – say it again.
Students: [eı] (Supplement 2- sounds)
Teacher:
What sound did we learn the previous lesson?
Students: [æ]
Teacher: Let’s remind the words with this sound: cat, mat, fat, rat, flat, pan. A fat cat sat on a mat and ate a fat rat. (Supplement 3)
Teacher:
Today we’ll learn a new sound. It’s  [aı]. Repeat after me: nine, nice, fly, my, 

like, five, drive. Look at the picture. You can see letters which give this sound. 

Let’s 
read exercise 4 on page 39. 


(reading after the teacher and then pupil by pupil)
Now let’s play a game which can help to remember the reading of these sounds.
Teddy will help you. Colour and count the bags with the sound [eı] in blue, with

the sound [æ]  in yellow, with the sound [aı] in red. Let’s check up. (Students

with the help of Teddy name the number of blue, yellow and red bags) (Supplement 4)
II. The basic part of the lesson. 

1. Lexical drill.
Teacher: We’ll repeat now the words of the topic. (the teacher shows pictures of the 


school things and ask pupils to name them) What is this? // Is it a …?
Students: It’s a pen, a pencil, a book, a teacher, a pupil, a classroom, a bag …// Yes, it 


is.(No, it is not).
Teacher: Now I ask you to help Teddy with his bag. Show and tell him, please, what things 

he should take to school.(Students, divided into two groups, choose, read and  

put school things into Teddy’s bag). (Supplement 5)
Teacher: Now I ask you to find the words which Teddy lost in our classroom.(Students 
find the words cut into parts in the classroom, read them and translate them to 
Teddy).( Supplement 7)
2. Writing practice.
a) insert the missed letters
Teacher: The rain has washed the letters in the words. Please, help Teddy to know them.
Teacher: Do it in your copy-books. ( The words on the blackboard: class…oom, p…pil, 


te..cher)
Teacher: Now let’s have a break.

Teacher: Now open your books and read exercise 2, 3 on page 36 first after me then I’ll 

ask some of you.
Teacher: We have repeated numbers and school things today.  Now we’ll repeat the plural 

of nouns. (asking one of the pupils) Let’s play a game and show Teddy how 

clever
 we are. ( students, divided into groups, are given 
cards with 



words and pictures. Their task is to match the words with the 




pictures.) (Supplement 6)
Teacher: Now it’s time to repeat all the material. Open your books on page 39 and do exercise 3 in pairs. Teddy will listen and help you.(the students ask each other)
III. The ending of the lesson.

1. Homework. 
Teacher: Your homework will be to do exercise 1, 2 on page 21 in your Workbooks.

2. Summing up /repeating the song “A nice day”
Teacher: You were nice today. Your marks are … Teddy wants to sing the song with you 
once more. (the students sing the song “A Nice Day”)
