The Procedure

I. Greeting

Teacher:  Good morning, children! How are you?

Pupils: Good morning, teacher! We are fine, thank you. And how are you?

T.: I’m fine too, thank you! Look through the window. What is the weather like today?

P1: It is cold.

P2: It is windy.

P3: The weather is bad.

T:Yes, I don’t like such weather too.

II. Warming up

T: Do you know any poems about the seasons?

P4: Spring is green

     Summer is bright

     Autumn is yellow

      Winter is white

T: Good of you! A very nice poem.

     What is the season now? 

P5: It is winter now.

T: Yes, you are right. And what is the month?

P5: It is December.

T: Right! And what are the other months of the year? Can you name them all?

Ps: January, February, March, April, May, June, July, August, September, October, November, December.

III. Singing a song

T: Very good! As you may guess today we will speak about the seasons and weather. But first let’s sing a song and repeat the months again!

[The pupils sing Months of the year song]

T: Oh, you are very good singers! As you’ve told there are four seasons. What months does each season have?

IV. Matching/Speaking

Look at the board(Interactive board)! There are four pictures?  Match them to the seasons and then drag the months to the correct seasons.

[the children come up to the IWB one by one and match the words and pictures]

T: Good job! Look at the months! What is your favourite month?

P1: I like March

P2: I like June

V. Writing/Interaction

T: And I like January, because my birthday is in January. And when are your birthdays? Let’s find out. Take these tables, work in pairs, ask each other about the birthdays and write the answers in this table. 


[The pupils are making micro dialogues.]

T: Well, that will do. Dima, when is Ann’s birthday?

P: Ann’s birthday is in October.

[The teacher continues asking each pupil]

T: So, Dima’s birthday is in June, right? And what is the weather usually in June?

Ps: It is hot. It is sunny. The weather is very good.

T: And what about today? Do you like the weather?

Ps: No, we don’t. 

VI. Reading/Speaking

T: I don’t like it either, but the Englishmen say :”There is no bad weather” and they like to talk about it. Let’s  talk about the weather too. Your books will help us to do it. Open your books, please, on page 152. There is a dialogue (Ex.2 p.152) about the weather. Read the dialogue attentively and try to retell it in pairs. Start reading please.

[The pupils are reading the dialogue. The teacher is monitoring their work.]

T: Ok, that’s enough. Who wants to speak about the weather like the Englishmen do?

[The pupils are telling the dialogue. Only one or two pairs should be asked]

VII. Writing(Correct the mistakes)

T: Thank you very much! You were like real Englishmen! Not bad! But still I want to check how well you learned the months and the weather.  Next task will help me. Read the sentences and correct the mistakes:

[The statements are written on the screen or on the sheets of paper. The pupils read them silently and correct the mistakes]
