PHASE 1 LESSON PLAN
A. STUDENTS and SETTING
Students 

Second grade (ages 7-8); elementary English in a Ukrainian-speaking environment. Could be adapted up to ages 7-10. There are 15-20 students in the class. 
Setting 
This is a public school. I teach my students twice a week with duration of a lesson in 40-45 minutes. There is a board and CD recorder in the classroom
B. LESSON BACKGROUND
This is a lesson of skills development. Students have already learned animal vocabulary, what they look like, what they eat and drink, where they live, what they can do, if children like them and explain why. Learners are going to read animal words on the board, elicit right animals on the table, prepare tasks in groups and present their answers in front of the class. In this lesson students will revise vocabulary structures and grammar (plural of nouns, adjectives, using of present simple tense) learned previously in order to get ready for test during the next final lesson of the module. 
C. LEARNING OBJECTIVES / EXPECTED RESULTS 

Students will apply vocabulary and structures they have learned during their previous lessons. They will practice in matching by reading the words and choosing the toy animals. They will demonstrate their skills in discussion by collaborating in groups. By the end of the lesson students will be able to differentiate nouns in plural and singular forms, to write about animals to describe them and to express their attitude to them (This is a snake. It is long and green. It has got a tail. It has got two small eyes and two small ears. It lives in the jungle. It eats meat and drinks water. It can crawl. I don’t like snakes. They have got sharp teeth.). All these will improve and reinforce students’ language skills in this module. 

D. MATERIALS and SOURCES 
Materials 
Animals toys (tiger, snake, elephant, giraffe, parrot, etc.) brought by the teacher, CD recorder, animal flashcards made by the teacher, handouts created by the teacher with lists of tasks for groups, papers and pens for students’ notes.

E. PROCEDURES / TIMING
	Teacher does/says...
	Students do/say...
	Approximate time needed

	Greets children as they come into the class:

Hello, class! I’m glad to see you! How are you today?
	Respond to the teacher:

Hello, teacher! We’re glad to see you too! We’re fine, thank you.

	Presents the subject and the objectives of the lesson:

At this lesson we’ll revise animal vocabulary, talk about different animals and we’ll do it in groups.
	Listen to the teacher 
	1 min

	Warms the class by singing the song learned previously:
But at first let’s sing the song “Let’s go to the zoo”.
	Sing the song:
Here the tigers growl, growl… (see sources)

	2 min

	Divides the class by personality grouping (in order to give more difficult assignment to more proficient learners and vise versa) into five teams with three members and one leader in each
	Form teams with teacher’s guidance and take their places in teams
	2 min

	Revises vocabulary using flashcards:
Let’s revise animals! Look at the picture and name an animal.

Shows the flashcards
	Watch and respond:
This is a monkey (a bear, a rhino, a hippo, a fox, an elephant etc.)
	3 min

	Explains the assignments the students will do:

Look at the words (animals) written on the board. A leader of every team must come to the board, read a word and choose a right animal on my table. 
Gives handouts with tasks:

Then you are going to read your tasks (individual for everyone – What animal is this? What does it look like? Where does it live? What does it eat and drink? Do you like them? Why?) and to write your answers. After that you will show and describe your animal to the whole class.
	Listen and answer if needed:

Yes!

Come to the board, read the word, match the animal, take it and the task:

A tiger

A snake

An elephant

A giraffe

A parrot

Take their sits in groups, read the tasks and writes the answers


	5 min

	Goes and helps if necessarily 
	Write the answers to the tasks
	15 min

	When the answers have been written, asks students to describe the animals:
Go to the front of the class, shows the animal and share with us the information you know about it.

	Each team go to the front of the class and describe the animal:
This is a tiger. It is black and orange. It has got strong legs and a long tail. It lives in a savanna. It eats other animals and drinks water. I like tigers. They are beautiful……
	10 min


	Sums up and ends the lesson:

So, now you certainly know everything about animals. I’m sure you are ready for test next time. Did you like the lesson?
OK, have a nice day! Good bye!
	Listen and respond:
Yes!


Have a nice day too! Good bye!

F. REFLECTION:
This lesson uses animal toys as realia. The module is almost finished. So vocabulary and structures are learned. In previous lessons I used animal flashcards and audio listening for presenting and revising vocabulary. In this lesson I wanted students to apply learned vocabulary and collocations using present simple tense. That’s why I decided to bring colorful animal toys. They attract children’s attentions and make them talk about animals in English reminding grammar constructions and improving language skills while group work. They are active and communicative. It is very important to use toys in this age classes, because children perceive the world through games.
