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Topic:  ZOO ANIMALS
Level: Elementary
Textbook: “Family and Friends Starter” Naomi Simmons.

Objectives:
· to learn animal words
· to practice animal words in the form of a chant
· to develop communicative skills using active vocabulary
· to develop speaking, listening, reading and handwriting skills
· to develop pupils’ attention, imagination and memory
· to teach students collective and pair work
· to teach students to be creative and hardworking
· to bring up to be kind with animals
Materials: CD1Family and Friends Starter # 01, 70-71; CD Super songs (OUP) #6; PPT; Zoo animals flashcards 33-37; Phonics cards (elephant, lion, kangaroo, horse); hand-outs (PMB page 23); sticks; glue; reading cards; Zoo bag; Animal emblems. 
PROCEDURE
I. INTRODUCTION
T: Hello, students!

Ss:
T: How are you today?
Ss:
T: Let’s sing the Hello song. 

(Pupils sing and move to the song)

Hello, hello

To everyone!

It’s English time,

Let’s have fun!
T: Today we’re going to learn new words, practice them; we’ll play, sing, listen, read, write and do craft. We’re going to visit a virtual zoo. Here there are different animals’ emblems on the blackboard. They will help us to make our virtual journey to the zoo and prompt our lesson steps.
II WARMER
T: What animals do we know now? Let’s remember. Look at the cards and name them (elephant, lion, kangaroo and horse)
Ss:
T: We can play the game Do it! to move and energize.
(The teacher assigns each child a word from the lesson vocabulary and gives instructions, e.g. Lions, jump! Kangaroos, clap your hands! Elephants, sit down! Horses, touch your head (stomp your feet, do the snap, shout “Hooray” etc). Children who have that word assigned to them do the action)

III. LEAD – IN

1. PRESENTATION
The teacher uses slides of the zoo animals to introduce the vocabulary for this lesson. She/he says the words for children to repeat in chorus.
T: Bird, bear, hippo, crocodile, tiger.

2. ACTIVITY In My Zoo Bag. GAME Slow Reveal
T: I’ve got a Zoo Bag here. There are some animals in it. Try to guess. In my Zoo Bag I’ve got a … guess: What animal is it? 
(The teacher expects students to guess the animal by the picture she/he pulls out of the bag and slowly reveals. Children guess the word and shout out suggestions)

IV. MAIN PART

1. LISTENING AND CHANTING

T: Open your books on the page 42. Look at the animal pictures. Listen and point!
(The teacher plays the first part of the recording. She/he holds up the book and points to the pictures in time with audio. Children listen and point to the appropriate pictures)

T: Well done! Now everyone, listen, point to the pictures and repeat!

(The teacher plays the second part of the recording for children to repeat the words in chorus)

 2. GAME What’s missing?
T: It’s time to play What’ s missing?

(The teacher displays the flashcards from the vocabulary set on the board and points to each one in turn for children to say the words. Children look at the cards for a few seconds. The teacher asks children to turn around and removes a card. Children have to identify the missing card)

3. CHANTING

T: Now I want you to listen to the chant.
(Children listen. The teacher can hold up the animal pictures as she/he hears them)

T: Listen to the chant one more time, say the words and demonstrate the actions for each word: bird (flap arms), bear (make claws), hippo (snap teeth together), crocodile (snap arms together), tiger (do pouncing actions).

4. OPTIONAL ACTIVITY
(The teacher asks 6 children to come to the front of the class. The children stand in line in order of the chant. She/he plays the chant again and the children at the front do the actions in time with the audio)

5. READING AND WRITING

T: Look at the picture of ex. 3 in your books. There are: tiger, hippo, bear, crocodile and bird. Repeat after me in chorus and point to the pictures of the animals:
tiger, hippo, bear, crocodile, bird.

Ss:

T: Let’s stick the stickers! Take the sticker and place it on the caption box.

(Children stick the stickers; the teacher goes around the class and checks)

T: Read the words!

S1-Sn:

T: You can open your workbooks now on the page 42. Look at the pictures. Trace the correct words. Let’s do together the first one. What word do we have to trace?
Ss:

T: Trace individually.

(Children trace)

T: Let’s check. Look on the board and check your words.

(Students check their work according to the words pinned on the board)

T: Read the words

6. RELAXATION

T: Are you ready to have a rest and do some actions?

Ss: 

T: Sing the song Head, shoulders, knees and toes and move.
(Pupils sing the song and touch the corresponding body parts)

7. CRAFT Bird in a Cage Spinner
T: On your desk you can find the cut circles with the picture of the bird and the cage, some sticks. Colour your bird. 
(Students colour their birds)

T: Now glue each circle to either side of the stick so the bird is visible on one side and the cage is visible on the other. It looks like a lollipop. I’m going to roll my stick rapidly back and forth between the palms of my hands to make the bird appear in the cage. Try to do the same with your spinners.
T: Ask each other about the colour of your birds.
