PHASE 2 LESSON PLAN
A. STUDENTS and SETTING
Students 

Second grade (ages 7-8); elementary English in a Ukrainian-speaking environment. Could be adapted up to ages 7-10. There are 15-20 students in the class.
Setting 
This is a public school. I teach my students twice a week with duration of a lesson in 40-45 minutes. There is a board and CD recorder in the classroom

B. LESSON BACKGROUND
In previous lessons students have already learned animal vocabulary, what they look like, what they eat and drink, where they live, what they can do, if children like them and explain why. Learners are going to get animal words written on papers, ask given questions about animals, answer them in groups, guess the animals and give their presentations. In this lesson students will revise vocabulary structures and grammar (plural of nouns, adjectives, using of present simple tense) learned previously. This is the last lesson in this module.
C. LEARNING OBJECTIVES / EXPECTED RESULTS 

Students will apply vocabulary and collocations they have learned during their previous lessons. They will practice in oral interviews, demonstrate their skills in discussion by collaborating in groups and contextualize grammar instruction. By the end of the lesson students will be able to synthesize the information that they gathered, to analyze it and to report on it (This is a snake. It is long and green. It has got a tail. It has got two small eyes and two small ears. It lives in the jungle. It eats meat and drinks water. It can crawl. I don’t like snakes. They have got sharp teeth.). All these will improve and reinforce students’ integrated language skills (using reading, writing, speaking and listening) as in this module of English learning so in another discipline of the curriculum (Nature Studies).
D. MATERIALS and SOURCES 
Materials 
Animals toys (tiger, snake, elephant, giraffe, parrot, etc.) brought by the teacher, CD recorder, animal flashcards made by the teacher, handouts created by the teacher with lists of questions for groups, papers and pens for students’ notes. Toys need to be very similar to real animals, have same colours, body parts and be large enough in order students could see them from the table.

E. PROCEDURES / TIMING
	Teacher does/says...
	Students do/say...
	Approximate time needed

	Greets children as they come into the class:

Hello, class! I’m glad to see you! How are you today?
	Respond to the teacher:

Hello, teacher! We’re glad to see you too! We’re fine, thank you.

	Place animal toys on the table and presents the subject and the objectives of the lesson:

At this lesson you’ll revise animal vocabulary, talk about different animals and you’ll do it in groups.
	Listen to the teacher

	Warms the class by singing the song learned previously:

But at first let’s sing the song “Let’s go to the zoo”.
	Sing the song:

Here the tigers growl, growl… (see sources)

	2 min

	Divides the class by personality grouping (in order to give more difficult assignment to more proficient learners and vise versa) into six teams with three members and one leader in each (number of teams must be even in order to their members could communicate with each other)
	Form teams with teacher’s guidance and take their places in teams
	2 min

	Revises vocabulary using flashcards:

Let’s revise animals! Look at the picture and name an animal.

Shows the flashcards
	Watch and respond:

This is a monkey (a bear, a rhino, a hippo, a fox, an elephant etc.)
	3 min

	Distributes half-sheets of paper with written animals on them and explains the assignments the students will do:

Look at the word (animal) written on the paper and at the animals on the table. Have you found your animal? Now put this paper away from your desk that no one could see it. 

Gives handouts with questions:

You are going to find out what animal has your neighbor team asking each other questions (What does this animal look like? Where does it live? What does it eat and drink? What animal is this?) and writing your answers. You have to elicit the animal and present the interviewed information about it to the whole class.

Encourages students to help and correct each other:
You may help each other to correct mistakes if you notice them.
	Listen, read, get acquainted with the task  and answer if needed:

Yes!

	Goes and helps if necessarily 
	Interview the neighbor team with written questions, write the answers and finally guess the animal
	15 min

	When the students are ready asks them to present the animals:

Go to the front of the class, shows the animal and share with us the information you’ve got to know about it.

	Each team go to the front of the class and describe the animal:

This is a tiger. It is black and orange. It has got strong legs and a long tail. It lives in a savanna. It eats other animals and drinks water……

After each presentation another students may ask questions about their attitude to the animal:

Do you like them? Why/or why not?

I like tigers. They are beautiful……

	Sums up and ends the lesson:

So, now you certainly know everything about animals. I’m sure it’ll help you in your Nature Studies lessons. Did you like the lesson?

OK, have a nice day! Good bye!

F. LEARNER FEEDBACK/FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT
In this lesson I wanted students to apply learned vocabulary and collocations using present simple tense. That’s why I decided to bring colourful animal toys. They attract children’s attentions and make them talk about animals in English reminding grammar constructions and improving language skills while group work. During the interviews students give each other feedback by making mistakes, helping and correcting each other. Observing their presentations and gathering information I make notes on using learned constructions that will help me determine if students need more practice in the module of animals. This formative assessment is directly related to the content-based learning.
G. EXTENDED REFLECTION
(a) In the first lesson students had to revise vocabulary structures and grammar (animals, plural of nouns, adjectives, using of present simple tense) learned previously in order to get ready for test during the next final lesson of the module. I used animal toys as realia and group work during the lesson.
I’ve decided not to carry out the test next time making this lesson the final in this module. The similar in two lessons are just greeting part and warming-up. The main activity has changed from simple writing answers and presenting them to gathering information about animals orally and then in written form, giving feedback each other, eliciting the appropriate animal and at least presenting it in front of the class. Children have to understand the questions, to answer them correctly, to find mistakes if they happen and to correct them together. All these make students think critically and creatively in order to make the final decision about the right animal.
(b) All four topics from the course are included in this lesson. Realia is found in animal toys Students look at them, elicit and describe them. Group work is used while asking questions, answering and presenting prepared material collaboratively. The final presentation shows how students work well together. Critical and creative thinking is realized through gathering, analyzing, synthesizing the information and reporting on it. During the question/answer period students give each other learner feedback by helping and correcting mistakes. And I provide formative assessment by taking notes on their language in this lesson.
