PHASE 2 LESSON PLAN
A. Students and Setting:
Students:
Third grade (ages 9-10); elementary English in a Ukrainian-speaking environment. Could be adapted up to ages 8-11. There are 15 students in the class.
Setting
This is a public school. I teach my students twice a week with duration of a lesson in 40-45 minutes. There is a board and CD recorder in the classroom

B. Lesson Background:
This is the last of two final lessons in the course of the academic year. Students will transfer from the beginning into intermediate level next year. They have enough active vocabulary to use it in different language comprehensions. Students have acquired grammar skills in using Present Simple, Continuous and Past Simple tenses. In the previous lesson they listened to storytelling, made different assignments on understanding the text. Students are familiar with working in groups. In this lesson students will work with a song they have already learned, organize a story theatre and make a performance.  In a few days students will have summer holidays. And I want them have fun during their last days at school this year.

C. Learning Objectives/Expected Results:
This is the second lesson of two in which students perform a story theatre. Students will apply vocabulary and structures they have learned before. They will demonstrate their skills in group work. By the end on the lesson students will be able to give feedback to their classmates, to assist each other in oral assignment, to make choices and take responsibilities for them. All these will improve and reinforce students’ language skills.

E. Procedures/Timing: 
	Teacher does/says...
	Students do/say...
	Approximate Time

	Greets children and presents subject and objectives of the lesson:

Hello, class! Last time we had an entertaining lesson and today we’re going to continue it having a story theatre. I hope we’ll have fun!
	Respond and listen to the teacher:

Hello, teacher!

	Explains the assignment students will do. Asks four  highly proficient students to come to the board and write the song words while another five students are singing the rainbow song (see sources) and the last four less proficient students are observing the process:
Go to the board and get ready for writing the words of the rainbow song.
(To another students):
Revise the song and get ready to sing it.

(To the last students):

Observe the writings on the board. You will have to correct them.
Plays the CD-recorder.
	Write the song words and sing the song. Observe the writing work.

	Gives the printed song texts to observing students and asks them to make corrections on writings on the board:
Find mistakes and correct them. You may use the text of the song.
	Read and correct the written task.
	5 min

	Writes some important vocabulary words on the board, e.g., majority, peace, serenity, to quarrel, etc.:
Let’s revise some words from “The Rainbow Story” (see sources).

With students’ help adds another words:

What else words did we learn in the last lesson?
	Read and revise the vocabulary. Respond to the teacher.

	Asks students to make groups of three (five groups):
Now make groups of three persons in each and quickly take your places in groups.

Gives printed part of “The Rainbow Story” for each group (see sources)
	Make groups.
	5 min

	Gives directions for the task:
You will act out “The Rainbow Story”. Each group has a part of the story. Read it and then choose the character you would like to play (colour, rain or author). Please help your team mates if needed. 
Observes students’ behaviors and fills in the observation form (see Appendix 1 in sources )  
	Prepare story theatre, assist their classmates.
	10 min

	Invites students to the front of the class to show their performance and give them clear instructions:
Six students-authors stand in a row, seven students-colours – in a circle, and two students-rains stand apart.

Observes students’ behaviors and fills in the observation form (see Appendix 1 in sources )  
	Come in front of the class.

Act out the play.
	10 min

	Sums up and ends the lesson:

Thank you very much for you active taking part in such creative lesson. I hope you liked it as much as I did. I wish you a lot of fun and interesting adventures this summer. See you in September. Good-bye!
	Respond to the teacher:
Thank you! Good-bye!

F. Alternative Assessment:
At the beginning of the lesson the teacher uses formative feedback for writing assignment in order to improve students’ writing skills. While students are working on their preparation for the play and acting out it they assist each other, and the teacher observes students’ actions and fills in the observation checklist. It will help the teacher to find out the level of students’ understanding and cognitive reasoning and the strategies they use to complete the assignment. The teacher can make conclusions about students’ special needs in learning. She or he can give them some individual assignment for summer in order to prepare students better for the next year of learning.
New Elements in Phase 2
G. Classroom Management:
At the beginning of the lesson the teacher divides the class into three groups of 4-5 giving the student clear directions for their work. Each group has another type of activity (singing, writing, observing and correcting) so that all students are involved and concentrated on their own tasks. This will help me to avoid misbehavior of some often bored students. Then children make 5 groups of 3 themselves quickly moving about the class and taking appropriate place in their group. They are familiar with group work and have practiced from the beginning of the school year. And it doesn’t make any discipline troubles for me, so that I can give learners some independence in classroom logistics. Before students start working on their story theatre I give them brief instructions for their tasks allowing them to make their own choices about the role they’d like to play, and encouraging them to help each other with presentations (e. g., correct pronunciation). This will develop in students the feeling of responsibility for choosing and doing something they really want and like. And the evidence of it is a good performance at the end of the lesson. 
H. Reflection - Phase 2
Include the following information:
(a)This lesson continues the first one. Similar in both of them is the “The Rainbow Story”. I added another group activity in order to differentiate assignments for students with different levels of proficiency. This helped me to strengthen high proficient students’ writing skills and to motivate less proficient students due to their correcting work. Being motivated and having revised important vocabulary words students were more interesting in performance making it with delegating responsibilities in their group.
(b) This lesson plan includes integrated skills (singing, listening, writing, reading, vocabulary, pronunciation, speaking and drama). Combining these skills enhances students’ critical thinking and creativity.
The teacher uses alternative assessment (teacher’s observation and filling in the observation form, and students’ feedback on written task and assist in oral task). This will help me to find out which students will need more practice and teacher’s attention before the next year.

The teacher shows the using of differentiated instruction giving students task with different levels of difficulty, and allowing more proficient students help less proficient with their oral presentations. Students show individual learner differences when choose the character they want to play.
Classroom management is built in a way of clear and brief instructions during the lesson. The rules of behavior were established together with students at the beginning of the year. Different peer and group activities allow involving all class to the process of learning and even those bored children who like to ask a lot of disruptive questions. Due to the established rules I can allow students to form groups by themselves and make responsible choices.
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
