Teacher: Good morning, pupils!  I’m glad to see you.
Pupils: Good morning, teacher. We’re glad to see you too.
Teacher: Sit down, please.
Teacher: Today we’ll travel through London on the river Thames and visit London sights. The theme of our lesson is “A trip on the Thames”

Teacher: Before our travelling let's train our tongues.

Teacher: Repeat all together:  trip, tower, travel, tall, traffic. 
Look at the blackboard. You see a tongue twister. 

Repeat after me: Two tiny tigers take two taxis to town. (слайд 2)

Teacher: We are going to read the text “A trip on the London”. This text contains unknown words. They are on the smartboard. ( слайд 3) Look at them and repeat after me:

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You can travel through London on the river. The name of the river is the Thames. You can sit on the river boat and see many famous buildings.

[image: image2]You can see the clock tower. Inside the tower there is a heavy metal bell. Its name is Big Ben. Every hour this big bell sounds. It weighs 13,500 kilos. It is heavier than two elephants.

[image: image3]River boats go past the London Eye. People ride on this enormous wheel. It turns very slowly. At the top you can see across the city. The London Eye opened in 2000.

[image: image4]Boats go under Tower Bridge. Sometimes tall ships go up the river. A red light stops the traffic. The bridge opens.  The ship passes through. The bridge closes again. 


[image: image5]You can see this monument. It tells people about the Great Fire of London in 1666. It is 61 metres high. The fire started on Sunday 2nd September in a backer’s shop in Pudding Lane. It was two o’clock in the morning and everyone was asleep.
