Topic: “On the farm”
Objectives:
· practise a tongue twister with sound /b/;
· listen to the dialogue; listen and repeat the dialogue;
· practise using “have/has got; haven’t/hasn’t got; Have you got?; had”; 
· understand the story and answer the questions;
· read and act out the dialogue;
· practise sorting words into sets;
· use informal everyday language (Oh dear! Oops! Sorry);
· use new words in oral speech (fantastic, happen, broken, terrible, roof, holes).
Learning outcomes: by the end of the lesson the students will be able to:
· describe the picture;
· use dictionary and check the new words;
· rapidly recall the phrases;
· answer factual questions about the animals;
· act out the story on the stage;
· match the pictures and the words;
· guess the answer through critical thinking and discussion.
Suggested level: Primary, 4 Grade. 
Equipment: PB p.33 (the dialogue with a picture), flashcards (farmer, horse, hen, duck, goat, sheep, barn, stable), CD (tongue twister, dialogue (track 1, track 2), worksheets (with written tasks), dictionaries, stickers.

Procedure
I. Introduction
1.1. Greetings
T: Good morning, dear friends!
Ss: Good morning, teacher!
T: How are you today?
Ss: We are good, we are fine,
      We are happy all the time!
How are you?
T: I’m alright, thanks.
1.2. Warm-up (A game)
The teacher uses 8 flashcards from previous lesson. Class names the objects. (The teacher puts the cards on the board. Children look for a short time. The teacher takes them down. Removes one. Puts the other 7 back up. Children tell which one is missing. Repeats a few times).
II. Main part
2.1. A Tongue twister
A big black bug bit a big black dog 
on his big black nose.
[bookmark: _GoBack](The schoolchildren practice a tongue twister. First – listening, then pronouncing in unison faster and faster, and finally pronouncing on their own).
Pre-listening tasks.
2.2. A picture of the Pear Tree Farm

(Children look at the picture in PBs page 33 and answer the following questions). 
T: Children, where are the children?
S1: The children are at the farm.
T: Name, please, as many things as you can in the picture.
S2: a tractor
S3: a tree
S4: a stable
…..
T: Cover please the dialogue text and look at the picture.
(Children are listening to the dialogue, Track 1).
While-listening and Pre-reading tasks
2.3.
T: Children, open the books and look at the dialogue. Listen to the dialogue and follow the text.
Dialogue
Pear Tree Farm
Miss Carey: Good morning, Mr Oats.
Mr Oats: Good morning, Miss Carey. Welcome to Pear Tree Farm.
Miss Carey: Thank you!
Max: What animals have you got on the farm, Mr Oats?
Mr Oats: I’ve got cows, sheep and goats.
Molly: I can see hens.
Alfie: I can see a horse.
Mr Oats: That’s Henry. He’s a beautiful horse.
Lulu: He’s fantastic.
Miss Carey: Mr Oats, what happened to your farm? Look at the house! The windows are broken.
Mr Oats: We had a terrible storm last night – thunder and lightning, wind and rain. Look at my new tractor!
Miss Carey: Oh dear!
Lulu: Look at Henry’s stable! There are holes in the roof.
Max: Look at the barn. It hasn’t got the roof.
Molly: And there’s water everywhere.
Miss Carey: Don’t climb on the gate, Alfie!Crack!




Alfie: Oops! Sorry, Mr Oats!
2.3. Using dictionaries
T: Let’s use the Dictionary to check new words.
(The students check unknown words in the dictionary).
Barn – хлів;
Broken – розбитий, зламаний;
Everywhere – in all places;
Hole – дірка;
Terrible – very bad.
While-listening and while-reading
2.5.
T: Listen and repeat in the pauses. Try to use the same expression and intonation.
(The children listen to Track 2 and repeat the phrases in pauses).
 Post-listening and post-reading tasks
2.6.
T: Children, answer the questions to the story. 
1) What’s the name of the farm?
S1: The Pear Tree Farm.
2) What animals has Mr Oats got?
S2: Mr Oats has got cows, sheep, goats, hens and a horse.
3) What’s the name of the horse?
S3: Its name is Henry.
4) What happened last night?
S4: They had a terrible storm last night.
5) What’s wrong with Henry’s stable?
S5: There are holes in the roof.
6) What is wrong with the barn?
S6: It hasn’t got a roof.
7) What did Alfie do?
S7: He broke the gates.
(the students answer the questions using the text).
2.7. Group work. Acting out.
T: Dear students, let’s listen to the dialogue again and try to act out the story. You may use your books to follow the dialogue. Try to remember your lines as well as you can.
(The children are listening to the audio and then are divided into 3 groups to act out the conversation in front of the class. The main characters of the story: Miss Carey, Mr Oats, Alfie, Max, Molly and Lulu).
T: Very well. So nice you are! Thanks a lot. 
2.8. Matching
T: Now let’s write. Draw lines to the jungle, the farm and the house.
(Children should be able to do this work independently once the tasks have been explained. Children draw lines from each animal to place it in the correct location).
Draw lines to the jungle, the farm and the house.
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2.9. 
Write the word in the correct place.

III.  Closing
3.1. Summarising. Pair work
T: Now let’s have fun. I have 4 questions for you. You should discuss them in pairs and give answers. You’ll have only 30 seconds to discuss your ideas. If you give a correct answer, you’ll get a sticker. Ready? Let’s start. 
(The teacher reads the questions. The students are discussing their ideas in pairs for 30 seconds. Then give their answers. The pair, who answers correctly, get a sticker).
1) What do you get if a cow jumps up and down?

 Pair 1: A milkshake!

(Discussion: 'Moo' is the noise that cows make. The 'movies' is also called the cinema).
3) What do you call a sheep with no legs?

Pair 3: A cloud!
(Discussion: Чому же ми можемо назвати вівцю без ніжок (sheep with no legs) хмаринкою (cloud)? Тому що вони білі і пухнасті і дуже схожі одна на одну!)
4) Why did the frog say 'meow'?

Pair 4: He was learning a foreign language.
(Discussion: жабки квакають, англійською «квакати» – croak або rubbit. Кішки м’явкають, англійською «м’явкати» – meow. Виходить, якщо жабка говорить meow, то вона вчить другу мову зі світу тварин – котячу!)
T: Count, please, the stickers. Which group is the winner? Well done!
