Story narration: It’s night-time. A little girl is drinking her milk and looking out of the window. A mouse is sitting next to her. Her father is pointing to the moon. Suddenly a monkey appears and waves.
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What animals can you see in the picture? (A lamb, a lion, a mouse and a monkey.)

What time is it?(It’s night-time)

What is the girl doing? (She’s drinking a glass of milk)

Who is in the room with her? (Her dad)

What can you see out the window? (The moon, the stars and a monkey)

What is her dad doing? (He’s showing her the moon and the monkey)

What is the monkey doing? (It’s waving to the girl and her dad)

Listen and repeat.
