IX. Speaking. (Using 3D map of London "Bus tour")
Look at the map. Let's speak about places of interest in London.  Let's start our bus tour. (The pupils move a toy double-decker bus on the 3D map from one place to another)
1. The first stop is the London Eye
The London Eye is the biggest wheel in Britain. The London Eye is situated on the south bank of the river Thames. The wheel is 135 m high. It has 32 cabins for 25 people each. It takes about 30 minutes to climb into the sky. The London Eye is very popular with tourists because there is a wonderful view from it. The London Eye was opened 8 years ago in 1999. It is a symbol of London today.
2. The next stop is Big Ben
Big Ben is the name of the clock and the bell inside the tower. You can hear the sound of Big Ben every hour in London. Big Ben - is a symbol of London and England. The tower is now called the Elizabeth tower. It was built in 1859. Its height is 320 foots. Big Ben is popular tower not only in England but all over the world. 
3. The next stop is British Museum
The British Museum in London is one of the world’s largest and most important museums of history and culture. It is the oldest museum in the world. It was founded in 1753. It has got one of the largest libraries in the world: British Library.

The British Museum has got a collection of seven million objects, pictures, coins.

4. The next stop is Buckingham Palace
The Queen of England lives in Buckingham Palace. It is a wonderful building. It takes people ten to twenty minutes to get from Buckingham Palace to Trafalgar Square, in the centre of London. It has got almost 600 rooms.Buckingham Palace is the symbol of London and Great Britain.

5. The next stop is Tower Bridge
Tower Bridge is one of the most famous London places for many years. It is close to the Tower of London.  It is  very old and beautiful tower in England. The ships can go under it. If the ship is big, the bridge goes up. It has got two towers. In the towers there is a museum of its history and a beautiful view of the river Thames.

6. The last stop is London Zoo
London Zoo is the world's oldest zoo.

The Zoo is open every day from 9 o’clock in the morning till 7 o’clock in the evening. London Zoo has almost 750 kinds of animals, from the smallest monkey to the tall giraffe. Over 12,000 animals live in the Zoo today. Visitors can learn about the animals, including where they live, what they eat . The funniest animals in London Zoo are monkeys. They jump, run and play with each other.
