Grade: the first

Topic: Leisure Time

Subtopic: My toy

Aim: to practice using the already learnt words , pronunciation of sounds [d, k, s] to develop students’ memory creative, logical thinking , to enlarge students’ interest in learning English.

Learning outcomes: after completing the lesson, the learners will be able to describe their favourite toys.

Materials: class CD, flash cards, video materials, toys, ABC, stickers, Reader materials.

The procedure of the lesson
1) Greeting
· Good morning dear students!

Glad to meet you! How are you today?

Let’ s sing a song  “ How are you” (video) 

P1- P2

-  How are you today?
- I’ m happy ( fine , ok, fantastic)

We begin our lesson with reciting the poem “ I like”

Today at our English lesson we’ll speak about toys . We’ll practice in listening , speaking, reading, writing.

- Are you ready? ( Yes, we are) I wish you good luck and active  work. Smile and we begin our work.

2) Phonetic drill . Look at the screen.

- Repeat the sounds and the rhymes sound [ d ]

- My doll is so pretty

  My doll is so nice

  My doll has got a short nose

  And beautiful eyes.
    - sound [ k]
     It is a kite

     In the blue sky

     My kite is bright

     My kite is nice.

     - sound [  ]

       This is a ball

       This is a doll

       This is a plane

       This is a train.

-   Let’s play our game “ Catch the sounds’’

    Be attentive!

    [b]: big , ball, kite, blue, bell

    [e] : pen, pencil, pig, desk, pencil box.

    [l ] : lamp, leg, window, lose, six.

    [o] : Bob, on, bot, not, frog.

3)  Vocabulary work
-  And now, children, look, listen and repeat the words ( video “ Toys”).

- Make up the sentence with this words.

( a ball)

T:I’ve got a train and you?
P:I’ve got a plane.

4)Speaking
- Look at the flash cards and answer the questions :
- Is it a ball? ( Yes it is / No it is not)

- What’s this? ( It’s a teddy bear)

- What colour is the kite? ( It’s red and white)

- Is the bike big? ( Yes it is. It’s big)

- What colour is the drum? ( It’s red and white).

What is your favourite toy?
( My favourite toy is a doll. And yours?)

- Have you got a plane? ( Yes, I have. I’ve got a plane)
-  Have you got a doll? ( No , I haven’t. I haven’t got a doll)
5)Pair work

Make up the dialogue

P1- P2 Ask each other: ( take the flash cards)

- Have you got a ball? Yes, I have. I’ve got a ball.

- Have you got a car? No, I haven’t. I haven’t  got a car.

Look at  the pictures and answer: 
- How many dolls can you see?
I can see five dolls/ I can see four guitars. 

6) Listening

Children we are going to watch a cantoon about Cookie and Lulu. After  watching you will have a task to choose: true or false. ( If the sentence is true – you will clap your hands , but if the sentence is false – you will stamp your feet). 
( video)

Listen to the  sentences and choose true or false:
- The kangaroo’ s name is Lulu ( clap) +

- The cat’s name is Cookie ( clap) +

- Lulu has got a ball ( clap) +

- Lulu has got a kite ( stamp) –

- Cookie doesn’t want a ball ( clap) +

- Cookie wants a teddy ( stamp) –

7) Reading 
Children, we shall read the words. Let’s review the letters and the sounds           ( phonic songs) ( video).

Take your Reader Materials and read the words please. Read one by one/  read in pairs. ( Look at the screen and read the words).

8) Phisical activity

- I think we need to have a rest. Let’s sing a song  “ If you’re happy’’.
9) Writing

Look at the ABC, name the letters and the sounds. Letter B b [ b ]

- Children , you can see different letters .

Your task is to fill in the missing letters:
B … ll, d … g, b … ll , d… ll.

Open your exercise- books and write down the words: bell, dog, ball, doll.

10) Role play “ At the toy shop’’

- What’s this? It’s a bell

- It’s a dog . It’s a ball. It’s a doll

( Put the toys in the shop)

Children! Do you like to buy toys?
( Yes we do!) Let’s go to the toy shop!

Kira! Come up, please. You are a shop – assistant and we are buyers.

Who wants to buy a toy? Welcome to the toy shop!

Shop assistant: Hi! I’m glad to see you!

P: Hi! I’m glad to see you too!

P: Give me a teddy bear, please!

S. A.: Here you are!

P: Thank you!

S. A. : You are welcome!

P: Good Bye!

Bye- bye!
