I. The introduction part of the lesson
Greeting and aim
· Good morning, dear children!
Good morning, good morning, 
Good morning to you.
Good morning, good morning, 
I am glad to see you!
· How are you today?
We are fine thank you and you?
· I am fine thank too.
· Nice to see you!
Nice to see you too.
Today will practice in speaking and listening. Are you ready? I wish you good luck! And smile and begin to work.
II. Practice 
Phonetic drill
Let`s review some sounds. Look at me and repeat after me.
[b] – ball, book, bell, banana
[d] – desk, door, dinner, daddy
[t] – ten, top, tennis, table
[f] – fish, fresh, finish, fine
Play Game “Catch the sounds” [b, d, t, f]
“Echo” game – teacher say the words with practice sounds.
Look and sing a song “Fly high band”
My dear children, let`s speak about yourself.
Dialogue T – P1.
· What is your name? 
· How are you today?
· How old are you?
· Where do you live?
· Where do you study?
· Where are you from?
· What do you study? 
· Where do you study?
· What have you got?
Dialogue P1-P2.
· Have you got a family? 
Yes, I have.
Children speak about theirs family. (Review the words). 
Dialogue P1 – P2.
Look and sing a song “This is my mum”
Dialogue T – P1
· Children, who want to tell me about your favourite toy?
Dialogue: T-P1-P2
· What is your favourite toy?
My favourite toy is…….
· What colour is your favourite toy?
It`s …..
Dialogue P1-P2
· Look at the blackboard and tell me please. 
· What can you see at the blackboard?
      I can see ….(a bike).
· How many bikes (planes, trains, guitar) can you see?
I can see…(5 bikes)
· What colour is it?
It`s  (red)
Look and sing a song “Five yellow bikes”.
Teacher gives the tables. 
And we shall practice in listening. Children circle the right variant and listen to the teacher what we shall do the next. Take the red pencil and guess.
· The first: This is a toy. It is not big. It is small. It`s red. It can do Hoo-Hoo. (That`s right. It`s train).
Circle please the right variant.
Take the blue pencil.
· The second: This is a toy. ……..
Take the yellow pencil.
· The third: …..
And my dear, who are you ready, go to the blackboard and will show us your project? Look at your tables and tell us please, what is your favourite toy? What colour is this toy? 
(Dialogue T-P, P1-P2).
