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Lesson 2.
Topic:  Cinderella’s stepsisters. Bored. I don’t want…

Type of the lesson: developing the idea, урок-розвиток сюжету

Aims:
         -    revise previously taught vocabulary;
         -    present the new word;
         -    develop grammar skills;
         -    develop reading skills;
         -    develop speaking skills;
         -    develop logical thinking;
         -    bring up Ps to be active in their free time.

Objectives: 
          by the end of the lesson, Ps will be able to
· use the vocabulary on the topic  “Free time”  in structures  “ I  like +…-ing”  and “I don’t like + …-ing”, “He (she) likes + …-ing” and “He (she) doesn’t like + …-ing”; 
          -   learn the word ‘bored’ and be able to use it in structures  “ I’m…” , “He’s..”;                                                    
          -   make the text from its parts;
          -   make short dialogues according to the examples.


Materials: 
          -    record of the song “Fairy-tale” by A. Rybak;
          -    portraits of Cinderella and her stepsisters Hungry, Hot, Thirsty, Cold;
         -    a new portrait – stepsister “Bored”;
         -    pictures on the topic  “Free time”;
         -     big and bright ending  -ing on the board;
         -    Magic Hat;
         -    two envelopes with stories cut into parts;
         -    Magic Stars for giving to winners;
         -    card with the word ‘Bored’;
         -    schemes:
	I like
	I don`t like

	He   (she)   likes
	He  (she)  doesn`t like



	
                                                   The Procedure.

1. Greeting.
( see previous lesson).

2. Presentation of the topic.
Ps hear the beginning of the song   « Fairy-tale » .
· Do you remember this song ?
· What`s the name of  it ? 
· Can you guess the topic ?

3. Warming up.
T  shows the portrait of  Cinderella :
· Who`s this girl ?
T  shows the portraits  of  Hungry, Thirsty, Hot, Cold 
· Who are they ?
· What are their names ?

4. Checking homework.
  comes to the board, chooses one of the portraits ( they are on T`s table) and tells:
“Hello ! I am … and I want… “
 finds the name of this character among the others and puts it together with the portrait on the board. 
 Tells about this character: 
 “Look! She (he)  is … and she (he) wants … “

5. Making dialogues.
a)  T: Let`s ask Cinderella`s  stepsisters and stepbrothers about their mood.
Ps :  How are you, Hungry ?
T :  ( imitating  Hungry`s voice ) : Terrible ! Terrible !
Ps : Why ?
T : Because I`m hungry !
Ps : What do you want ?
T : I want …
b) Ps make dialogues in pairs according to the example given by T.
6. Singing the songs about Hungry, Thirsty, Hot and Cold (see previous lesson).

7. Revising vocabulary on the topic “Free time” with the help of the pictures . T pays Ps’  attention at ending  -ing then we give the names of activities:
- collecting stamps;
- going on holiday;
- riding a horse;
- riding a bike;
- reading books;
- watching  TV;
- going to the cinema (to the zoo);
- painting ;
- playing football (tennis, basketball).

8. Having rest.
 T:  Let`s jump! One! Two! Three! (Ps jump) .
 T: Do you like jumping?  
Ps:  Yes, we do. We like jumping . You like it too!
T: Let’s skip! One! Two! Three! (Ps imitate skipping)
T: Do you like skipping?
Ps: Yes, we do. We like skipping. You like it too!

9. Practicing  “I like …”.
Every P has to choose a picture with some activity (see appendix 9) and tell about him/herself : I like reading / I like playing football… 
T puts on the board scheme: … like + …-ing.

10. Presentation of the word “bored” .
a) T shows the portrait of stepsister Bored   and phrases  “ I don`t want …”/ “ I don’t like” ; 
b) T explains that when we don`t want anything we are bored;
c) Ps practise saying “bored”  in chorus;
d) Ps imagine themselves to be stepsister Bored, come to the Magic Hat , take a picture with some free time activity and introduce:
« I am Bored. I don`t like … I don`t want …»

11. Singing the song.
I am Bored. I don`t like 
Riding a horse and riding a bike.
I am Bored. I don`t want 
Going to the cinema or doing some sport.

12. Grammar.
a) T asks Ps how to introduce someone who likes or wants something;
b) T and Ps make sentences about stepsister Bored using “ She doesn`t want… / She doesn`t like …” with the help of grammar table (see Materials of the lesson);

13.  Jigsaw reading. Group work.
T divides Ps into two groups.  Each group gets an envelope with parts of the story (see Appendix 11). 
Ps have to make up the story with the help of its parts as soon as possible. Ps of the group who have done the task quickly and without mistakes get Magic Stars.

14. Vocabulary work. T explains that there are many expressions which describe our free time and include “go” as a part of them. Ps have to fill in the table with the words:
swimming, bike ride, park, walk, riding, cinema.

15. Making the dialogues.
Ps ask each other in pairs and tick in the table “V” if their partner likes doing it or “X” if their partner doesn’t like doing this activity in their free time (Ps tick next to the name of the activity in the table from Step14).
  
15. Home task: Ps have to make two lists of activities: what they like and don’t like 
doing in their free time, and tell about their free time with the help of them. 

16. Summing up and Evaluation.
- vocabulary (new and revised);
- structures “I like/ don’t like doing…”, “He (she) likes/ doesn’t like doing;
- telling about Ps free time.
