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Grade: 1
Topic: «Animals»
Lesson 1: «In the Jungle»
Objectives: to present and practise the names of some jungle animals, to practise the recycled language structure «Look! It’s….», to compare wild animals in size, to listen to a story, identify , name and put the names of some wild animals in the correct order, to revise learnt letters and practise the sounds: [l], [f], [h], [s].
Learning outcomes: By the end of the lesson learners will be able to: 
· name some wild animals;
· compare animals (using adjectives «big», «small»);
· describe animals (using the structure «Look! It’s…..»);
· imitate animal movements.
Concept: use of the adjective before the noun, use of the indefinite article «a/an» before nouns, use of the structure «Look! It’s a/an...».
Recycled language: greetings, a flamingo, a zebra, a giraffe, a hippo, a lion, a parrot, a crocodile, a tiger, a monkey, an elephant, orange, grey, brown, black, white, pink, numbers from 1-10, run, jump, fly new words: «big», «small», «climb», «swing».
Basic competences
Language competence: Pupils identify and name jungle animals.
Social competence: Pupils work together to group different animals, to ask and answer about different animals.
Mathematical competence: Pupils put the animals from the video song into the correct order.
Language support resources and materials: flashcards «Wild Animals», cards «Animals Matching» (Appendix 1), poster «In the Jungle», soundtracks with the noises of some wild animals, cards for post-listening activity (Appendix 2 «Make up an Animal», appendix 3 «Listen and Tick»), handout «Draw Animal Faces» (Appendix 4), templates «Animal Masks» (Appendix 5), lesson procedure (Microsoft Power Point presentation), video songs: «Hello Song», «ABC Song», «Animals in Action», «Animals Jungle Song», «Goodbye Song» phonics cards, ABC cards, a magic bag with plastic toys of wild animals, flashcards «Wild Animals», computer, whiteboard.
PROCEDURE
I. Introduction
1. Greeting
Good morning, my dear children. Glad to see you again. Let’s start our lesson and sing our hello-song together (video song «Hello Song»)
Now it’s time to greet our dear friend Micky Monkey. Let’s call him. Repeat after me!:
One, two , three,
Micky Monkey,
Come to me!
Hello, my dear friends! How are you? (T-P1-P2…Micky Monkey asks each student and the children answer using the language «I’m good/ great/ wonderful or I’m not so good/ tired /hungry»)
2. Pronunciation Drill
Let’s sing «ABC Song» to remember learned letters and sounds
Good job! Now it’s time to train our tongues to speak English. Look at my presentation and repeat after me: [l] – little, [f] – frog, [h] – hop, [s] – stop.
Little frog, little frog,
Hop, hop, hop.
Little frog, little frog,
Stop, stop, stop.
(Children say the poem and do the actions for the second time).
3. Warm-up
Well done! Let’s play «Simon Says» and revise the vocabulary from the previous lesson. If I say «Simon says» you do the action I ask to do but when I say only the action without the words «Simon says» you should stay still (recycled language: sing, count, say goodbye, say hello, stand up, sit down, hands up, hands down, jump, run, hop, fly, turn around).
II. Main part of the lesson
Our friend Micky Monkey has got lots of friends in the jungle. Today he wants us meet with them. He’s brought a magic bag for us. Let’s guess and see what is in the bag. Look ! It’s a lion. Repeat after me: Look! It’s a lion (Children hear surprised noises , teacher pulls out the animals in turn , name each animal and asks students to repeat its name several times).
You’ve got a set of letters on your desk and worksheets «Animals Matching» I’ll show the picture of the animal, you are to name it and match the animal with the letter it begins with (Appendix 1).
 Listen and say
Now you’re going to listen to the sounds of the animals again, identify and name the animals from the sounds they make. You can do it either individually or chorally (Track18 Pupil’s Book «Quick Minds»).
1. The sound of an elephant’s cry. 
2. The sound of a parrot’s squawk. 
3. The sound of a lion’s roar. 
4. The sound of splashing water.
5. The sound of a flamingo’s cry.
6. The sound of munching leaves.
7. The sound of a tiger’s growl.
8. The sound of a monkey’s laugh.
9. The sound of a frog’s croak.
10. The sound of a crocodile’s snap.
Grouping 
Now it’s time to watch a video «Animals Jungle Song». But before watching it you have to take one candy from my magic bag, name its colour and according to its colour find your group.
Listening
Pre-listening task
Children, look at the board and count the number of the animals and name them. Let’s compare them in size. Look, the monkey is small but the tiger is big. 
What animals on the board are big and which ones are small?
Watching a video «Animals Jungle Song»
The task for groups is to watch a video, make a picture of two halves of the animals choose the animals you’ll meet in the video (Appendix 2 «Make up an Animal») tick the animals which will appear in the video (Appendix 3 «Listen and Tick»), group them into big and small ones and draw their faces (Appendix 4 «Draw Animal Faces»).
After-watching activity
Now let’s check. What animals are there in the video? Let’s check their order. I’ll call the number, you’ll go to the board and stick the picture of the animal under its correct number. Next we are going to group them into a «big» group and a «small» group.
«Pass the Animals»
Pass one of the picture of any animal you’ve met in the video to the nearest student saying «Look! It’s a lion . It’s big».
Physical warm-up
Good job, my dear friends. So it’s time to have a short rest «Animals in Action». Watch the video and repeat the actions according to it.
«Colour the Animals»
I’m giving you worksheets with animal masks to colour. You’ll listen to my instructions and color the animal masks according to my instructions. (Appendix 5 templates «Animal Masks»).
III. Summing up
Teacher sticks flashcards on the blackboard and writes numbers 1-10 under every picture. Then asks: What is number 3? What number is the crocodile?
Great! So today we worked very hard. Thank you so much. I hope this lesson was very interesting for you. Let’s sing our goodbye song.
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
