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Grade: 1 
Topic: «Pets»
Lesson 3: «At the Pet Show»
Objectives: to present and practice animals, to revise the names of some wild animals, to practise the recycled language structure «What’s this? It’s a dog», «How many cats are there? –Three!», to present and practise regular plurals, to revise learnt letters: E e, F f, G g, H h , L l , P p.
Learning outcomes: By the end of the lesson learners will be able to 
· name some pets and domestic animals;
· use plural nouns by counting animals;
· work together to ask and answer about a picture (using the structure «What’s this? It’s…..», «How many cats are there? Threе!»);
· imitate animal movements;
· to play a board game with the class.
Concept: practise regular plurals, use of the indefinite article «a/an» before nouns, use of the structures «How many cats are there? Three!», «What’s this? It’s…..»).
New language: greetings, animals: elephant, rat, frog, lizard, spider, duck, dog, cat, parrot, fish, pet show, all, his, her
Recycled language: look at, favourite, hippo, giraffe, zebra, flamingo, lion, parrot, elephant.
Receptive language: Welcome to the pet show. What’s this? It’s a … .How many cats are there? Three!
Basic competences
Language competence: Pupils identify and name animals and use plural nouns.
Social competence: Pupils work together to group different animals, to ask and answer about a picture.
Cultural awareness and expression: Pupils sing together as a class
Mathematical competence: Pupils practice numbers by counting animals and order the animals according to the chant.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Language support resources and materials: flashcards «Pets», «Wild Animals», handout (Appendix 1) «Pet Show», soundtracks 2,3 CD2 Quick Minds SB, lesson procedure (Microsoft Power Point presentation), video songs: «Hello Song», «ABC Song», «Penguin Dance», «Goodbye Song» phonics cards, ABC cards, computer, whiteboard, signal cards, appendix 2 «Animal Dominoes», appendix 3 «Count the Animals».
PROCEDURE
I. Introduction
1. Greeting
Good morning, my dear children. Glad to see you again. Let’s start our lesson and sing our hello-song together.
2.Pronunciation Drill and Warmer
Well done! Now it’s time to train our tongues to speak English. Our friend Micky Monkey is not so good today and he asked his friend Itsy- Bitsy Spider to come to us. He wants to be our new friend. Let’s invite him all together.
One, two, three,
Itsy-Bitsy Spider,
Come to me!
Hello, friends! I’m happy to be with you! How are you? He asks some children in a random order.
Good! I’ve got jungle animals cards you learned at the previous lessons. Look! It’s a lion! You should answer: «Wow! It’s a lion! ». One of you will be a teacher and repeat my action with another cards (Teacher asks three more pupils to become a teacher).
Grouping
I need two groups if I say «up» you stand still but when I say «down» you sit down.
So we’ve got two groups and Itsy-Bitsy has prepared an activity for you. Group «Itsy» gets pictures of the wild animals and another group «Bitsy» has got the letters the animals begin with. You have to find your pair and present your pair to the class saying «D is for dog» etc.
II. Main part of the lesson
Today at the lesson we are going to learn some more animals. Our Itsy Bitsy is inviting us to his Pet Show. Children, welcome to the Pet Show! Open your books on page 46 (Teacher can use another picture of the Pet Show in appendix 1 «Pet Show»).
Presenting vocabulary
Brainstorming
There is a word on the board «animals». Remember the animals you know and name them. I’ll write their names and put the pictures of them around the word «animals».
Game «Echo»
Now, I’ll show you the pictures of the pet show animals which you don’t know and spell them in English, you will repeat the words after me and translate them into Ukrainian (a duck, a rat, a frog, a spider, a lizard, a fish, a parrot, a cat, a dog).
OK, good for you. Let’s add the pictures of these animals to the list on the board.
Group them into wild animals and domestic animals. You are given two cards: green and red ones. If an animal lives in the jungle you raise a green card and if it doesn’t live there you have to show a red card. I’ll name and show you the pictures and you’ll do the task. Be attentive!
Pre-listening activity
Let’s count the animals in the picture! How many of them are at the pet show?
We’ve already divided them into two groups and known their names. Do you remember the names of the children at the pet show? Who is number one? etc.
1. Thunder and his elephant
2. Misty and her rat
3. Sandra and her frog
4. Whisper and his spider
5. Lenny and his lizard
6. Dannie and his duck
7. Daisy and her dog
8. Katie and her cat
Listening
Exercise 1 page 46 Quick Minds SB.
Listen, point and say.
Listen and chant (ex.2 p.46 track 3 Quick Minds SB).
After- listening activity
You’ll be divided into three groups. You are given a set of dominoes .Make up animals and order them according to the chant. Listen the chant again and do the task (Appendix 2 «Animal Dominoes»).
Now let’s check.
1. a spider
2. a dog
3. a lizard
4. a frog
5. a duck
6. a cat
7. an elephant 
8. a rat
Writing practice (Quick Minds workbook p.44)
Look and match the names of the animals with their pictures.
Now trace the words.
Time for rest
Watch a video and do the actions («Penguin Dance» video song)
Grammar practice
Presentation and practice regular plurals
Teacher writes some examples on the board, e.g. one elephant, two elephants.
Then she writes the s for the plural using a different colour and asks pupils to repeat using the pictures.
Children, look at the picture. Our animals are out to play on the grass. Count them and write the number. Work in pairs. Good job! Now, it’s time to check. How many frogs are there? – Three etc. Correct! You’re so nice and clever! (Appendix 3 «Count the Animals»).

Summing up
You worked really hard today. So let’s sum up what animals we’ve learnt today. I’ll draw a part of the animal on the board and you have to guess and name it (elephant, rat, frog, lizard, spider, duck, dog, cat, parrot, fish).So, what is it ?-It’s a spider, etc.
Our lesson is over. It’s time to sing a goodbye song.
