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Grade: 1 
Topic: «Animals»
Lesson 4: «Pets»
Objectives: to revise the names of some pets, to present and practise prepositions of place «in», «on», «under», to sing a song and play a game with a class practising prepositions and animals using the language structure «Where is …?», «It’s on/in/under the box», «How many cats are there? –Three!», to revise the name of school things, to practise pronouncing sounds:[e], [æ], [ɒ], [w], [ʌ], [a:].
Learning outcomes: By the end of the lesson learners will be able to 
· say where things or animals are using in, on, under;
· name some pets and domestic animals;
· use plural nouns by counting animals;
· work together to ask and answer about a picture (using the structure «What’s this? It’s…..», «Where is the spider? –It’s in/on/under the box»;
· imitate animal movements;
· to play a game with the class;
· to practise new language in, on, under in a song.
Concept: practise regular plurals, use of the structures «What’s this? It’s…..», «Where is the spider? – It’s in/on/under the box»).
New language: animals: elephant, rat, frog, lizard, spider, duck, dog, cat, parrot, fish, pet show, in, on , under, where, draw (a spider).
Recycled language: numbers one-ten, toys, classroom objects.
Receptive language: Welcome to the pet show. What’s this? It’s a …How many cats are there? Three!
Basic competences
Language competence: Pupils say where animals or things are, using in, on, under and use plural nouns; pupils join in with a song.
Social and civic competences: Pupils work together to make up puzzles of different animals and pets, to ask and answer about a picture.
Cultural awareness and expression: Pupils sing together as a class.
Mathematical competence: Pupils practise numbers by counting animals.
Sense of initiative and entrepreneurship: Pupils listen to verbal clues to draw pictures.
Language support resources and materials: flashcards «Pets»,phonics cards with sounds[e], [æ], [ɒ], [w], [ʌ], [a:].: (Appendix 1) «Animal Puzzles soundtracks, handout «Draw Animal Faces» (Appendix 2), lesson procedure (Microsoft Power Point presentation), video songs: «Hello Song», «ABC Song», «Penguin Dance», «Goodbye Song», phonics cards, ABC cards, a magic bag with plastic toys of wild animals, flashcards «Wild Animals», computer, whiteboard, signal cards, appendix 2 «Animal Dominoes», appendix 3 «Count the Animals»,  appendix 4 «Board game «How many»», plural animals pictures, toy animals (cats, dogs, rats, elephants, frogs, ducks, spiders, lizards).
PROCEDURE
I.Introduction
1.Greeting
Good morning, my dear friends. Glad to see you again. Let’s start our lesson and sing our hello-song together. Good! Now let’s see how you are ready for the lesson. Hold up your books, workbooks, pens, rulers, pencils, bags. I see you are ready!
2.Pronunciation Drill 
Look at the board. You can see the sounds [e], [æ] [ɒ], [w], [ʌ], [a:].Repeat them after me. I’ll call the words with these sounds. Your task will be to repeat after me the words and if you hear the animal you clap your hands ([e] – lephant, pen, pencil, desk, pet; [æ] – cat, fat, hat, mat, rat, parrot, bag; [a:] – car, lizard, go-kart; [ʌ] – duck, bus, rubber; [ɒ] – dog, frog. pencil-box, doll).
Warm-up
I’ll show you pet show animals flashcards and name them if the card is correct you clap your hands and say: «Yes» but if I name it wrong you stamp your feet saying «No».
Now I’ll divide you into three groups to do jigsaw animal puzzles .I’ll give you two minutes for this task. Then each member of your team runs to the board and writes the animal you have got in your puzzle. The fastest group with the most animal names correctly written will be the winner (Appendix 1«Animal Puzzles»).
II. Main part of the lesson
By the way where is our friend, Itsy-Bitsy? Let’s call him all together! 
Look, children, he is in my box. He is still sleeping. Let’s wake him up! 
Oh, hello, my dear friends! How are you? 
One, two, three
Itsy-Bitsy spider
Come to me! 
Oh, hello, my dear friends! How are you? 
Now I’m on the box and can see all of you quite well!
Grammar presentation (prepositions of place: in, on, under)
Look, our spider is in the pencil-case. Now, it is on the bag. Oh, it’s under the desk. Hold up your pen! Put it in your bag. Repeat after me each time I say the sentence, e.g. It’s on the desk. It’s under the desk. It’s in the bag.
Listening and matching
Well done! Open your books on page four and seven, exercise 1. Look at the pictures! What animal can you see? Yes, correct. It’s a frog. Where is it?
Good job! Now listen and choose the correct picture. I’ll pause after each part to check the answer.
1. The frog is on the desk.
2. The frog is in the desk.
3. The frog is under the desk.
Watching a video «Where is the spider?»
Watch a video about our friend Itsy – Bitsy spider. Watch the first part and mime where the spider is using your hands e.g. they put their right hand on their left hand saying the sentence (Repeat for the other two sentences).
After-watching activity Watching a video «Where is the spider?»
Look at the pictures and draw a spider in the right place (Appendix 2).
Speaking practice. Pair work.
You are going to practice in pairs. One say a sentence and the other mimes in, on, under, by.
Relaxing minute «Catch the fly»
Look at the picture! It’s a fly. Our spider’s friend. Let’s catch it because it’s too noisy today. Catch the fly on the desk (pupils snap on the desks), catch the fly in the bag, catch the fly under your desk (Repeat this activity several times).
Grammar practice (Exercise 1 page 48 Quick Minds PB)
Look and say
What animals can you see in the picture? Where are they? Now, let’s count them. Don’t forget to add –s e.g. One rat – two rats (Teacher writes the –s for the plural using a different colour). Now stand up, please. If I say dogs you put your hands up and clap your hands but when I say dog you stand still.
Look and count 
Now it’s time to count the animals in the picture. Count the rats. – 1,2,3…How many rats are there? – Nine, etc. Good Job!
Let’s play a board game «How many?» (Appendix 3).You’ll play it in pairs. 
How to play: In pairs, students should cut out the cards and place them face up. They are given one minute to memorize the quantities of the items on the cards. The cards are then placed in a pile face down. Pairs take turns to pick up a card and test their partner’s memory, e.g.S1 asks, How many dogs are there? S2 replies, Three! S1 congratulates S2, Yes! Correct! and S2 gets to keep the card. If the answer is incorrect, S1 says, Sorry, try again. The card is placed at the bottom of the pile. The winner is the student with the most cards).
Listen and sing (Exercise 1 page 48 Quick Minds PB)
Listen to the song and point to the animals you hear.
Listen again and repeat each line several times. Now, let’s sing it along.
Summing up
Itsy-Bitsy, you look sad! What’s happened? My friends from the pet show ran away.
Oh, sorry to hear that, my dear friend but don’t worry we can help you.
Children, let’s find the animals. They are in the classroom. Move around the classroom to find them. (Toy animals: rats, spiders, lizards, cats, elephants, dogs, ducks and frogs are hidden in the bags, pencil-cases, under the mat, under the desks and chairs) When a pupil finds the animal he/she should say: «Look! It’s a rat!» Teacher asks: «Where is it?» – «In the bag», etc.
When all the animals are found, children come to the front with the toy animals and sing a song of exercise 1on page 48 again.
Evaluating
You worked really hard today. Thank you for your good work. Let’s sing our goodbye song!
