Тема: “Winter Language Expedition”
Мета: формувати мовну та мовленнєву компетенції вихованців в рамках вивчених тем; удосконалення навичок та умінь орфографії та розпізнавання звуків англійської мови на слух; активізація та повторення попередніх знань вихованців з тем «Зима», «Країни», «Присвійні займенники», «Форми дієслова be»; презентація та практика нових лексичних одиниць з теми; тренування вмінь та навичок вимови; удосконалення вмінь та навичок говоріння, слухання та письма; удосконалення навичок парної та командної роботи; розвиток навичок автономії вихованців; розвиток уваги, творчого мислення та уяви, інтересу до вивчення іноземної мови.
Час: 90 хвилин
[bookmark: _GoBack]Вік учасників: 9-10 років.
Обладнання: листочки із завданнями, листочки із підказками, флеш-картки зі словами з теми, постер  для фінального завдання, роздаткові матеріали до завдань, відеоматеріали, ноутбук, телевізор/проєктор.

Перебіг заходу
I. Організаційна частина.
Перед заняттям сховайте завдання на окремих листочках по класу, а підказки для фінального завдання складіть у коробочку. Розвісьте картинки та слова із зимового словника на дошці.

II. Основна частина.
Greet the children. Ask how they are doing.
T: Today we’re going on a language expedition. You will get some exercises and after finishing them you will get a clue for our final big task. 
The exercises are hidden in the classroom. Listen to my hints and try to find them.
(use the prepositions of place) (10m)
Warm-up. (8m)
Write the word winter and encourage the children to suggest words they associate with winter. Write them down on the board.

Introduce new vocabulary. (12m)
All students. Stick the pictures and corresponding words/phrases to the board in random order. Give the students time to match the words with the pictures (even if they don’t know some words they should try to suggest it).
When they are done, explain, show or mimic the words/phrases and the children put correct words. Students get the first clue on a stripe of the paper ‘Snowmen in mittens’.

Frosty Phonics Fill-ins. (7m)
Individual work. Hand out the worksheets with words where some letters are missing. Children listen the teacher dictating the words and fill in the missing sounds. Then students check themselves looking at the answer sheet. Students get the second clue on a stripe of the paper ‘Igloo’.

Winter Word Jumble. (10m)
Individual/pair work. Put the letters in the correct order to reveal winter words on the worksheet. Check together. Students get the third clue on a stripe of the paper ‘Snowflakes’.

Snowballs Fight Correction. (10m)
All students, group work. Write the sentences with mistakes on separate A4 sheets of paper and crumple the paper into snowballs. Divide the classroom into two parts (for example with a masking tape or a rope), throw the “snowballs on the floor”, turn on the music and let the students throw them on the other team’s side. Stop the music and have the students correct the sentences on the snowballs which they have only on their side. Check together. Students get the forth clue on a stripe of the paper ‘Christmas tree’.
Sentences:
1. I wear mittens on my nose.
2. I sister slipped on the ice.
3. It are an icicle.
4. We build hot chocolate with friends.
5. Children go sledging in summer.
6. Ice is very hot.
7. He friends have holidays.
8. My have English and Geography today.
9. Her can speak Ukrainian and French.
10. Our live in Australia and our grandparents live in the UK.
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Winter Tongue Twister Challenge. (10m) 
All students. Each student or a pair takes a tongue twister (on a sheet of paper put face down) and trains it and then present to the class. Students get the last clue on a stripe of the paper ‘Gloves and a scarf’.
Tongue twisters:
1. Seven stylish skiing snakes stop to see the snow.
2. How much snow could a snowman shovel if a snowman could shovel snow?
3. Freezing snowflakes froze my face on Friday in February.
4. Jack Frost jumped in a jacket in January.
5. Wide white windows are wonderful in the winter.
6. My sister saw a sad snowman on a sledge.
7. These great gloves give warmth to frozen fingers.
8. Lilly licks icicles in a lovely igloo.

Final task. Winter Poster. (20m)
Student use the revealed clues to create a poster. You can give each clue to a pair or a group of students who will have to draw this very thing on the poster. The poster goes from one pair to another until all the students draw something there. At the end students can sum up how many of the drawn things there are, for example, there are five snowmen in the mittens in this poster.
III. Підсумок заходу.
Teacher thanks all children for their work. 
Error and mistakes correction time. Write down the mistakes on the board and let the students correct them.
Ask the students what activity they liked the most.
