The detective genre in cinematography” (7 клас)

Мета: ознайомити учнів з окремими фактами біографії Артура Конан Дойля, з історією створення детективу, дати визначення літературним поняттям, зацікавити змістом твору, виховувати інтерес до детективної літератури, розвивати навички логічного мислення. Підсумувати знання учнів про кінематограф.
Обладнання: мультимедійна дошка, текст роману.

Використана література: текст повісті «Собака Баскервілів», кінематографічний довідник.
Тип уроку: вивчення нового матеріалу.

Хід уроку
Учитель зарубіжної літератури: Дорогі діти!

Налаштуймося на спільну результативну діяльність. У вас хороший настрій, отже наша робота на уроці буде позитивною. Намагайтеся бути спостережливими, помічати все, бачити, відчувати. Аналізуйте, мисліть. Усе це знадобиться вам у самостійному житті. А навчить цьому нас знаменитий детектив Шерлок Холмс та його друг доктор Ватсон. 
Сьогодні у нас бінарний урок. Така форма проведення уроку для вас не нова. І проведемо його ми, учителі світової літератури та англійської мови.

Тема уроку: Артур Конан Дойль. «Собака Баскервілів» - зразок детективного твору.

Учитель англійської мови: The aim of our lesson is to summarize all our knowledge on the topic “Cinematography”. Also to extend our knowledge about cultural life of Great Britain and to develop our creativity.

Учитель англійської мови:  Dear students, after listening to the information about Conan Doyle be ready to do the tasks given by me in regards to the writer’s creative work. Our biography experts, you are wellcome.

Учитель англійської мови: Dear children. I am absolutely sure that all of you have seen the film “The Hound of the Baskervilles” at least once. The director of it is a famous Russian director Ihor Maslennikov. Now he is 82 years old. He had made more than 28 films and among them 5 films about the famous detective Sherlok Holmes and his friend Watson, a doctor and and a writer. He was happy as a film director to work with such famous Russian actors as Vasyl Livanov as Sherlok Holmes, Vitaliy Solomin as Doctor Watson.
This film brought Ihor Maslennikov  glory of the best film director of Conan Doyle’s stories. Even Englishmen recognized the Soviet serial one of the best productions in the world. Her Majesty queene Elizabeth the II awarded the main actor Vasyl Livanov the title of the Chevalier of the Order of the British Empire.

And now, children, I have two questions for you.

· Have you seen the film “The Hound of the Baskervilles”?

· What was the most interesting for you in it?

Додаток 1

Arthur Conan Doyle was born in the capital of Scotland, Edinburgh. His father, Charles Doyle was an artist and an architect. The father died young and the Doyle family was very poor.

Arthur’s mother was a very good story-teller and her fantastic stories he remembered all his life. The talent of story-telling Arthur inherited from his mother and it helped him as a writer. During his school years he read much, and he often told his school friends long and interesting stories, getting cakes and sweets.

After finishing school Conan Doyle became a student of the medical faculty in the University of Edinburgh. After graduating the University he went in a ship to Western Africa.

He began his medical practice in a small English town Southsea. Here in 1887, he published his first detective story “A study in Scarlet”. Its main characters were Sherlock Holmes and Dr. Watson,  and they became the most popular characters of a great many of Conan Doyle’s stories. Soon after that Baker Street became the well-known address of Sherlock Holmes.

The readers asked for more and more stories about Sherlock Holmes  and for two years Conan Doyle wrote them. When he had written about twenty stories with Sherlock Holmes, he was so tired of these stories that he decided “to kill Sherlock Holmes”. He wrote the story “Holmes’s Last Case”. In this story Holmes was killed during a struggle with Professor Moriarty. The writer hoped that arter that he could begin writing other books. 

But the readers did not wish to lose their favourite character, and ten years later the famous detective appeared again.

In 1902  one of Conan Doyle’s best stories “The Hound of the Baskervilles” was published. 

In 1891 Conan Doyle gave up his medical work and devoted all his time to his literary activity. He also travelled much. He visited Europe, the USA and Egypt. 

Besides detective stories, Conan Doyle also wrote historical novels, war books and two fantastic stories, which were quite successful.

All his life Conan Doyle liked sports; he skied, played golf and went in for boxing.

