Level: B1
Theme: Be Safe in Internet
Aims: consolidate students’ knowledge on the topic:
develop listening skills;
train in reading and speaking;
practice group work;
up-bring conscious attitude working in the Internet.
Equipment: board, TV, cards for group work, mind-map
Procedure
1. Greeting: Good day students! Today we have an unusual lesson. We will combine computer science and English.
2. Warm-up: Before we start, I want to ask you some questions:
· Do you have a computer at home?
· How often do you use it?
· What do you use it for?
· Do you often surf the Internet?
· Do you find new friends?
· What social networks do you use?
3. Listening
Pre-listening: I see you use Internet a lot, but there are a lot of swindlers in it. I want you to use mind-map and tell how to be save in the Internet

Internet Safety

(Possible students’ answers: don’t speak with unknown people, don’t write personal information, etc.)
While-listening: Now let’s watch a video. Add necessary information to your ideas on the mind-map

Post-listening: so please be active to share other rules of Internet safety
(answers: remember all information is there forever, back up your gills, handle hacking intelligently, use antiviruses, change your password, don’t accept unknown phones, check email bow and notify your contacts, etc.)
4. Reading
Pre-reading: Before we read the text, look at some unknown words and explain their meaning:
Freshman year – the first year student
Nasty messages – unpleasant messages
To call someone every name in a book – say bad words to someone
Recruit – gather
Ordeal – check someone’s strength 
Dread – to be afraid of
Bash – break
Overreact – big reaction
Yank – split 
While-reading: read the text carefully paying attention to the new words
Mary Ellen Handy had a painful crash course in the dangers of the Internet. The trouble started in her freshman year of high school after a dispute over a boy's affections. Once she began dating him, a jealous girl flooded her computer with a stream of nasty messages.
"She'd say, 'I hate you; leave the school,' and she called me every name in the book," says Handy, now an 18-year-old senior in New Jersey. With the speed and ease of the Internet, her classmate soon recruited 20 others to bully Handy online. As the ordeal dragged on for months, she dreaded going to school, felt physically ill and saw her grades tumble.
No doubt, the Internet can be an extremely useful tool for young people. But instant messaging, chat rooms, emails and social networking sites can also bring trouble - from cyberbullying to more serious Internet dangers, including exposure to sexual predators.
Cyberbullying includes sending hateful messages or even death threats to children, spreading lies about them online, making nasty comments on their social networking profiles, or creating a website to bash their looks or reputation.
In the age of YouTube, a website that hosts videos shot by users. Kids are looking for their 15 megabytes of fame. They do it to show that they're big enough, popular enough, cool enough to get away with it.
Often, kids don't tell parents they're being cyberbullied; they're afraid their parents will overreact or yank Internet privileges. 
Post-reading: work in three groups. Take a card and model situations how to deal to be safe in the Internet.
1. Unknown person writes you a message in which he asks you to send personal information and photos.
2. You constantly receive messages from your friends with negative content.
3. You want to do the online shopping, but this site is unknown to you.
4. Your teacher gave you a task to find some information in the Internet.
5. Unknown people offer you to play a game to test your physical abilities. The winner is a person whose photo is the most extreme and has the most amounts of “likes’.
5. Summing-up: Our lesson goes to the end. Hope now you know the rules of being safe in the Internet; and how to act, if you are in trouble.
6. Home task: For the next lesson, you have to prepare a poster “Be Safe in Internet”.
