· What happens on Mothering Sunday in the UK?
· What is the history of Mothering Sunday?
Ss’ answers:
· Mothering Sunday in the UK is the equivalent of Mothers' Day in other countries. Mother’s Day is a holiday for all mothers. This ancient  Holiday in England is called Mothering Sunday. It is on Sunday near the end of March or sometimes at the beginning of April.
· Mothering Sunday is a time when children pay respect to their Mothers. Children often give their Mothers a gift and a card.
· Young British maids and servants could visit their family only once a year. This was usually Mothering Sunday. The housekeeper or cook allowed  the maids to bake a cake to take home for their mother.. Flowers were traditional, as the young girls and boys could gather them on their way home.
· On that day, sons and daughters visited their mothers  and brought them flowers and little presents. The eldest son  had to bring his mother a good cake. If sons and daughters   could not be with their mothers on that day, they usually  sent them presents. In some parts of England this old   custom is still celebrated.
