P 1:Summer is the time of holidays when we have rest and much fun. But we must remember about winter days and be ready for them. Aesop’s fable THE ANTS AND THE GRASSHOPPER gives us a good lesson of how to be prepared for bad times.( the children perform the fable in roles)
Ants: We are hard-working ants. We are bustling in the warm sunshine, drying out the grain. We have stored it up during the summer.
Grasshopper: I am a grasshopper. I don’t like to work. I prefer playing the fiddle and having fun. When I am hungry, I’ll ask the Ants for food! Give me a bite to eat, please!

Ants: What? Haven’t you stored anything away for winter? What in the world were you doing all last summer?

Grasshopper: I did not have time to store up food. I was so busy making music that before I knew it the summer was gone.

Ants:( shrugged their shoulders) Making music, were you? Very well, now dance!( and they turned their backs on the Grasshopper and went on with their work)
