· формувати вміння використовувати інформацію з різних джерел, розвивати вміння використовувати Інтернет для пошуку необхідної інформації;
· познайомити учнів з сучасними традиціями та звичками британців та сприяти формуванню міжкультурного взаєморозуміння.
Проведення заходу.
T. Dear friends! Today it won’t be a lesson, but an intellect show and you won’t be pupils, but participants of the show and one of the teams will receive the Diploma.


So, children, we have two teams. Please, introduce yourself. (Команди по черзі представляють себе.)

P1. The full name of the country is The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The parts of the UK are Scotland, England, Wales and Northern Ireland. The сapital of the UK is London. London stands on the river Thames. The highest mountain of Great Britain is Ben Nevis. The large cities are Birmingham, Manchester, Liverpool, Cambridge, Oxford, Glasgow and others.

T. The 1st task for both teams is to find the hidden word. Follow the instructions: e is before a, n is after a, c is before e, o is before c. (ocean).

For each true answer a team gets one point.

P2. The weather in England is very changeable. The sun may shine brightly in the morning. Suddenly a cold wind begins to blow. It rains. Then the sun shines again. It becomes warm. 

When English people meet, they usually talk about the weather. They may say:”It’s a nice morning, isn’t it?” or “Isn’t it hot?”

If the weather is bad, they say, “What a bad day!” Or they may say, “It is going to rain all day.” It rains very often in all seasons of the year. Englishmen always take umbrellas with them.

T. The 2nd task is to listen to the following texts and say what season is described in each text. 

№1: The leaves on the trees are yellow. It is not cold. But it is not hot. The days are getting short. Children go to school. (Beginning of the autumn)
№2: The days are short. It is cold. It usually rains or snows. People have raincoats and umbrellas. ( End of the autumn)
№3: The days are very short. The nights are long. It is very cold. There is much snow in the fields and in the streets. (Winter)
№4: The days are getting long. It is not very cold. The weather is usually fine. The trees are getting green. Children like this season. (Spring)
№5: It is hot. The sun shines brightly. Children don’t go to school. The days are long. The nights are short. The trees are green. We can see flowers in the fields and parks. (Summer)
P3. The traditional English breakfast is a full meal. Some people especially in winter begin with porridge, which is prepared from oatmeal, and eaten with milk or cream, and sugar or salt. Other people usually eat bacon and eggs. Then comes toast with butter and marmalade. This meal is accompanied by tea or coffee. 

Lunch is light meal and taken at midday.

P4. Dinner is the main meal. People usually have dinner in the evening when all members of the family are at home.

A favourite English meal is beefsteak accompanied by roast potatoes, or potatoes done in their own jackets; a second vegetable and Yorkshire pudding. British people eat much fish with chips and a vegetable.

A traditional sweet is apple pie with custard or, sometimes with fresh cream. The British eat puddings of all flavours especially in winter with some sauce or other.

P5. At 5 o’clock people drink tea, eat bread and butter with jam, meat or fish paste and some home-made or bought cakes.

Supper is usually a snack or simply a drink of milk, or some other “nightcap”.

P7. Some holidays and special days in Britain.

January 1—New Year’s Day

On December 31 people usually visit their friends. There is a lot of dancing and eating. In Scotland people bring a piece of coal for good luck in the New Year.

February 14 –St. Valentine’s Day

People buy or make Valentine cards and send them to people they love. They should not write their names on the cards. Those who get them must guess who sent them.

March —Mother’s Day


On Mother’s Day children help their mothers at home and give or send them cards and presents.

April —Easter

At Easter children eat chocolate Easter eggs. Sometimes parents hide them in the house or in the garden and the children look for them.

June —Father’s Day
On Father’s Day children give or send their fathers and grandfathers cards or presents.

October 31 —Halloween

They say ghosts and witches come out on Halloween. Children make lanterns out of pumpkins. Some people have Halloween parties and dress as witches and ghosts.

December 25 — Christmas Day

In the weeks before Christmas people are busy. They make or buy Christmas cards and send them to their friends, grandparents, cousins, aunts and uncles. They also buy Christmas presents. Many children make their Christmas cards at school. People buy Christmas trees and put them in their living rooms. The children decorate the Christmas tree with toys and little coloured lights. There are beautiful Christmas decorations in the streets. On Christmas Eve everybody puts their presents under the Christmas tree. People say that at night Father Christmas puts presents into the stockings which children usually hang on their beds. The traditional Christmas meal is roast turkey and Christmas pudding.
