Flowers

Characters: Queen of Flowers, Snowdrop, Violet, Lily of the Valley, Daf​fodil, Buttercup, Bluebell, Corn-flower, Sunflower, Poppy and Rose.

Setting: The flowers meet in the forest. One day the flowers have a meeting to decide when to come to the gardens and fields.
Queen of Flowers: My dear flowers! Spring is here. When are you coming to the gardens and fields?

Flowers: We are coming, we are coming.

Queen of Flowers: Who is coming first?

Snowdrop: I am first to come. I come when the snow is on the ground. I have a white dress. My name is snow​drop. Don't you think I am pretty?

Violet: And I come next. I don't like snow. It is cold when the snow is on the ground, I like warm days. My dress is violet. And now you surely know that I am Violet.
Lily of the Valley: My name is Lily of the valley. I think you all like my small white bells.

Daffodil: I come next. I am yellow like the sun. I like to dance in the wind. My name is Daffodil.

Buttercup: I am the last to come in spring. I have a pretty yellow dress too. My name is Buttercup.

Queen of Flowers: Here comes Summer. Who are Summer's flowers?

Bluebell: I am the flower of Summer. I am a Bluebell. I am blue like the sky and my dress looks like a bell.

Corn-flower: Blue is my colour too. I grow in the corn and make the fields beautiful. My name is Corn-flower.

Sunflower: And I am like the golden sun. You can find me in the fields as well. My name is Sunflower.

Poppy: I come in summer too. My name is Poppy. I have two dresses — red and yellow.

Rose: All of you know me very well and like my sweet smell. Can't you guess me yet? Yes, you can, of course. I am Rose. I have many pretty dresses — red, yellow, pink and white. I come when the sun is hot. Then I smell lovely and you know that I am here.

Queen of Flowers: I see. Thank you, dear flowers. Now you know when to come. So go to the gardens and fields and make them beautiful. Good-bye!

Flowers: Good-bye!

The flowers want watering

Characters: Mary, a girl of 12, Dick, a boy of 9, Mother, Clock, Sunray, Bird, Flowers. 
Scene I

Setting. It is evening. Mary and her brother are in a lovely garden with pretty flowers.

Mary (turning to Dick). I say, Dick, it`s your turn to water the flowers tomorrow morning. Did you remember that? 

Dick. Why, of course. You needn`t say it again. 

Mary. All right, we`ll see. But mind, you water then early before the sun gets hot. Otherwise they will fade. 

Dick. Don`t worry, Mary. I`ll come in time and water you dear flowers. 

Mary. Don`t say that. Aren`t they yours as well?
Dick. O.K. I`ll water our flowers in our lovely garden. (Leaving)

Scene II

Setting. Dick is fast asleep. 

Clock (ticking on the table)

Tick-tock, tock-tick, 

It`s time to get up, Dick.

Tick-tock, tock-tick.

Get up and be quick, Dick!

Dick. (waking up). Leave me alone. Can`t you see I am sleepy?

Sunray. (looking into the room)

The sun is rising, out of bed,

And in the East the sky is red.

Wake up, you sleepy head.

And jump quickly out to bed.

Dick. (turning away from the sunray). Go away. Leave me alone. I`m very sleepy.

Bird. (hopping in the room)
Get up, little child,

The morning is bright, 

The birds are all singing

To welcome the light.

Dick. You, too, go away. I won`t get up now. I`m sleepy.

Mother. (coming into the room)

Get up, my sweet darling.

In the morning light

All the trees and flowers

Look so gay bright!

Dick. (jumping out of bed). What?! Flowers! Oh, dear me! I must water the flowers before the sun gets hot. (He dresses quickly and runs away.)

Scene III

Setting.  The flowers are talking in the garden. 

Rose. I say, dear friends, isn`t it come to drink our morning tea?
Tulip. Oh, yes. I wonder what`s happened to Mary. She is never late. 
Daisy. Perhaps she is ill and won`t come at all today. 

Pansy. No, no. I heard Mary and Dick talking yesterday. They agreed that dick would water us today. 

Poppy. I see. But what shall we do? We`ll fade if he doesn`t come and give us water.

Bluebell. Water! Water! Give us water!

All flowers (together) Water! Water! We want watering.

Mary. (appearing). Oh, dear me! Oh, dear me! Dick hasn`t come, of course. My poor flowers. Just at moment. I`ll give you some water. (Watering them). Drink us much as you want. 
Flowers. Thank you, dear Mary, for your help and care. We love you so dearly. When we grow up we`ll make you garden gay and bright.
Dick. Sorry, sister, I`m a bit late. I`ll water the flowers now.

Mary. Shame on you, Dick. I`ve already done it instead of you. 

Dick. Then everything is all right, I suppose. 

Mary. I don’t thing so. Now I`ll never ask you again to water the flowers.

How the flowers help.

Characters: Child, flowers.
Child. How flowers help make honey?
Its Flowers. The flowers give their sweets, and the best make the honey, the sweet, sweet honey.
Child. How does the rain help make honey?
2nd Flowers 

The rain falls on the flowers.
The flowers give their sweets,
And the best make the honey.
The sweet, sweet honey.

Child. How does the sun help make honey?

3rd Flowers

The sun shines on the flowers,
The flowers give their sweets,
And the bees make the honey,
They hum and make the honey —
The sweet, sweet honey.
Games
Call a flower
Players space themselves out in a big circle. The leader with a bell in his hands stands in the centre. He start the by naming a flower “a violet”, and throws the ball to one of the players. While catching it the players must name another flowers, for example, “a bluebell”. Then he throws the ball to someone else and he in turn, having caught the ball, calls a flower by name  “a rose”, etc. A player who cannot think of a flower not mentioned before, or who is too slow in answering, is out. The game goes on until one person, the winner, is left.
Repeat the Names of the Flowers
All the players sit in a circle. One of the players starts the game. He says, “A lily”.
Then the next players says, “A lily, a tulip”. The third player goes on. A lily, a tulip, a poppy”. So each play​er must repeat the names of the flowers  that the other players have called out, and then add a new one. Anyone who forgets a flower or names the flowers in the wrong order drops out of the game. The last player is the winner, of course.
How Many Flowers Do You Know?

Here is an interesting competition to see who knows the names of flowers best.

Each player is given a sheet of paper and a pencil. At the command “Go!” the players start writing the names of the flowers. They are to write down as many as possible during ten or fifteen minutes. While comparing the words written down by the players cross out the ones that are the same. The players who has flowers not named by the rest of the players scores most points.

Flowers and Colours

This is an amusing way of learning the names of flowers and their colours. Di​vide the players info equal teams. The teams take turns asking questions and answering them. Suppose the first team starts the game. One of its players asks a question, “What colour can a rose be?” The ans​wer to the question may be: UA rose can be white, red, pink, yellow or cream”.

Next come the second team’s question, “And what about poppies? What colour can a poppy be?” The answer to the first team should be: “A poppy can be red, white or yellow”.

The game goes on until the last flower known to the players in named. The team which scores most points is the winner.
Guess the flower
One of the players is chosen “It” and leaves the room. All the others think of a flowers. When “It” return, he tries to j guess the flower by questioning one player after another. For example, he may ask: “Is it a rose (pansy, tulip, daisy, etc.)? What colour is the flower? Is the flower blue (red, pink, yellow, etc.)? Does the flower grow in spring (summer, autumn)? Is it a spring flowers?” Etc. “It” addresses each player only once. When the last player has been asked, “It” must have the answer ready. If he hasn’t the game is repeated with flower. When “It” guesses the right flower, the player who has given away the flower become “It”.
