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Позааудиторна робота з іноземних мов має велике загальноосвітнє, виховне і розвиваюче значення. Ця робота не тільки поглиблює і розширює знання іноземної мови, але і сприяє розширенню кругозору студентів, розвитку їх творчої активності, естетичного смаку і, як наслідок, підвищує мотивацію до вивчення мови і культури іншої країни.
При організації і проведенні заходу від викладача вимагається тонке і вміле спостереження і вивчення інтересів студентів, врахування їх вікових і психологічних особливостей, їх інтересів.
Вибір теми позааудиторного заходу визначається, з одного боку, об'ємом мовного матеріалу, з іншого боку, рівнем загальноосвітньої підготовки студентів, можливістю реалізації деяких міжпредметних зв'язків. Необхідно максимально використовувати знання і вміння студентів, отримані ними в процесі навчання  і участі в позакласній роботі, мінімально завантажувати їх заучуванням нового матеріалу, особливо такого, який містить незнайомі лексичні одиниці і граматичні явища.
Позакласні заходи мають величезне значення для засвоєння студентами навчального матеріалу і оволодіння  додатковими знаннями з  іноземної  мови з використанням доступних і цікавих методів. Навчальна мета таких заходів: вдосконалення мовних навичок і розвиток умінь аудіювання; розвиток умінь вживання певного стилю мови, створення відповідної ситуації спілкування на основі творчого використання засвоєного раніше матеріалу. Розвиваюча мета: розвиток здібності до комбінації і трансформації мовних одиниць і здійснення продуктивних мовних дій, формування адекватних ситуацій спілкування; розвиток комунікабельності. Виховна мета: виховання здібності до співпраці і взаємодопомоги при роботі в групах; здібності колективно знаходити рішення проблем в умовах відмінностей поглядів; терпимого відношення до особливостей поведінки інших людей; толерантності; виховання шанобливого відношення до культури і звичаїв країн, мова яких вивчається.

І. Організаційна частина.

Teacher: Good afternoon, students! Sit down, please. The group leader, who is absent at our sitting? Why are they absent? – Very well, thank you.  (It is a conversation with the group leader). 
Основна частина. 

II. Повідомлення теми, мети, завдань засідання гуртка: 
Teacher: Dear friends! Today we have our sitting of the English speaking club. The theme of our meeting is “London Sightseeing Tour”. The form of performing is unusual. It will be the virtual excursion round London, the capital of Great Britain. 

I want to say, that London is one of the world’s three largest cities. It is one of the world’s most important ports, it is the capital of England and it is the capital of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.   
In the 18-th century, Dr. Samuel Johnson, a great man of letters, said: 

“A man who is tired of London is tired of life”. This sentence is still true. London is a great political centre, a great commercial centre, a paradise for theatre-goers and shoppers, but it is also a very quiet place with its parks and its ancient buildings, and a capital of culture with its museums and libraries. 

London is full of things to see and do, with superb shopping, world-famous sights and a wealth of excellent entertainment and nightlife. 

One of the best ways to acquaint yourself with the city when you first arrive is to take a sightseeing tour on a red double-decker bus.   
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Do you want to go on an excursion round London? Well. If you want to make a bus-tour round London, you have to get the tickets. To get a ticket everyone has to answer a question about the United Kingdom and London: 
1. How many countries does the United Kingdom consist of? Name them. (There are four of them: England, Scotland, Wales, Northern Ireland). 

2. What are the most important rivers of the UK? (The Thames, the Severn). 
3. What is the highest mountain of the United Kingdom? (Ben Nevis in Scotland ). 

4. What channel separates the British Isles from the European continent? (the English Channel and the Straits of Dover). 
5. What is the population of the UK? (57,1 mln people). 

6. What is the total area of the UK? (244, 027 square kilometers). 

7. What are the largest cities of the UK? (Birmingham, Liverpool, Glasgow, Manchester, etc). 

8. What is the population of London? (7 mln people). 
9. How many parts do you know in London? Name them. (There are four of them: the City, the West End, the East End and Westminster). 

10. What is the smallest part of London? (The City). 

11. What is the administrative center of London? (Westminster). 

12. What is the poorest part of London? (The East End). 

13. What is the financial and business center of London? (The City).  
14. What is the symbol of England? (Rose). 
15. What is the weather in Great Britain? (Foggy). 
16. What is the widest river in Great Britain? (The Thames). 

