	HOST: When you want to travel, you first buy a guide book to get different kind of information about the country you want to visit. First of all about history. If you do so, you ’11 never get in trouble as history is closely connected with traditions, customs and symbols

	HOST  1: I quite agree with you. ln any case history is worth being spoken about. It’s like an entrance into the life of the country. 
The history of London. Numerous findings prove, that the area around London was inhabited by the Celts from about 800 B.C. The earliest prehistoric settlers in London area lived along parts of the Thames valley. Some of their flint tools have been found in river gravel. All the time it was mostly wild and forested countryside. The history of London begins about the year A.D. 43, when Romans were in possession of the southern part of Britain and founded a military station on the present site of London. London was an important city in Roman times and there are substaintial Roman remains, mostly below street level. By the Middle Ages, when London became the political and commercial capital of England it was one of the most important cities in Europe. London wasn't built as a city in the same way as Paris or New York. It began life as a Roman fortification at a place where it was possible to cross the River Thames. Awall was around the town for defence.
	HOST 2.Berlin ist die Hauptstadt von Deutschland. Die Hauptstraße heißt

 Berlin wurde im XIII Jahrhundert gegründet. Die Stadt entstand aus zwei Fischen Städten Berlin und Cölln. Niemand weiß genau, woher der Name der Stadt kommt. Manche Menschen bringen diesen Namen mit dem Wort „Bär“ in Verbindung. Für diese Erklärung spricht auch das Wappen der Stadt Berlin, das einen Bären darstellt.
Mitten in der Stadt war früher eine Mauer. Im Jahre 1961 hat man in Ost-Berlin die Mauer errichtet, sie teilte die Stadt in zwei Teile, bis sie im Jahre 1989 fiel. 1990 haben sich die beiden 
deutschen Staaten wiedervereinigt und Berlin wurde wieder die deutsche Stadt.

Berlin gehört mit seinen 150 Museen, 300 Kunstgalerien, 3 Opernhäusern und 3 Universitäten zu den größten kulturellen Zentren Europas.

You see that the emblem of the city can be history itself.
The historical development of  Lviv.
The city of Lviv is the centre of Lviv region which contains 2,6 million inhabitants and covers an area of 21,800 square kilometers. The city is home to 850,000 residents and serves a daytime population of over a million people.
Truly one of the jewels of Eastern Europe, Lviv is a real open space museum graced by over 2,000 historical, architectural and cultural landmarks. The city was declared an architectural preserve in the 1970s.
The city was founded in the middle of the thirteenth century (1256) by Prince Danylo of Galicia, a former principality of Kyivan Rus, and named after his son Leo. Lviv quickly became the centre of trade and commerce for the region. The city's favourable location on the crossroads of trade routes from the Black and Baltic Sea ports, Kyiv, Central and Western Europe led to its rapid economic development. Due to its geographic location and natural resources  Lviv was a constant attraction for Strangers (foreign invaders) - Tartars, Germans, Hungarians, Poles, Austrians and Swedes. Throughout the ages conquerors have introduced into the city their traditions, cultures, religions and architecture - a mixture of Gothic and Baroque, Renaissance and Romanesque, Empire and Rococo (styles). However throughout its history the living traditions of Ukrainian national culture have always been prominent in Lviv.
In 1648 troops of B. Khmelnitskiy who led the liberation movement of the Ukrainian people, together with Maxym Kryvonis liberated the city. The Polish nobility was unable to destroy the national culture and a lot of people remained true to their national language and culture. In its long history the city of Lviv has survived thirty wars and forty fires.

	HOST: You know people travel on different purposes: to solve some business problems; to make different research works; but the majority travel for pleasure; they want to see national treasures in architecture, to get acquainted with people, traditions and historical places. But now you  needn’t to book any tickets, the only thing you should do is to make yourselves comfortably and travel with us.

	HOST 1: Everyone knows London is one of the oldest cities in Europe where old and modern exists in mutual tolerance. A lot of tourists visit London to see its places of interest.
Buckingham Palace; The Houses of Parliament; Big Ben; Charing Cross.

