1. About Great Britain.
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The United Kіngdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated in Europe, on the British Isles. It is an island country. There are four countries in the UK England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. People who live in Great Britain are British. They are English. They all speak English, the official language of the country. 
2. Symbols of Great Britain
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The National Flag is called Union Jack. It is the national flag of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. It has crosses and means saint patrons of all parts of the UK. 
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    The Tudor rose was adopted as a national emblem of England around the time of the Wars of the Roses as a symbol of peace. [image: image4.jpg]
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The Oak tree is a symbol of England representing strength and endurance. 
The Barbary lion is the symbol of power. There are three lions on a national coat of arms.
3. Tower Bridge.
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One of the most famous bridges of the world is Tower Bridge in London.  The bridge crosses the River Thames close to the bridge consists of two bridge towers tied together. Tower of London and has become an iconic symbol of London.    It is the longest river entirely in England and the second longest in the United Kingdom. In London there are many sightseeing tours in tourist boats, past the more famous riverside attractions such as the Houses of Parliament and the  Tower of London. London city Airport is situated on the Thames, in East London. Previously it was a dock. 
4. Westminster Abbey.
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Westminster Abbey, formally titled the Collegiate Church of St Peter at Westminster, is a large, mainly Gothic abbey church in the City of Westminster.  
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It is one of the United Kingdom's most notable religious buildings and the traditional place of coronation and burial site for English and, later, British monarchs. Between 1540 and 1556, the abbey had the status of a cathedral. From the Middle Ages, aristocrats were buried inside chapels. It is a place of coronation now.
5. St. Paul’s Cathedral.
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St. Paul's Cathedral has had an eventful history. Five different churches were built at this site. In 1665 Christopher Wren designed a plan for the renovation of the St. Paul's Cathedral, which was starting to fall into decay. Several famous people are entombed in the cathedral's crypt. Most notable are the tomb of the Duke of Wellington. The church was the site of a number of important historic events such as the funeral of Admiral Nelson in 1806 and the funeral of Winston Churchill in 1965. Prince Charles and Lady Diana Spencer married here in 1981. 
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6.Buckingham Palace.
Buckingham Palace is the London residence. Buckingham Palace became the London residence of the British monarch on the accession of Queen Victoria in 1837.  The palace has 775 rooms, and the garden is the largest private garden in London. The state rooms, used for official and state entertaining, are open to the public each year for most of August and September, and on some days in winter and spring.  

Buckingham Palace is a symbol and home of the British monarchy, an art gallery and a tourist attraction. Buckingham Palace is not only the home of the Queen and Prince Philip but also the London residence of the Duke of York (Prince Andrew) and the Earl and Countess of Wessex (Prince Edward and his wife) and their daughter. When the Queen is at home, you can see her royal flag flying from the flag pole on top of Buckingham Palace. This flag is called the Royal Standard. Five regiments of Foot Guards guard the Palace. They wear red jackets and tall, furry hats called bearskins. Buckingham Palace has 775 rooms including 19 state rooms, 52 royal and guest bedrooms, 188 staff bedrooms, 92 offices and 78 bathrooms. 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7.Tower of London.
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The Tower of London, officially Her Majesty's Royal Palace and Fortress of the Tower of London, is a historic castle located on the north bank of the River Thames in central London. The castle was used as a prison from 1100 until 1952, although that was not its primary purpose. A grand palace early in its history, it served as a royal residence.  This was a powerful and trusted position in the medieval period. In the late 15th century the castle was the prison of the Princes in the Tower.  Today the Tower of London is one of the country's most popular tourist attractions. Under the ceremonial charge of the Constable of the Tower, it is cared for by the charity Historic Royal Palaces and is protected as a World Heritage Site. 

At least six ravens are kept at the Tower at all times, in accordance with the belief that if they are absent and the kingdom will fall. They are under the care of the Yeomen Warders. The earliest known reference to a Tower raven is a picture from 1883. [image: image18.jpg]

Big Ben is the nickname for the Great Bell of the clock at the north end of the Palace of Westminster in London, and is usually extended to refer to the clock and the clock tower. A British cultural icon, the tower is one of the most prominent symbols of the United Kingdom and is often in the establishing shot of films set in London .

The clock and dials were designed by Augustus Pugin. The clock dials are set in an iron frame 23 feet (7.0 m) in diameter, supporting 312 pieces of opal glass, rather like a stained-glass window.  The clockwork mechanism in a room below weighs 5 tons.  It has 7 meters in diameter, supporting 312 glasses, has Latin letters. The hour hand is almost 3 meters and the minute hand is 4 meters long.[image: image20.jpg]



9. Red Box.
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The red telephone box, a telephone kiosk for a public telephone designed by Sir Giles Gilbert Scott, was a familiar sight on the streets of the United Kingdom, Malta, Bermuda and Gibraltar. 

The colour red was chosen to make them easy to spot. From 1926 onwards, the fascia of the kiosks were emblazoned with a prominent crown, representing the British government. The red phone box is often seen as a British cultural icon throughout the world. The same crown was used in all parts of the United Kingdom and British Empire.[image: image22.jpg]



10. Transport System.

LONDON is one of the biggest cities in Europe, and it has one of the world's largest public transport systems. Today's public transport in London includes buses, suburban trains, the Underground (also called the Tube), Docklands Light Railway, and some modern tram routes. London has one of the largest urban transport networks in the world, with integrated bus, river and road systems spanning the city's 32 boroughs.
 Public transport in central London is NOT user-friendly for visitors, tourists and occasional users, and is very expensive for them. Taxis can be used all over London: for people traveling together, they will often be cheaper than taking single-journey tube or underground tickets. You can also use online services such as Uber. 
11. Taxi. Underground. Bus.
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The iconic black cab remains a common sight. They are driven by the only taxicab drivers in the world who have spent at least three years learning the city's road network to gain 'The Knowledge'. Black cabs can be hailed on the street or hired from a taxicab rank.   The red double-decker London bus has entered popular culture as an internationally recognized British icon.  

Buses have been used on the streets of London since 1829. Bus numbers were first used in 1906.  London's famous red buses form a big part of getting around in London. [image: image24.jpg]

12. Stonehenge.
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Stonehenge is a prehistoric monument in Wiltshire, England, 2 miles (3 km) west of Amesbury and 8 miles (13 km) north of Salisbury. Stonehenge's ring of standing stones. One of the most famous landmarks in the UK, Stonehenge is regarded as a British cultural icon.  Today, nearly 1 million people visit Stonehenge, a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1986 and every year. Stonehenge is a massive stone monument. The biggest of Stonehenge’s stones, known as sarsens, are up to 30 feet (9 meters) tall and weigh 25 tons (22.6 metric tons) on average.  We may never know exactly why Stonehenge was built, but people probably gathered there for religious ceremonies.

Elizabeth was born in London as the eldest child of the Duke and Duchess of York, later King George VI and Queen Elizabeth, and she was educated privately at home. She is patron of over 600 organizations and charities. Her main leisure interests include equestrianism and dogs, especially her Pembroke Welsh Corgis.
