Characters: Miss Autumn, her sons (September, October and  November)
Teacher : Well, children simmer is over. It’s autumn now . Hope you enjoy its sunny days and a very rich harvest. Today I invited Miss Autumn to come to our party and she agreed to be with us. Dear Miss Autumn welcome, welcome to our class,please.
Miss Autumn: 
Good afternoon boys!
 Good afternoon girls!
 Good afternoon everybody!
I am glad to come back again. I have a lot of presents for you.
Student 1: Miss Autumn , you are very beautiful, you are red, yellow, brown and orange.
Miss Autumn: Yes, yes. Sometimes I am very changeable. Who likes my Indian Summer? And who likes my rainy days? Thanks dear.
Student 2: Our children are very smart and clever. They know a lot of  poems.
Miss Autumn: Really? Let’s check! 
(The teacher gives placards and four files with the pomes and their lines cut. Students are supposed to understand the order of these lines and glue them in the correct way. As the result, they recite the poems in front of  the audience).

Student 1:It’s time to see if you are attentive. One clap for correct example and two claps for the wrong one. Ready? Then listen.
· Autumn comes after winter.(F)
· There are 6 letters in the word autumn(T)
· Autumn is white (F)
· The same for the word autumn is fall.(T)
· We gather our harvest of fruit and vegetables in autumn. (T)
· Autumn has three months :September, November and February.(F)
· Autumn has three months :September, October, November.(T)
Miss Autumn: Yes, yes. You are right. They are my sons. September is the first month, October is the second one and the last is November.
(The months are coming)
September: Hello everybody! I am September. And I brought you the first autumn leaves. Here they are.
The teacher: Let’s form two groups and each group gets the colorful leaves. You have to create a colorful carpet.
During their work the rest watches some videos about autumn. And the teacher can ask some questions based on them.(choose  from the internet recourses you find) 
After the competition the teacher comments the results. 
Questions:
· Do you like your carpets?
· What colors are your leaves?
· How many leaves are there on it?
· How much do you get if you add to this quantity 100?
· What color is the biggest leaf (the smallest one)?
The teacher: No trees that regret about their past leaves.
October:  I am October and I hope you agree with the fact that autumn is a very beautiful season. And when it comes it brings different holidays too.
Teacher : Let’s welcome our actors who will tell us about these wonderful holidays.
Scene 1
Characters:
Kate, Bob, Kate and Julia
Kate : Bob, Bob are you at home?
Bob : (sitting in the room and looking at the calendar)  Yes, I am. I am here in the sitting room.
Kate : What are you doing,dear brother?
Bob : Nothing special, just sitting and trying to hide.
Kate : To hide from what?
Bob : From ghosts and witches.
Kate : But Bob, it’s only a holiday we celebrate on 31st October in Britain.
Bob : Nowadays, it’s widespread in other countries too.
Kate : You are write dear. 
(Sam and Julia are knocking at the door)
Bob : Hope it’s not a ghost.
Kate: Don’t worry, it’s Sam and Julia.
(Sam and Julia are coming into the room)
Sam and Julia: Hi, everybody!
Kate : You know Sam, Bob is afraid of ghosts and he dislikes Halloween at all.
Sam : I think you are joking.
Julia: Look ,Bob, I have this interesting book about different holidays. We read about Halloween.
Sam : Many years ago people thought that souls of dead relatives came to their homes on 31st October. They put food for them at the door.
Julia: People believed that witches and ghosts were everywhere that night. They could do harm to people. But ghosts are afraid of light.
Sam : And that’s why we made Jack – O’Lantern out of  the pumpkin.
(shows to the audience) 
Bob : It’s great. Now , it’s time when children dress up as skeletons, goblins or elves. They go trick or treat and have funny parties.
The children play the Game 1.
· Trick or treat?
· Treat!(gives candies)
· Trick or treat?
· Trick !
· OK! (blind eyes) you are a ghost hunter. Listen to my commands.
· Go straight, turn right, turn left. Cold , warm ,pick a ghost. Cold, warm ,hot.
· Trick or treat?
· Treat!(gives candies) the teacher gives.
· A happy Halloween day. Evil spirits go away. Be happy, wealthy and wise!
(the teacher offers games with balloons)
Game 2.Form two teams and ask each team to pass the balloons  one by one. The winners are the team that can do it quickly.  
Scene 2
Characters:
A Father, a Mother and their two children
A child 1: Daddy, Mummy, it’s Thursday today, but you don’t  go to work.
Dad: Of course  we don’t, because it’s the fourth Thursday in November.
Mum : And it means Thanksgiving Day.
A child 2:Why do Americans celebrate this holiday?
Dad : The history dates back to the times when a group of English people sailed from England to America. Their first winter was very difficult.
Mum : But later, some friendly Indians helped them. They had their first harvest. These people wanted to thank .
A child 1: To thank whom and for what?
Dad : They wanted to thank  God for new home ,for new life and for new friends.
A child 2: And for their rich harvest.
A child 1 : Our dear parents, we thank you for your love and help.
A child 2: We thank mummy for the tasty dishes she cooked for us.
Mum : Thanks a lot. Look at our holiday table .  It’s full of autumn presents.
Dad : There are fruit and vegetables, bread and, of course, a roast turkey.
Mum: Help yourself. Everything is fresh and healthy.
Teacher : Thanksgiving Day is like a family holiday. Each family tries to spend it together. They go to the church, watch football matches and play games, sing special songs of thanks.
