5) To  experience  a  friendly  spirit  of  competition.

6) To  form  class  friendships 

Dear  guests,  boys  and  girls.  We  are  glad  to  see  all  of  you.  Today  we  gathered  here  to  watch  the  competitions  between  two  teams  of  third-formers.  They’ve  been  preparing  for  this  event  for  two  weeks.  Now   our  pupils  are  happy  to  take  part  in  the  competition.
Let  me  introduce  the  jury.
We  also  have  two  teams:  the  team  of  “Circles”  and  the  team  of  “Squares”
The  captain  of  “Circles”  is  Diana,  the  captain  of  “Squares”  is  Michael.
Now  the  captains  are  going  to  introduce  the  members  of  their  teams.
I’d  like  to  ask  the  jury  to  get  ready  to  mark  the  introduction  of  our  teams.  The  maximum  number  of  points  for  it  is  6.

So  we’ve  got  acquainted  with  our  teams.  Now  goes  ALPHABET  GAME.
Here  are  12  cards. I’m  going  to  give  6  cards  to  each  team.  The  task  is  to  look  at  the  items  on  the  cards  and  line  them  up  in  the  alphabetical  order.  The  first  team  to  line  up  is  the  winner.  The  maximum  number  of  points  for  this  task  is  6.
Good  luck  to  you.  Start  the  game!

Listen  to  another  task.  There  are  two  words  on  the  blackboard.  Each  of  these  words  has  5  letters.  You  have  to  write  5  words  beginning  on  every  letter  of  the  given  word.  Dear  jury,  take  into  account  the  students’  spelling.  If  it  is  wrong  the  word  doesn’t  count.  The  first  team  to  write  the  words  is  the  winner.  The  maximum  mark  is  5.  One  pupil  will  write  the  words,  all  the  rest  just  help  him.
Get  ready.  Start  the  game!

Our  next  competition  is  “Guess  the  movement”  The  task  is  to  perform  an  action  and  describe  it.  I  want  to  invite  one  representative  from  each  team.  They  will  describe  actions.  All  the  rest  will  perform  them.  “Squares  will  perform   actions  for  “Circles”.  Circles  will  perform  actions  for  “Squares”.  For  every  right  sentence  the  team  gets  a  point.

Now  comes  the  game  “Neighbors’  call”.  “Squares,  take  the  chairs  please  and  make  a  circle.  Sit  down  on  your  chairs.  “Circles  stand  behind  the  chairs.  One  chair  is  free.  I  name  the  colour.  The  pupil  who  has  the  square  in  this  colour  tries  to  sit  down  on  the  free  chair.  The  pupil  behind  the  chair  tries  to  catch  him  and  not  let  him  occupy  the  chair,  the  team  gets  a  point.  Five  attempts  for  each  team.

Dear  jury,  could  you  sum  up  the  results  of  our  competitions  and  tell  us  the  score.

Now  it’s  time  to  have  competitions  between  our  captains.  Dear  captains,  come  up  to  me  please.  I  think  they  are  a  little  excited .  Let’s  encourage  them.

1. The  first  competition  is  called  “Remember”.  Here  on  the  table  we  have  some  pictures.  Look  at  the  pictures  for  one  minute  and  try  to  remember  them.  The  task  is  to  name  the  pictures  you  remembered.  The  number  of  words  you  say equals  the  number  of  points  you  get.
2. Now  our  captains  are  going  to  sing  a  song.  It  was  their  home  task.  So  we  are  ready  to  listen  to  you.
3. It  was  great!  We  liked  your  songs  very  much.  Now  we  want  to  see  who  is  the  best  at  saying  the  tongue  twister  ‘’Pat’s  black  cat  is  in  Pat’s  black  hat”.  You  have  one  minute  for  training.
Dear  jury!  Are  you  ready  to  announce  the  score?

Do  you  like  riddles?  Sure!  I’ve  got  8  riddles, four  for  each  team.  Now  we’ll  make  clear  who is  the  most  quick-witted.  If  the  team  fails  to  guess  the  riddle,  then  the  other  team  gets  the  opportunity  to  do  it.  Listen   attentively.
1. I’m  red.  My  tail  is  very  beautiful  and  bushy.  I  like  to  eat  hens  and  chicks.
2. I’m  a  funny  animal.  I’m  very  quick.  I  can  climb  and  swing  around.
3. I’m  very  big.  I  have  4  legs.  I  give  children  milk.
4. I’m  black  or  white  or  grey.  I  have  children.  My  children  are  kittens.
5. I’m  big.  I  have  4  legs  and  a  small  tail.  I  don’t  like  to  wash.
6. I’m  little  and  I’m  afraid  of  a  cat.
7. I’m  big  and  I  can  go  without  food  and  water  for  a  long  time.
8. I’m  big.  My  long  thin  legs  are  good  and  quick.  I  like  to  gallop  and  run.  Oh  yes,  it’s  great  fun.

Our  next  task  is  to  draw  an  animal  and  describe  it.  You  have  to  decide  who  is  good  at  drawing  in  your  team.  Two  students  come  up  to  me  and  take  a  piece  of  paper  and  some  felt pens.  Please  sit  down  at  the  table  and  do  your  best. 
While  the  children  are  drawing  we  are  going  to  continue  our  competitions.

Now  we’ll  see  if  you  are  good  at  math.  Please,  choose  one  pupil  from  each  team  to  do  the  task.  I’m  going  to  dictate  the  sums.  The  pupils  are  supposed  to  write  the  sum  and  to  do  it.  Who  is  the  first,  wins  a  point.
Let’s  start!

Dear  jury, could  you  sum  up  the  results  and  tell  us  the  score.

We  are  going  to  play  with  words.  All  pupils  take  part  because  it is  a  team  play..  I  name  the  topic  and  you  say  the words  related  to  the  topic in  turn.  Say  a  word  and  clap  your  hands.  If  I  put  up  my  hand,  mind  that  I’m  going  to  change  the  topic.  If   you  fail  to  say  a  word  before  I  say  1 2 3 4 5 ,  then  you  lose  the  game  but  your  rivals  get  a  point.
Let’s  start!

Now  we  are  beginning  another  game  “Name  the  rhyming  word’.  Two  pupils  are  going  to  compete.  The  pupil  who  first  says  the  word  wins  a  point.

One  more  task  for  the  teams.  And  it  is  our  last  task.  Please,  take  these  worksheets.  You  can  see  10  letters  at  the  top  of  each  worksheet.  Your  task  is  to  write  as  many  words  as  possible  using  these  letters.  So  take  your  seats  at  the  tables  and  begin  working.

Misha  and  Anya,  come  here  please.  Show  us  your  pictures.  What  lovely  animals!  Who  is  the  first  to  describe  the  animal  in  the  picture?  Do  please.

Children,  have  you  written  the  words? Take  your  worksheets  to  the  jury  please.

While  our  jury  are  making calculations,  let’s  relax  and  dance  to  the  music.

Dear  jury,  we  are  ready  to  listen  to  the  results  of  the  competitions.
Are  you  ready  to  tell  us  the  score?

Congratulations!!!  All  the  children  are  the  winners! No  losers!
Both  teams  were  great.  It  was  fun  to  watch  you.  I  think  everybody  enjoyed  it. You  did  your  best  and  showed  good  knowledge  of  English.
Let’s  applaud  our  children  and  wish  them  success.
