Native American Indians
My dear children,
We continue to work together and improve our English knowledge. Today you’ll play and your roles are Native American Indians. The history of Native Americans is as old as the continent of North America. The Native Americans had such a beautiful way of life with peace and simplicity. Native Americans took much pride and respect for the work they completed, and this is a value you can take from our today’s activities.
 We need one participant from each team for sortition tribe’s name.
 “Tribe” what does this word mean?
-- It’s a group of Native Americans.
We have 4 tribes and you have to choose yours.
These are:
· Navajo |ˈnævəhoʊ|
· Cherokee  |ˈtʃerəkiː|
· Sioux |suː|
· Chippewa

The Navajo tribe is the most populous, with 308,013 people. The Cherokee tribe is the second most common, with 285,476 Americans.  The Sioux is the third tribe, which population was 131 thousand people. Chippewa has 115 thousand people in the tribe.

Your first step is looking for a scroll and a map, which help you to find your tribe’s location. Scroll, in its turn, helps you  get to know your tribe’s life better.
Listen to instructions and follow them. Good luck in your quest!
(Students look for maps that teachers have hidden before)

At the wellspring (or other kind of location)
· If you’re here you’re the real Native Americans. As you know each tribe has its tribal chief. He, in his turn, has a wife, children and several shamans. You should cast parts to participants.

Your tasks are
· Spreading the covers on the ground.
· Using watercolor or gouache in order to create makeup like Native Americans.
· Supplementing the image with special accessories.It is talked of creating  necklace the same as mine  stringing with  coloured macaroni. But we make an exception for tribal leader’s wives. In this case you should use colored corn. 
· Making a bonfire. 
Native Americans built a large bonfire, and placed the planks upright (vertically). Look for firewood and fetch them to the wigwam.
· As you know the main role in the tribe is the tribal leader. It’s a very responsible role. Therefore he needs personal advisers. They called shamans. And of course tribal leader has a wife and children. 
· Your next step is presentation your tribe. At first tribal leader  tells us about his tribe.
· Then the wife describes her husband giving praise to him and using words, which you have on the paper sheets. 
· And finally son or daughter performs before 4 tribes. He/she informs us about life her/his faraway ancestors. This information he/she can find in the scroll, which his/her tribe has found before.(   Pictographic stories) 

· “Cooking a dinner”. You have to cook traditional Native Americans meal. Each tribe has to cook especial meal. Of course, you don’t have any foodstuffs. You have to find them. In your recipe you have ingredients which you can find at the trees in the envelopes. When you find necessary ingredients fetch them with the envelop.

In that case, when you find all ingredients glue them in right order on the poster.
· Meal’s presentation. You have to tell us about the meal, which you have to “cook”.

And now it’s time for a picnic. We are as hungry as the hawks 

So, it’s time for games.
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Wampanoag Toss and Catch                     Game

You will need:
  cotton string 
a  flexible piece of willow 
and a stick

1.Wrap the piece of willow to make a circle about 1 ½ or 2 inches in diameter. Wrap it several times, and then twist the free end around the circle to hold it in place.
2.Tie one end of the string to the stick, about 2 - 3 inches down from one end. Make sure the knot is tight.
3. Tie the other end of the string to the willow loop.
4. You’re done! Now give it a try.
You should swing the loop out and up and try to catch it with the end of the stick you are holding. Once you master the toss and catch with one hand, try it with the other.
