You have been divided into 5 groups, each group have prepared a project in the form of Power Point presentation about the ecological problems in one of the countries suggested to you at our previous lesson. I see that all of you is prepared and we can start.
4. Main body


Presentation of pupils’ projects

T: The conference “WORLD GLOBAL ENVIROMENTAL PROBLEMS” announces to be open. At our today’s conference present:
· the delegation from Ukraine

· the delegation from Europe

· the delegation from Japan

· the delegation from the USA and Canada

· the delegation from “Greenpeace” organization.
T: The problem of the environment is the main problem of modern civilization. The most serious environmental problems are pollution in its many forms (water pollution, air pollution, nuclear pollution), noise from cars, buses, planes, destruction of wildlife and others.

The development of industry has had a bad influence on the nature of the whole world. People often do things which pollute land and waters greatly. It is very dangerous because it damages health of the people. 

Weather has been changing due to the warming process and its major reason–the greenhouse effect. The greenhouse effect is changing created by emissions, released by industrial facilities and constantly increasing number of cars. Because of pollution there are more gases in the Earth atmosphere so our planet becomes hotter.

People don’t realize that a forest is more than a collection of trees. It’s a complex community of plant and animal life. Man’s unrestricted cutting of trees’ and pollution disturb the natural balance. 

To solve this burning problem it is necessary for people to combine efforts, to set up an international centre for protecting of rare animals. All these measures will help us in solving these problems. 

The Earth is our home. We should take care of nature for ourselves and next generation.
I hope that our conference will help people to realize the necessity of taking care about our environment because it can be too late.

T: The floor is given to the members of the the delegation from Ukraine.

Group 1. Ukraine
Pupil 1: Ukraine is an idustrial and agricultural country. The serious problems of Ukraine are air pollution, land pollution and water pollution. Pollution became very intensive in the 19-th century as a result of the development of industry. Ukraine has the most polluted landscapes in the Eastern Europe.
Pupil 2: Air pollution is a great problem in many industrial cities and towns especially in Kharkov, Luhansk, Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk, Dniprodzerzhinsk and others. Coal rising industries, metallurgical, chemical plants, power plants are major sources of high levels of uncontrolled emissions of different harmful substances.
Pupil 3: The biggest polluter today is the car. Exhaust fumes are the main cause of poor air quality which сan make people feel ill. This problem is urgent in cities where the number of cars is increasing every year filling the air with smog. Governments try to improve the situation by encouraging people to use their cars less or buy cars that do not use as much fuel.
Pupil 4: Almost all surface waters of Ukraine belong to the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov basins. The high population density, heavy industrial development influence greatly on the level of water pollution all over Ukraine.

After Chernobyl nuclear power plant catastrophe the river Dnipro is especially polluted.
Pupil 5: The present alternative is nuclear fuel, which, while not directly polluting the environment, contains untold dangers from radiation remember the Chernobyl power plant catastrophe which took place in 1886. A lot of people died because of this accident. Therefore we need an alternative source of energy. The future lies in fusion power.

T: Thanks for such detailed information about the problems which exist in Ukraine and we believe that today we’ll work out the ways which help you to cope with your situation.
T: We invite our next participant the delegation from Europe to take the floor.
Group 2. Europe

Environment-current issues of European countries:

· Bulgaria

Pupil 1: air pollution by industrial emissions; water pollution by waste, heavy metals, detergents; deforestation; soil contamination caused by heavy metals (as the result of metallurgical plants) and industrial waste.
· Spain

Pupil 2: contamination of the Mediterranean Sea by dumping raw sewage and oil offshore; poor water quality and quantity; air pollution; reducing the area of forests; desertification. 
· The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Island

Pupil 3: continued reductions in greenhouse gas emissions (achieved compliance with requirements with the Kyoto Protocol a decline of 12.5 % with 1990 levels, it is hoped to reduce emissions even more); increases the amount of solid waste, recycling which is very limited.


T: Thank you for your sufficient presentation. The delegation from Japan the floor is yours.

Group 3. Japan

Pupil 1: Air pollution is a serious environmental problem in Japan, particularly in urban centers. Toxic pollutions from power plants have led to the appearance of acid rain.


Water pollution is another area of concern in Japan. Increase in acid levels due to industrial pollutants has affected lakes, rivers, and the waters surrounding Japan.

 Pupil 2: As a result of earthquake in Japan of March, 11, 2011, ranks were broken by the cooling systems at least on two atomic stations of the country. Most harm was inflicted the station “Fukusima-1”, on four power units happened explosions and fires. Accident resulted in the large loss of radiation.
Pupil 3: Speaking about the flora and fauna of Japan we can’t but mentioned that 29 species are endangered. The Ryukyu pigeon, Bonin thrush, Japanese sea lion and Okinawa flying fox have become extinct.
Group 4. The USA and Canada
Pupil 1: Today the basic problems of environment in the USA and Canada are pollution of air, water sources and soil.
Environmental Protection Agency Riverside – San Bernardino in California ranked worst nationwide with 445 days of unhealthy air during 2000-2002. Other cities ranking in the top twelve worst include Fresno, Los Angeles and Pittsburgh.
Industrial agriculture is one of the leading causes of water pollution in the United States today. In the 2000 National Water Quality Inventory conducted by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), agricultural activity was identified as a source of pollution for 48% of stream and river water, and for 41% of lake water.

Water pollution from industrial farms not only damages the environment and kills wildlife, but it can also sicken and kill people.
Lately at night on April, 20, 2010 on the oil-derrick of «Transocean Deepwater Horizon» a fire broke out at banks Louisiana. A tower was overcame a fire, after fallen to pieces and drowned in waters of the Mexican bay. A coastguard, sent into place of catastrophe, to remove the loss of oil, did not manage with a task, and after in the Mexican bay about 5000 barrels of unrefined oil got every day.
Group 5. Greenpeace

Pupil 1: Greenpeace is an international environmental organization based in Vancouver (Canada) September 15, 1971.
 The main purpose of "Greenpeace" is to achieve solutions of global environmental problems, including the attracting of the attention of public and authorities.
Greenpeace's tasks:

· Preservation of green shield in the planet;

· Cleaning and sorting garbage for its further processing;

· The struggle for replace the atomic electrical energy to alternative energies;
· Struggle for the abolition of plastic bags;

· Struggle for the purification of polluted water;

· Replacement of ordinary light bulbs with energy saving ones;

· Exclusion of GMO products;

· Fight for the preservation animal world;
· Preservation of green shield in the planet:
Forest Program became one of the first projects of Greenpeace. Among the areas of the project - work on deforestation and conservation of the most valuable forest areas, the use and protection of forests.

· The struggle for replace the atomic electrical energy to alternative energies:
"Japan can fully replace the atom to wind, and solar energy already in 2040 - this confirms the energy programme which is developed for Japan by Greenpeace. The organization Greenpeace shows the replacement of nuclear power all over the world.
