Заняття предметного гуртка з англійської мови

Тема: Особливості країн Об’єднаного Королівства (країнознавча сторінка)

Мета: 

· узагальнити знання з вивчених тем; 

· активізувати лексико-граматичний матеріал; 

· вдосконалювати навички аудіювання, читання, усного мовлення; розвивати комунікабельність у спілкуванні з однолітками, пам'ять, мислення, мовну здогадку, творчі здібності учнів; 

· вчити їх вільно мислити, виходячи за рамки шкільного шаблона; 

· показати використання комп’ютерних технологій при вивченні англійської мови;

· виховувати позитивне ставлення до традицій і звичаїв інших народів; заохочувати учнів до подальшого вивчення англійської мови.

Учасники: чотири учасниці, які представляють країни Британії, учениця-співачка, двоє ведучих та учасники гуртка.

Обладнання: стіннівки про кожну країну, екран, мультимедійний пристрій, ноутбук, музичний центр, відео ролики про частини Великобританії, чотири слайд-шоу про символи (Англія, Уельс, Шотландія, Північна Ірландія) та Power Point Presentations про кожну з учасниць.

Хід заняття

T: Good afternoon, dear pupils, teachers and guests. It’ a pleasure to see you at the meeting of English speaking circle “English is easy”. Our meeting is dedicated to the peculiarities of the countries of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Nothern Ireland. It’s a good chance to improve your language skills in listening, speaking and pronunciation. As for our participants, they will have excellent possibility to practice their speech. Be attentive because at the end of our meeting you’ll have a country studying test which will show us whether you have covered the material of our today’s subject circle. I wish you to have a good time, and I hope you’ll get satisfaction. So, let’s start.

Student 1: Ladies and gentlemen! Welcome to the United Kingdom.
Student 2: Today you’ll become witnesses of the real holiday of beauty and charm, get a glimpse of tradiotions, customs holidays, sumbols of 4 countries of United Kingdom. 
Student 1:  They are England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Each part of  United Kingdom  is represented by 4 smart girls.

Student 2:  They introduce the peculiarities of the countries and you’ll have a possibility to get acquinted with Great Britain having an imaginative trip.

Student 1:  Let’s meet our first girl. She is so called “Miss England”

Miss England. My name is Julia. I’m from England. I’m 19 years old. I enjoy going to the theatre and to the cinema. I also like drawing a lot. I have been attending the Art Studio for 4 years. I think my skills in drawing will influence my choice of profession in future. I like winter sports, music and shopping. I'm fond of travelling, I have already visited more than 10 foreign countries. I dream to visit all countries throughout the world and to see all sightseeings and great places. I hope my dreams will come true!
Student 1: Thanks Miss England. 

Student 2:  Our next participant is miss Scotland.

Miss Scotland. Hi! My name is Jane. I’m from Scotland. I am 15 years old. I’ve got many hobbies and interests. Sport is my favourite activity. I spend nearly three hours every day on it. I enjoy jogging in the morning and training in the fitness centre in the afternoon. Sometimes I go to the swimming pool. Although my studies at school take a lot of my time during the day I try to lead a healthy lifestyle and keep fit. I also love travelling. Famous places attract me like magnets from year to year. Thanks to my parents I spend almost all school holidays visiting different places in Great Britain and abroad. I have been to Germany  and Italy. I have visited many of the cities in my motherland. Travelling helps me to discover the mysteries of the surrounding  world, see new places and meet friends.

Student 1: Thanks Miss Scotland. The girls are not only pretty, but also intelligent and bright.

Student 2: The floor is given to miss Wales.

Miss Wales. Let me introduce myself. My name is Jane. I’m from Wales. My native city is Cardiff. I’ve been living there for all my life. I’m fond of reading as it gives not only knowledge but also wonderful moments of joy and pleasure. I also like listening to the music and going in for sports. I’m very sociable, so I get on well with people. That’s why I have many friends. Most of them are my group-mates. We spend a lot of time together. As for me, I appreciate people’s honesty, kindness, sense of justice and intelligence. And finally, the things I hope to achieve in my life are: to have a very successful career, to have a house of my dream and to find someone in my life to share all that with. Thank you for attention.

Student 1: Thanks Miss Wales. Let’s go on. Welcome Miss Northern Ireland.

Miss Northern Ireland. Hi! My name is Karen. I’m 19. I’m from Northern Ireland. My native city is Belfast. I was born there and I’ve living there for all my life. I enjoy going to the theatre and to the cinema more than doing sports. My hobby is  singing. I studied singing 3 years ago. I think my skills is singing will influence my choice of profession in future. As for music I like both classical and popular. Thanks to my parents – they always support me all my beginnings.

