T: Who makes rubbish? We do! People leave rubbish behind them.  People buy things that are made in the factories – clothes, furniture, TVs etc. But what we do when these things are old and broken?

P 1: They are thrown away. We throw them and we don’t think any more about it.

T: Do you know where rubbish go?

P 2: Some of the rubbish are burnt by people. Some are taken to the rubbish bin.

T: Yes, you are right. Rubbish look awful, it smells awful and it is dangerous. So, what can be done about all this rubbish?

P 3: One thing we can do is to recycle some rubbish. Glass, paper, plastic can be recycled. We can put them info special container. Then they are taken to the recycling centres.

P 4: We must try to use things such as plastic bottles as many times as possible before we throw them away. It would be much better for the environment.

P 5: If you grow out of your old clothes, you can give their to the children who need them.

P 6: There is one more thing we can do - to reduce the amount of  rubbish we throw away. We can buy unpacked goods like fruit and vegetables. The less we throw away the more we help the environment.

T: So, these are the 3 Rs: recycle, reuse and reduce. Unfortunately rubbish is not the only problem. What other problems we are facing today?

P 7: Our forest are home to many animals and birds. The trees are being cut down and as a result birds and animals lose their homes and die. Moreover, trees clean the air by giving out oxygen. The destruction of forest also brings changes in the climate. We all hear about the greenhouse effect.

P 8: Another big problem is water pollution. Factories are polluting our rivers and lakes with dangerous chemicals. Soon such simple pleasures as swimming in the sea and drinking a cool glass of water on a hot day may become a thing of past.
