Theme: Makeup Essentials
Lesson aim: practice the use of thematic vocabulary; enable learners to apply it properly.
Objectives (teacher intentions): introduce essential vocabulary; do matching tasks; encourage learners to make a report; facilitate discussions between learners while reporting; check learners’ understanding of active vocabulary while listening; develop learners' ability to fill out a sale advertisement.
Learning outcomes: learners know and apply active vocabulary while practising; learners can scan the text, define the necessary parts of required information and list it; learners demonstrate the ability to create an advertisement using the suggested pattern; develop learners’ cognitive, verbal, intellectual skills.
By the end of the lesson learners will be able to: identify and name the basic makeup products used at a beauty salon; report about main features of day/night makeup; fill out the advertisement “New Items on Sale” accurately including relevant item details and definitions.

Procedure

All You Need to Know About Day Makeup
The main difference between day makeup and night makeup is the color range. Daytime makeup tends to be lighter and more natural-looking than nighttime makeup because it needs to be versatile; it should still look good at the end of the day. Nighttime makeup is usually darker, richer, and more dramatic because it doesn’t need to last all night long.
Another critical difference between daytime and nighttime makeup is whether or not you use foundation. Foundation is typically used on special occasions, like weddings or if you have visible acne scarring. Foundation tends not to work well during the day if you’re going out somewhere with lots of sunlight.
Day makeup is the term used to refer to light, natural-looking makeup looks that you can wear during the day. Day makeup looks are usually characterized by a natural base, with a light application of blush and bronzer for color. Eye makeup tends to be minimal as well, either just mascara or maybe a soft eyeliner.
The aim is to let your natural features shine through, rather than covering them up with heavy products. Many women wear this type of makeup because it’s easy to put on and take off and doesn’t require much time or effort.
Day makeup includes all the same products as nighttime makeup, but they’re used differently. 
Eye shadow is another essential part of day makeup because it helps open up your eyes more than they already are naturally. Eye shadow with shimmering tones such as gold, silver or bronze makes eyes appear larger than they are.
The first and foremost feature of day makeup is its natural matte look. It gives you a natural look, rather than an artificial one. Other features are flawless skin and non-greasy look.
All You Need to Know About Night Makeup
The main difference between day makeup and night makeup is the color range. Daytime makeup tends to be lighter and more natural-looking than nighttime makeup because it needs to be versatile; it should still look good at the end of the day. Nighttime makeup is usually darker, richer, and more dramatic because it doesn’t need to last all night long.

Night makeup is makeup that you wear at night. As the name suggests, the idea of night makeup is to look good when you’re out at night. 
There are many different types of night makeup that women use every day. Some examples include mascara, eye shadow and lipstick. 
Nighttime doesn’t mean you have to cover up your face entirely with a ton of foundation and concealer. You can still wear some eye-shadow or lip gloss if you want to look great.
Highlighters are also very important with night makeup because they bring out the best features in your face without too much work.
Night makeup is a type of makeup used for special occasions or parties. 
Its main features are larger eyes which can be achieved with dark colors like black, grey and brown and more dramatic lips (use bold lip colors such as reds, oranges and pinks).