He died in 1930. After his death, the famous detective Sherlock Holmes, together with his friend Dr. Watson, continued to be among the favourite characters of English literature and tourists coming to London always go to visit Baker Street to see the house where Sherlock Holmes lived

Sh. H.: First of all, Watson, sir Charles Baskervilles’ death happened under very strange circumstances. The next fact was a strange warning letter for sir Henry Baskerville in the hotel. Also the disappearance of  a new light brown sir Henry’s boot. Then the disappearing of an old black sir Henry’s boot. 

     Dr.W.: I also convinced myself of that when we saw someone was watching sir Henry out of the cab. 

Sh.H.: That’s why I asked you, my friend, to live with sir Henry in Baskerville hall for some time watching the events there.
Dr.W.: Holmes, you were right as usual. I detected many interesting things there. First of all, the light signals of the butler Berrimor and woman’s cry at night. I suspected Berrimor of evil plans. But as it turned later, those light signals were for the runaway convict Seldon, who was hiding in the marshland.
Sh.H.: Yes, he turned to be Berrimor wife’s brother.

Dr.W.: And above all it was the awfull howling in the swamp. Locals say the hound of  Baskervilles is howling so when it is looking for a victim. But the neighbour Stepleton told me  swamps sometimes make such sounds.
Sh.H.: Your observations, dear Watson helped me greatly investigate this case. What was especially useful for that -  your acquaintance with the married couple Stepleton. 
Dr.W.: Yes, this acquaintance seemed very pleasant from the beginning. And later I was surprised with their relationships.
Sh.H.: That is because you didn’t know what I know now. His the so-called sister is not his sister but his wife.
Dr.W.: Aren’t you kidding, Holmes? But why? Sir Henry had fallen in love with her!
Sh.H.: To my mind Stepleton thought she would be more useful for him as his sister.
 Dr.W.: I understand now. Sherlock, what are you planning to do next?
Sh.H.: Our duty is to investigate this crime and to save sir Henry’s life. That’s why you’ll go back to Devonshire and keep an eye on sir Henry. As for me, I’ll contact the police. We’ll need inspector Lestrade's help.

The Director’s speach

Hello, children! My name is Ihor Maslennikov and I am a director of the film “The Hound of the Baskervilles”. I am happy to be the honorary guest at your lesson and to tell you some interesting facts about this film and myself.

I was born in 1931 in Nyzhniy Novhorod, Russia. Now I am 82 years old. I wanted to be a journalist and in 1949 I entered the Leningrade University. After graduating the university I worked as a cameraman. In 1967 I finished the Advanced Directing course at the studio “Lenfilm”. From that time I have made more than 28 films and among them 5 films about the famous detective Sherlok Holmes and his friend Watson, a doctor and and a writer.
The work at the film “The Hound of the Baskervilles” was very interesting and difficult at the same time.The most difficult was to find the common language and understanding with the dog. The usual dog can’t act in such a film. We needed special dog with huge training. For the long time we couldn’t solve the problem with painting the dog in phosphorus. It was absolutely impossible. Then we decided to tape (обклеїти) the dog with a scotch light. Scotch light is a special film for traffic signs used for achieving the effect of reflection. In such a “costume” the dog became very funny. At last we left only the reflecting muzzle and a vest and it was that very frightful dog you saw on the screen.
I was happy as a film director to work with such famous Russian actors as Vasyl Livanov as Sherlok Holmes, Yuriy Solomin as Doctor Watson, Mykyta Mikhalkov, Oleh Yankovskyi.
The composer of the music to the most of my films was Volodymyr Dashkevych.

Much later after finishing the film “The Hound of the Baskervilles” I could be able to visit London and the famous Sherlok Holmes museum in 221B Baker Street. The museum seemed rather interesting for me and I left a frame of my film as a present there.

The film “The Hound of the Baskervilles” was shot more than 25 years ago. That frightful dog became the most famous dog in the history of cinematography not only in our country but also in “the good old England”. The former president of this country Margaret Thatcher after having seen this film praised it greatly. I think you know that Englishmen don’t like the foreign films screened to the stories by Conan Doyle greatly. 
This film brought me glory of the best film director of Conan Doyle’s stories. Even Englishmen recognized the Soviet serial one of the best productions in the world. Her Majesty queene Elizabeth the II awarded the main actor Vasyl Livanov the title of the Chevalier of the Order of the British Empire.
In 2006 I wrote a book “Baker Street in Petrohradska Street”. Now I live and work in St.Petersburg and Moscow. I am a professor of Russian Academy of Motion Picture Arts.