17. What countries does Great Britain consist of? (England, Wales, Scotland). 

18. What is smallest country of Britain? (Wales). 
19. Where is the UK situated? (In the north-west of Europe). 

20. What is the favourite English domestic animal? (Dog). 

Teacher: OK, fine. And now we can start our tour. You may consult the bus route of our London sightseeing tour ( The teacher gives it to students ). 
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The bus route of London sightseeing tour 

Stop 1: Tower Bridge. 

Stop 2: The Tower of London. 

Stop 3: St. Paul’s Cathedral. 

Stop 4: Trafalgar Square with Nelson’s Column. 

Stop 5: National Gallery. 

Stop 6: The Houses of Parliament ( Palace of Westminster ). 

Stop 7: Big Ben. 

Stop 8: Westminster Abbey. 

Stop 9: Buckingham Palace. 
Stop 10: The Changing of the Guards. 

Stop 11: A visit to the cinema. 
Teacher: I want you remind us of some general information and geographical position of London.  
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Student 1: London is the capital of the United Kingdom, Great Britain and England. It is situated on the both banks of the river Thames. London is divided into four main parts: the City, the West End, the East End and Westminster. 

London is an important political centre; it is the seat of the British Parliament and the British Government. This city is an important industrial centre; in London there are many factories and plants. 

The British capital is an important transport centre. Railways connects London with all parts of the country. London has two big airports. One of them – Heathrow – is an international airport. It receives planes from nearly all countries of the world.
London is an important scientific and cultural centre too. In this city there are many schools, colleges and the University of London. In the British capital there are many libraries, picture galleries, museums, concert halls, theatres and cinemas. London is a beautiful city; there are many parks, fine buildings and monuments in it. 

Teacher: Thank you for your information. It was very interesting. Who can tell us of some historical facts about London? 

Student 2: London was founded by the Romans in 43 AD (Anno Domini ) and was called Londinium. In 61 AD the town was burnt down and when it was rebuilt by the Romans it was surrounded by a wall. That area within the wall is now called the City of London.  
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When William the Conqueror conquered England in 1066 he made London his base. He built the Tower of London and was crowned at Westminster Abbey. During the Middle Ages many churches and monasteries were built. Merchants and craftsmen lived inside the City walls and worked in particular areas. 

During the Tudor period (16-th century ) London became an important economic and financial centre. 

The Londoners of the Elizabethan period built the first theatres. 1666 was the year of the Great Fire of London, which destroyed most of the City. After the fire many buildings were built in a much safer way. 

During the Victorian period ( 19-th century ) London was one of the most important centres of the Industrial Revolution and the centre of the British Empire. 

Since that time it has continued to grow in size and prosperity. There are more than 10 thousand streets in London. About 7 million people live there. 

Teacher: London was founded on the banks of the River Thames. Until 1750 there was only one bridge across the Thames; this was London Bridge.  

Now in London there are more than 20 bridges across the Thames. And one of them is Tower Bridge. And our first stop is at Tower Bridge. Who will be the guide here?  

Student 3: Tower Bridge is a bridge in London over the river Thames. It is close to the Tower of London, from which it takes its name. 

In the second half of the 19-th century, increased commercial development in the East End of London led to a requirement for a new river crossing downsteam of London Bridge. A traditional fixed bridge could not be built because it would cut off access by tallmasted ships to the port facilities in the Pool of London, between London Bridge and the Tower of London. 

Tower Bridge was officially opened on the 30-th of June, 1894. The bridge is 800 feet (244 m) in length with two towers each 213 feet (61 m) high, built on piers. The central span of 200 feet (61 m) between the towers is split into two equal bascules or leaves, which can be raised to an angle of 86 degree to allow river traffic to pass. 
The bridge consists of two towers tied together at the upper level by means of two horizontal walkways, designed to withstand the horizontal forces exerted by the suspended sections of the bridge on the landward sides of the towers. The vertical component of the forces in the suspended sections and the vertical reactions of the two walkways are carried by the two robust towers. The bascule pivots and operating machinery are housed in the base of each tower. Originally it was painted a mid greenish-blue colour. 
Tower Bridge has become an iconic symbol of London. 
Teacher: In a moment you will see the Tower of London. This is our second stop. Who will be the guide here?
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Student 4: Near the Tower Bridge on the bank of the Thames there stands an old castle, which is called the Tower of London.  