Buckingham Palace is the official Lоndon residence of Her Majesty the Queen and her family. It was built in the 18th century and rebuilt later by the architect John Nash. Nash began his work in 1825, but the palace was not completed until 1837. The first monarch who took residence there was Queen Victoria. 
Above the State Entrance is the central balcony where the Royal family appear on occasions of national importance. The Royal Standard flying over the east front of Buckingham Palace is the sign that the Queen is in the residence. The absence of the Royal Standard over Buckingham Palace means that the Queen is absent from London. Buckingham Palace is partially open to the public, but the ceremony of the Changing of the Guard in front of it is a great tourist attraction. Royal Horse Guard's ceremony takes place daily in the forecourt at 11.30 a.m. and lasts half an hour. One group of palace guards in their traditional bearskins gives the palace keys to another group.

Es ist eines der ältesten Wahrzeichen von Berlin. Es wurde in den Jahren 1788- 1791 als ein Tor des Friedens geschaffen. Es ist 65,5 m breit und 11 m tief. Auf dem Tor steht die Quadriga (ein Gespann mit vier Pferden) mit der Friedensgöttin von J. Gottfried Schadow (1793).Das Brandenburger Tor bildet den Abschluss der berühmtesten Straße Berlins, Unter den Linden.
Der Fernsehturm                                                                                           Am Alexanderplatz wurde der höhe Fernsehturm errichtet. Schon von weitem grüßt er die Besucher der BRD- Hauptstadt. Dieser Fernsehturm ist das zweithöchste Bauwerk Europas und das jüngste Wahrzeichen Berlins. Er ist 368 m hoch und hat eine Glaskuppel. In dieser  Kuppel ist ein Restaurant. Von da aus kann man die ganze Stadt sehen.
 Der Alexander Platz  
Einer der beliebtesten Plätze Berlins ist der Alexanderplatz oder, wie die Berliner ihn kurz nennen, der Alex. Am Alex steht die Weltzeituhr, wo man die verschiedenen Zeiten der Welt ablesen kann. In der Mitte des Alexanderplatzes befindet sich ein schöner Springbrunnen . Das ist ein beliebter Treffpunkt der Jugendlichen. Am Alex sind viele moderne Hochhäuser. Der Alex ist ein schöner Platz, groß und kolossal. Dieser Platz nennt man so, denn als der russische Zar Alexander der Erste 1805 den König in Berlin besucht hat, hat man dem Platz den Namen Alexanderplatz gegeben. Früher war der Alex wirklich die Mitte von Berlin. Neun Straßen trafen hier zusammen und überall waren Menschen: Sie waren auf den Straßen und verkauften dort ihre Waren – Zeitungen, Zigaretten, Kleidung, Kohlen, Holz… Sie waren in den Kneipen, tranken Bier und redeten.
	HOST 3: Lviv unlike other cities of Ukraine is closer to the West European architecture. So a great number of tourists who visit our city feels like at home. 
Let’s see splendid views of our beautiful city.
The Lviv historical museum; The Dominican Cathedral; The Lviv National Museum of Art; The Pharmacy Museum
The Pharmacy Museum
The Pharmacy Museum located at the corner of Stauropegiyska and Drukarska Street is one of the most attractive places for guests of our city. This building was constructed in the 17th centure.
On the fasade of the building you can see two bas-reliefs. They depict Aesculapius, the Greek god of medicine, and his daughter Hygiea, the Greek goddess of health.
The pharmacy in this biulding was set up in 1735 by a military pharmacist Notorp. The museum was opened in 1966. It has more than 2.000 iteams, including vessels, scales, instruments and manuscripts. The museum has several rooms. The first room is called the trade hall. You can buy medicine here. The walls of the room are lined with tall built-in closets. Some of the glass-ware have various emblems, for example a star, a crown, an eagle and others. That belonged to different pharmacies with the original names such as ‘’Under the Star‘’, ‘’Under the Crown’’ and others.
The most attractive exhibit in the trade hall is the unique scales of the 18th centure. You can see two bronze figures of Aesculapius and Hygies. There is also a symbol of medicine a bowl and a snake, which is more than 4.000 years old.
Here you can also see one of the erliest samples of the oil lamp made in the middle of the 19th centure. By the way, the oil lamp was first made in Lviv. 