Student 2: We’ve got much catching information about countries of the United Kingdom.

Student 1: I think today «curiosity will kill your cat».

Student 2: Each nations has its own customs and traditions. They are really so important for every man, woman and child. There’s a well-known proverb::”Every counry has its customs”.
T: I totally agree with you. So I suggest watching a piece of video about one part of Great Britain – England.

T: England is a country worth visiting. As you know, there are many places of interest in England. One of them is London Bridge. Another peculiar thing is Big Ben. One more thing is typical for England is red double-deckers.
T: Have you liked the video? Maybe someone wants to add some information about England?

Student: Yes, I want.

T: So, please
Student: England is the largest and the richest country of Great Britain. It is bounded by Wales and the Irish Sea on the west and Scotland on the north. The English Channel, the Strait of Dover, and the North Sea separate it from the continent of Europe. The capital of England is London but there are other large industrial cities, such as Birmingham, Liverpool, Manchester and other famous and interesting cities such as York, Chester, Oxford and Cambridge. England can be divided for four parts: the Southeast, the Southwest, East Anglia, the Midlands and the North of England. Stonehenge is one of the most famous prehistoric places in the world. This ancient circle of stones stands in Southwest England. It measures 80 metres across and made with massive blocks of stone up to four metres high. Why it was built is a mystery. Oxford is the home of the oldest university of England. Cambridge is the home of Britain's second oldest university. One of the most beautiful places of England is the Lake District. Lake District has 6 large lakes. People come to the lakes for rock-climbing, swimming, yachting, water skiing.
T: Thank you for such sufficient information about England. And I want to ask you: 

1) What is the most famous prehistoric place in England? 
–  Stonehenge is one of the most prehistoric places in the world.

T: Right you are
2) Which famous universities are situated in England? 
– They are Oxford and Cambridge.

T: Exactly. Thanks. I see that you are very attentive.
Student 1: And now meet Miss England.
Student 2: She’ll tell us about symbols of England which make it different from other countries. 

Miss England: The three national symbols of England are the 

-St. George's cross (usually seen as a flag),

- the Three Lions crest (usually seen as a badge).

- the symbol of England is red rose.

  It comes from the history of the country. 

This symbol goes back to the War of the Roses, which was the war within the country. Since that time the red rose has become the national emblem of England.

T: Thanks for such interesting story. Let’s check whether you remembered some facts about the symbols of England.

T: Which flower is the national symbol of England? 
– The national symbol of England is red rose

T: Thanks. Well done. And now pay your attention to a short piece of video about Scotland. 
T: Scotland is a country situated at the north of Great Britain. 

It is a country of picturesque scenery. Scotland is famous for its castles and lakes.
Kilt is a traditional Scottish woolen cloth with a tartan or plaid pattern. I hope that all of us will have a possibility to see its beauty with our own eyes.

T: Who has prepared the information about Scotland?
Student: I have prepared some additional information about Scotland.

T: Then the floor is yours.
Student: Scotland is one of four parts of the Great Britain. The main cities of the country are its capital Edinburgh and the main industrial center Glasgow. Edinburgh, capital of Scotland, is one of Britain’s most attractive cities. It’s a city for people who like to walk. Scotland is divided into three natural regions: the Southern Uplands, the Central Lowlands and the Highlands and islands. A lot of places in Scotland are a natural paradise, still untouched by man. The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh, well known for its castle. Glasgow is the industrial capital of Scotland. It is the third largest city in Great Britain. Scotland is also the land of myths and mysteries; every castle has its ghost. And of course everyone knows about the Loch Ness Monster.

T: Thanks for such exiting story about Scotland. And now it’s a high time to check your understanding. I have some questions to you:

1) What is the capital of Scotland? 
- The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh.

T: Exactly. Good of you.
2) What is the most important industrial center of Scotland? 
- Glasgow is the the main industrial center of Scotland.

T: Right you are. Good of you.
Student 2: And here is our Miss Scotland. She’ll make up a story about peculiar things typical for Scotland.

Miss Scotland. Scotland is very famous for its beautiful scenery and the lakes called locks. An important symbol of Scotland is special kind of material called tartan. Another Scottish symbol is the thistle. People in Scotland play very unusual musical instrument called bagpipes.
T: Thanks miss Scotland for such amazing story. And now I want to ask you an intriguing question:

What is the national musical instrument of Scotland? – The bagpipe is Scottish musical instrument.

T: Correct. Well done. And now it’s a time to watch a video about one more part of Great Britain – Wales.
T: It’s a common truth that Wales is a land of beautiful mountain scenery and music. Its beauty is known all over the world. The scenery of Wales is its pride.