The Tower of London is one of the oldest buildings in London. It was built more than nine hundreds years ago to guard the bridge that led into the city. William the Conqueror began building the Tower for the purpose of protecting the city; other monarchs made additions in later centuries.
In the Middle Ages the Tower was a royal residence and a strong fortress. It was also a state prison too. Many important people, among them two wives of Henry the VIII-th, were imprisoned and executed there. Black ravens had much food near the walls of the Tower in those years. The black ravens still live in the gardens of the Tower now and Londoners like them. There is even a man, who is in charge of the ravens and gives them meat every day. 
Now the Tower of London is a museum. Every day hundreds of people, among them many tourists, visit the museum. Here they see dark stone halls with small windows and thick doors. The walls of the Tower are five metres thick. The Armoury of the Tower contains collections of old weapon: arrow-heads, swords, spears, old guns and cannons. 
The Tower is also a treasury – the crown jewels are kept there and Queen Elizabeth put them on during state occasions. The Tower and the jewels are guarded by yeomen of Queen’s Guards. At ten o’clock every evening the Guards lock the doors of the Tower for night. 
Teacher: Thank you very much. Our next stop is St. Paul’s Cathedral. Who is ready to tell us something about this beautiful sight of interesting? 

Student 5: In the West End of London you can see the famous St. Paul’s Cathedral, the biggest English church, the masterpiece of England’s greatest architect Christopher Wren. The old building of the Cathedral was sadly in need of repair and Christopher Wren was called on to carry out repairs and alterations, but he was prevented from doing this by the Great Plague and the Great Fire of London that destroyed the old cathedral. Nearly eight years passed after the fire before the ruins of the old building were cleared away and the new work was begun. When Wren made a start, he picked out a stone from the heap of ruins and found on it a word in Latin which meant “I shall rise again”. So he made that the first stone of the new Cathedral. That was on June 21, 1675. 
It took him thirty-five years to build the Cathedral. All that time, while doing many other things besides, he laboured at this – his greatest work. He was very poorly paid. He didn’t always get his wages. But in spite of these difficulties all was splendidly finished. 

The Whispering Gallery which is over 100 (one hundred) feet above the floor of the Cathedral, is remarkable for its acoustics. A person standing at the entrance of the Gallery can hear clearly what is said on the opposite side, 107 (one hundred and seven) feet away. Beneath the centre of the dome is the tomb of Lord Nelson, killed at the battle of Trafalgar. 
Sir Christopher Wren, the great architect of St. Paul’s, died in 1723, aged 91, and was buried in the building which his genius and toil had created. 
Teacher: Thank you very much. Let us go to Trafalgar Square then. We’ll have the next stop there. Who will be the guide at Trafalgar Square?  
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Student 6: Trafalgar Square is the center of London. It is the most famous square and the most beautiful place in London. It was so named in memory of the victory in the battle of Trafalgar, where on October 21, 1805 the English fleet under Admiral Nelson’s command defeated the combined fleet of France and Spain. The victory was won at the cost of Nelson’s life. In the middle of the square we can see a tall column. It is a monument to Admiral Nelson. The statue of Nelson on the top of the column was made by a well-known English sculptor Edward Bailey. A 5-metre statue of Admiral Nelson stands on top of a 44-metre column so as to allow him a view of the sea. The statue shows Nelson without one arm and one eye. He lost them in battle.  The column stands in the geographical centre of London. Round the base there are four bronze carvings representing scenes from famous naval battles. In 1867 four great lions were placed at the foot of the Nelson Column. Every October 21-st there is a service under the column to commemorate Nelson. 
There are two beautiful fountains in the square. Quite often the square becomes a location for public meetings. So it can be said that Trafalgar Square is the heart from which the beat is emitted to all Londoners. There are many pigeons in the square and Londoners like to feed them. 
Teacher: Your story is very interesting, thank you. I want to say, that London is rich in Art Museums and Picture Galleries. One of them is National Gallery situated at Trafalgar Square.  
Student 7: The National Gallery houses one of the finest collections of masterpieces in the world. In 1824 the government bought the collection of pictures accumulated by John J. Angerstein. The specially built gallery in Trafalgar Square was opened in 1838. It was visited by newly crowned Queen Victoria. The main collection of more than 2000 (two thousand )  pictures is arranged chronologically in 4 wings. Sainsbury Wing (1260 – 1510 ), West Wing (1510 – 1600 ), North Wing (1600 – 1700 ), and East Wing (1700 – 1920 ). 