	HOST : You are quite informed that in many countries the problem of parks and gardens is an urgent one and they try to solve it. For example in the USA there is a special holiday Labour Day which is widely celebrated all over the country and a lot of trees are planted everywhere on that day. So the next point of our travel is parks and gardens in the life of people.

	HOST 1: Parks and gardens give any city a certain charm and for people it is a good place to rest and entermain. 
Parks in London.
If gardens and parks are the "lungs" of city, London must have a wonderful health! Kensington Gardens and Hyde Park - only these two have an open ground of 250 hectares. There is Green Park and Saint James's Park. Regent Park, Battersea Park which is one of the biggest, Victoria Park in the East End and Finsbury Park in the north of London and so on. About 30, 000 acres of land all together. You may walk for hours and hours, from one park into another. They go through the middle of the town: from St. James's and Green Park, past a very large Palace Park, you cross Piccadilly into Hyde Park, then into Kensington Gardens. Then comes Regent's Park with the Zoo and, outside London, the wonderful Kew Gardens. That is a botanical garden, probably the largest in the world, with many orangeries and hothouses. Almost all the exotic plants and flowers can be found there and you may sit on the grass under a tropical palm-tree or have tea under a tent with beautiful roses and azalias and tulips around it. "King Henry VIII was a great hunter. "Most of these parks were his hunting grounds. They all belonged to the royal family in the past but, one by one, they were opened to the public. But the pelicans in St.James”s are still called  “Royal Pelicans”.

	HOST 3: Green zone of our city is waiting for you and your friends to enjoy fresh air and unusual vegetation from different countries.
Parks in Lviv
Many people in Lviv and guests of our city like to spend their time in its parks. Lviv can be proud of its parks, gardens and boulevards. Stryisky Park is the largest and the most beautiful park in Lviv. It was laid out in 1879 and based on the project by an inspector of public parks named Roring. The park has lots of exotic vegetation and plants (more than 200 species in all). Stryisky Park takes up 58 hectares of land along the highway to the town of Stryi.
The town people have every right to be proud of their unique park. It is picturesque at all seasons of the year: in winter when it is covered with a blanket of snow, in summer when the hot sun rays break through the thick verdure of the trees or in autumn when it can be seen in the full splendour of its multi-coloured foliage. Black and white swans swim gracefully in the small pond. On the bank there are the willows which small branches were taken from Orenburg Steppes many years ago. Carefully planned lanes, flower-beds, pavilions and greenhouses make a striking contrast with the upper part of the park with its virgin forest criss-crossed by narrow paths. Opposite Stryisky Park on the other side of the highway is Bogdan Khmelnitsky Park. Back in 1951 this was a waste land. The young people in Lviv turned this useless patch of land into a park with numerous playgrounds and side-shows, an open-air theatre seating 6.000, a motion-picture theatre (Druzhba) and exhibition pavilions. 
In the southern suburb of Lviv there is Iron Water Park (Zalizna Voda Park) which attracts visitors with its picturesque landscape. Next to it is the Dynamo swimming pool, one of the best in Ukraine. 
        

	HOST: Future of each country depends on how educated and intelligent its population is. Much attention is paid by the government to the problem of foreign language learning. We'll speak about non traditional ways of lean ting English.