T: Judging by the smiles on faces, I see that you’ve liked this piece of video. And what interesting facts can you add about Wales?

Student: May I have a try?

T: Of course, you may
Student: Wales is a country situated in the West of Britain. The population of Wales is about three million. The west coast, mid Wales and North Wales are wild and beautiful. Wales has high mountains, including Mount Snowdon. Snowdon looks very peaceful and beautiful. Cardiff is a capital of Wales. Cardiff is an industrial city, which also has a cathedral, a university. There are three National Parks in Wales. These parks are protected by law because of their natural beauty. Wales is the land of rocks, mountains and valleys. There is a region in the high Cumbrian Mountains called Snowdonia. Its scenery is the pride of Wales. Snowdonia is named after the highest peak of these mountains — Snowdon. The largest cities in the south of Wales are Cardiff, Swansea and Newport. Wales is often called "the land of song". The Welsh people are fond of poetry, singing folk songs.
T: Thank you ________ for such interesting facts about Wales. And now let’s check you understanding. So, tell me, please:

1) What is the capital of Wales? – The capital of Wales is Cardiff.

T: Exactly

2) What is the name of the highest mountain of Wales? – Snowdon is the highest mountain.

T: It’s correct. Good of you.
Student 1: And now here is our third participant «Miss Wales».
Miss Wales. Welsh people are said to have the one of the most patriotic people in the world. They have their national emblems and symbols. The Flag of Wales consists of a "Red Dragon" in a green and white field and sometimes the dragon is not a standard and there are many variations. The Flag of St David is a gold cross on a black sheet although sometimes it is the other way around. The flower daffodil  - a generic Welsh symbol which is in season during March. It has become the more favoured emblem of Wales. It was St David's favourite flower they say and St. David is the patron saint of Wales. The leek is known to have been displayed as a Welsh. Celtic knots are a variety of endless knots and stylized graphical representation and it is mainly used for decorations and which was adapted by the Celtics in Wales. Cawl - is the national dish of Wales and of course there is variation to it. National sport in Wales is rugby.
T: Thank you _______. And now with help of questions we will see whether you have understood presented information.

1) Who can name the symbols of Wales? – The symbols of Wales are the flag “Red Dragon”, leek, Celtic knots and others.

T: You are absolutely right. Well done. Now we’ll move to watching a video about Northern Ireland. 
T: The area of Northern Ireland is small? You can get anywhere in less than two and half hours. You will be pleasantly surprised at how warm and friendly Irish people are. But perhaps the greatest appeal of Northern Ireland is its scenery. Its lakes, hills and landscapes offer a real escape from reality.

T: Did you like the video about Northern Ireland? And who can present additional information about Northern Ireland?
Student: I can.
Student: Northern Ireland is one of the four countries of the United Kingdom. Northern Ireland consists of six counties in the Irish province of Ulster. It is the land of hills and low mountains separated by broad valleys. In central Northern Ireland is Lough (lake) Neagh, Britain’s largest lake. The Irish population is divided into two groups: the Protestants and the Catholics. The Protestants are of British origin. The capital of the state is Belfast. It is the industrial center of Northern Ireland and the second largest city in the island of Ireland. It is also the center of cultural life. Northern Ireland has a strong cultural tradition: songs, dances, literature and festivals. It has its own Art Council, and there are orchestras, theatres, ballet and opera companies.

T: Thanks ________ for preparing interesting information about this country. And again I have a question to you:

1) What is the largest lake situated in Northern Ireland? - Lough Neagh is the largest lake situated in Northern Ireland.

T: Right you are. Well done.
Student 1: So, finally Miss Northern Ireland.
Miss Northern Ireland. The shamrock is the symbol of Northern Ireland. It is also connected to St. Patric, Patron Saint of Ireland. Saint Patrick is most famous for bringing Christianity to Ireland. The legend tells how he used the shamrock, a kind of a white clover with three leaves to explain the Holy Trinity. Apparently, he used it to show how the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit could all exist as separate elements of the same entity. The red hand is also a symbol of Nothern Ireland. The Red Hand is in its flag. According to the myth, there was time when the heir to the throne of Ireland was undecided. And they decided to hold a boat-race and the winner (the first who would reach the shore of Ulster) would be the king. One competitor so much desired the country that when he saw that he was loosing the race, he cut his hand, threw it to the shore and won. The hand is most likely red because it was covered with blood. 
T: Thank you for such interesting facts about the symbols of Northern Ireland.
And now the members of our circle will present English proverbs.  They should give English equivalents to the Ukrainian proverbs. Group up into twos.  We’ll see who knows better English proverbs.
Student 1: While our participants are doing their tasks we want you to enjoy an English song