The National Gallery contains paintings of many famous West European artists and among them such Renaissance painters as Leonardo da Vinci, Titian, Velasquez and others.  
Student 8: I want to add, that National Gallery also possesses paintings of both English and foreign painters, who worked in England. One of such painters was Van Dyck, the famous Flemish painter, who married the daughter of a lord and lived in England for a long time. Van Dyck was the father of the English portrait school. 

The first truly English painter was William Hogarth. After Hogarth came other great English painters – Reynolds, Gainsborough, Constable, Turner. 

Sir Joshua Reynolds was one of the outstanding British painters. He stayed three years in Rome, where he was copying Old Masters. Reynolds was the first president of the Royal Academy of Arts and the principal painter of the king. He made a whole gallery of portraits of many prominent people of his time – famous statesmen, writers and scientists. 

Student 9: I want to say some words about Gainsborough, Constable and Turner. 

Thomas Gainsborough was a great lover of Van Dyck and painted a lot of portraits, but he is mainly known as the father of the English school of landscape. 

John Constable was one of the English greatest landscape painters, too. He showed his pictures both in England and abroad. In 1824 some of his landscapes were a great success at the exhibition in Paris. 

Joseph Turner is famous both for his oil paintings and water colours. He painted a lot of marine subjects. His works were highly praised by many great critics. 

Teacher: I see that you are great painting lovers! Your stories are interesting, thank you very much. But we need to go on our trip. Our next stop is near the Palace of Westminster. 
Student 10: One of the principal sights of London is the Palace of Westminster. This palace is situated on the left bank of the Thames near Westminster Bridge. The Palace of Westminster is the official name of the Houses of Parliament. 

The palace was first built in the twelfth century and rebuilt in 1840 – 1867, and it looks very ancient. The building has two high towers – the Clock Tower (Big Ben) and the Victoria Tower. 
Parliament consists of the House of Lords, where the lords sit, and the House of Commons, where the elected members of Parliament sit. Members of one House may not enter the other House. The exception is the day of the State Opening of Parliament, when the Queen makes the Throne Speech. 
The King’s throne is in the House of Lords. 
It is interesting to know that the Lord Chancellor, the chairman in the House of Lords, has a seat, which is called Woolsack. Woolsack shows that wool made England rich and powerful. 

The House of Lords has a big library which contains many old books. 
In the House of Commons the members of Parliament sit on both sides of the Speaker, opposition on his left and those, who belong to the ruling party – on his right. 

Near the Speaker’s seat there is the switch, which puts on the light in the Clock Tower above Big Ben to tell Londoners that Parliament is in sitting.  
Teacher: Our next sight is Big Ben. Look at it.  
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Student 11: While visiting the Houses of Parliament, the tourists like to see the famous clock, which is called Big Ben. The clock is housed in the Clock Tower. 
The clock was built in 1854. It has four faces and a very big and loud bell. The bell weights 13 (thirteen) tons. 

In 1857 Parliament had a special sitting to decide how to call the bell. There was a hot discussion and many suggestions. In the end the members of Parliament decided to name the bell after Sir Benjamin Hall, who was in charge of the building. Sir Benjamin ( in short Ben ) was a very tall man and people called him Big Ben. So they called the bell Big Ben, too. Sometimes people also call the Clock Tower Big Ben. 
Big Ben is one of the most famous landmarks in the world. You can hear the sound of Big Ben every hour. This sound is broadcast all over Great Britain and people can take the time from it. 

Teacher: Our next stop is Westminster Abbey. Look here, please. 

Student 12: Not far from the Houses of Parliament you can see a large ancient church – Westminster Abbey. Westminster Abbey is one of the oldest buildings in London and one of the most important religious centers in the country. The Abbey was founded in the 11 (eleventh) century. Many kings and queens and famous people are buried or commemorated there. Its founder, Edward the Confessor, was made a saint after his death and he is buried in a special chapel dedicated to him. 
Every King and Queen has been crowned in Westminster Abbey since William the Conqueror in 1066. There is a large stone which has an interesting history. Once this stone was the seat on which the kings of Scotland sat when they were crowned. When Scotland became a part of Britain, the Stone was brought to London. A large chair was made and the Stone of Destiny, as  they called it, was put into its seat. Since that time English kings sit on that chair when they are crowned. 