	HOST 1: What a nice question to be spoken about. English is the second widely spread foreign language. And our country gives a good opportunity for foreigners to learn English better all the year round. Not far from London you can visit the best in England Summer school.
Stamford Summer School
Summer schools in England for foreigners have become quite popular and there are many of them all over England. Why? Because England is a very good place to learn English. When students leave the classroom they have many opportunities to practise  English they have learnt. 
One of these schools is Stamford Summer School, situated is Stamford, 90 miles north of London. 
The students live at the school or with a family in the town. Most students over 14 prefer to stay with a family. 
Students going to the Summer School should have been learning English for at least one year. At the beginning of each course every student does a test. The result of this test determines what class the student will be in.  
There are three lessons (50 minutes each) every morning. Th lessons aim at improving the students' English (mainly how to speak and understand English). At the same time the lessons try to give the students some knowledge of Britain, its people and history — and knowledge of daily life in Britain and how to manage ordinary situations.
Stamford Summer School is especially for boys and girls who are interested in sport: soccer, cricket, hockey tennis, volleyball, basketball, rugby and handball. 
Other activities are: discos, table tennis, competitions and films (video). During the course there are excursions to London, Cambridge and other places.
Students who live with a family are supposed to spend the evenings together with their hosts, but are of course welcome at the school, too.
Students come from all over Europe. They have two things in common. They are interested in sport and they want to improve their English.

The Beatles 
British music has spread all over the world. Singers and musicians are the new idols of thousands of young people, who try to follow them in the way whey dress, walk, cut their hair and even in the way they sing. The names “pop”, “rock”, “punk”, and “acid rock” music (Acid rock – type of rock characterized by electronically amplified instrumental affects. “Acid” is a slang name for RSD.) are well known to everybody and they are of English origin.  Among the most popular English pop and rock stars are the Beatles, The Rolling Stones, The Genesis, the Police, The Pink Floyd, David Bowie, Boy George, Phil Collins and many other famous names.
     The four boys from Liverpool, known to everybody as the Beatles or better “the fabulous Beatles”, gave the start to English pop music. They were a symbol for the young generation of the 60’s, who were rebelling against the old traditional ideals. The member of the group, who started in 1961, were John Lennon (rhythm guitar and vocals), Paul McCarthey (bass guitar and vocals). George Harrison (lead guitar and vocals) and Ringo Starr (drums and vocals).
     One thing which distinguishes today’s beat from earlier pop music is the present emphasis on group playing. The British beat music was first heard in the gloomy streets of Liverpool inhabited by dockers. The Cover (a club where the Beatles performed) became popular with the vast teenage population.
     The Beatles were only one of the groups playing in Liverpool at the time they began to make reputation. Now, without counting the top star, the number of beat groups in England must run into tens of thousands.

Beethoven starb in Wien. Auf dem Wiener Friedhof befindet sich seine letzte Ruhestätte. Sein Geburtshaus in Bonn ist jetzt Beethoven- Museum. 
	HOST 3: It’s widely known that Ukrainians is a highly musical nation. Songs cult came into our life from our anscestors as valuable inheritance	and new generation tries to do their best to keep this tradition. Our reporter X. Bontsurevska will speak about one
of  the most popular group.
ELSA's OCEAN our musical culture is rich in different music trends so speaking about music in Lviv I cant help mentioning the group Elsa s ocean. Guitar player Pavlo Gudimov. Iyriy Hustochka and drummer Denis Glikin have played togather since 1991. They became real players only when on October  12.1994. Sviatoslaw Vakarchuk became the head of their group. The quartet Elsa's Ocean at once became the most active representative of rock festivals in Lviv. In December the group has already made mini-album in studio InGalVoks, that was called "Demo". In autumn 1996 Elsa's Ocean gained the first official recognition-the second place in the festival "Season Pearls". One year later the quartet had their own web-site and the song "New Day" has come into Ukrainian musical top-ten in the internet. Being in Kiev the group signed the contract with Nova Records and issued the album "There, there are none of us". From 1998 till 1999 headed by Yevgen Stupka in studio Capital Sound the group made another album "I was in the sky". In July Elsa's Ocean second time was recognized as the best pop-group of our country and got a quill of "Gold Bird".In April 2002 Elsa's Ocean gave a strong concert with big symphonic orchestra by Josup Franz. As the group has a great success in Ukraine, they were invited to sing in London and America.