In Westminster Abbey there are also tombs of many great statesmen and scientists. The Tomb of the Unknown Soldier is here, too. This Tomb is a memorial to the British soldiers, who lost their lives in the First World War. There is also the famous Poets’ Corner with memorials to Chaucer, Shakespeare, Milton, the Bronte sisters, Browning, Longfellow, Burns, Dickens, Kipling and other leading poets and writers. But only a few of them are actually buried there. 
Teacher: Now we are making our way to Buckingham Palace. You have a good chance to see this sight of London. 

Student 13: If you go north from the Houses of Parliament, you will come to Whitehall – the street in which many governmental offices and Britain’s Ministries are situated. That is why the British government itself is often called Whitehall. 
West from Whitehall is Buckingham Palace, the residence of the Queen of England. This is a beautiful building which stands in large gardens. Buckingham Palace was built in 1703. It is situated in the center of the city. It’s the London home of the kings and queens. It’s also the place where presidents, kings and politicians come to meet the Queen of England, Elizabeth the Second. 
Palace is like a small town with a police station, two post offices, a bar, two sports clubs, a disco, a cinema and a swimming pool. There are 600 (six hundred) rooms here and three miles of red carpet. Two men work full-time to look after 300 (three hundred) clocks. About 700 (seven hundred) people work in the palace.  
In Buckingham Palace is the Queen’s picture gallery. The gallery, the palace and the gardens are open to visitors several days a week. 

Teacher: Do you know anything about the ceremony of Changing the Guard? 

Student 14: I have read that every day at Buckingham Palace there is a famous ceremony of Changing the Guard, at 11.30 a.m.  Every day a new guard of 30 (thirty) guardsmen marches to the Palace and takes the place of the old guard. A large crowd of people gather to see this famous and traditional ceremony. 
The changing of the guards in front of Buckingham Palace is a colourful ceremony, because the guardsmen still wear the uniforms of the 19-th century. 

Sometimes there are also parades of the Horse Guards. The Horse Guards wear red and white uniforms with big black riding-boots and big silver helmets. They also carry swords. In winter the Horse Guards wear red greatcoats.
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ІІІ. Заключна частина.

Teacher: Well, our trip is going up to its end. We’ll finish our trip at the last stop near the cinema. I propose you to see the film “Travelling round the world with Yuliya Akunina” (the film is demonstrated). 
Teacher: Dear friends, our sitting has come to an end. We do hope you liked it. Before you leave I want to you further success in English. Next time we shall fill in your crosswords about London Sightseeing. See you next month.
ВИСНОВОК
Засідання гуртка «Англійська мова» проходить у формі віртуальної екскурсії столицею Великої Британії з використанням мультимедійної презентації навчального матеріалу, необхідного для проведення заняття, і присвячене вивченню теми «Визначні місця Лондона».  

На занятті для активізіції студентів застосовуються різноманітні форми та методи роботи, а саме: гра, творча робота, малюнки, плакати, фото- та відеофрагменти визначних місць Лондона, перегляд фільму «Подорожуючи світом з Юлією Акуніною».

Використовуючи взаємодіюче навчання, а саме рольову гру, ми могли визначити, як студенти засвоїли матеріал по темі «Лондон».

Самостійне оволодіння знаннями за допомогою різних джерел інформації сприяють розширенню знань студентів про країну, мова якої вивчається. 

Позааудиторна робота з іноземної мови в поєднанні з обов’язковим навчальним курсом створює умови для удосконалення практичних, виховних та навчальних цілей. Вона сприяє розширенню сфери для застосування тих навичок і умінь, що здобуті студентами під час аудиторних занять, а також розширенню мовного середовища.
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РЕЦЕНЗІЯ

Методична розробка має структуру засідання гуртка з використанням мультимедійної презентації навчального матеріалу, необхідного для проведення заняття, і присвячена вивченню теми «Лондон».

Методична розробка містить вправи, що спонукають студентів до сумлінної роботи на занятті і до активної навчальної діяльності. Мовний матеріал всебічно висвітлює різні аспекти теми заняття і характеризує обсяг лексичного запасу студентів, навички аудіювання та монологічне і діалогічне  мовлення.

На занятті демонструється фільм, який обумовлює формування інтересу студентів до культури країни, мова якої вивчається.
Методична розробка може бути використана викладачами і студентами ВНЗ І-ІІ рівнів акредитації під час вивчення даної теми.
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
