Хід уроку
I. Організаційний момент ( 1 хв.) 
Перевірка наявності учнів. Перевірка учнів готовності до уроку.
T: Hello, my dear friends. I see everyone is ready. We start our lesson. We have very curious and creative theme for today and some interesting tasks. So be attentive!
II. Актуалізація опорних знань учнів. (5 хв.) 
Повідомлення теми програми і уроку. 
T: Today we are going to talk about contemporary artist and their influence on people’s mentality. You will listen to me, I am going to tell you interesting information about artists and this way you’ll train and develop your listening skills. We’ll also develop our communicative skills while talking a little bit and thinking.  That is very important while learning the language. We’ll play the dialogue and find out a lot of new. So let’s start! Before I begin telling you about modern artists, I want to ask- why do people make art?
P1: To earn money
P2: To enjoy
P3: To create something new
P4: For self-expression
P5: To reveal their talent
T: Ok, thank you. You’re right. We’ll watch the short video concerning the reasons why people create art.

III. Основна частина.   Прослуховування нового матеріалу. ( 10 хв.)
( From Oxford Discover Level 4)
T: Now I will tell you very interesting information about new kinds of art. So the first modern artist is Kieron Williamson. When he was five, he started to draw sketches of boats that he saw on a family trip to Cornwall, England. This was the start of Kieron’s love of drawing. The more he drew the more complex his drawing became. He spent time with local artists in his hometown of Norfolk. They helped him build his skills in drawing and painting. He now creates pictures using oil paints, pastels and watercolors. Today nine-year-old Kieron is considered to be a child prodigy. Around the world, people admire his beautiful artwork, including many famous people. The young artist said: “I like creating art because it’s fun and inspiring”
The next innovative artist is Edgar Mueller. He is an expert street painter from Germany. You can find his painting all around the world at festivals and at public walkways. His three-dimensional paintings include waterfalls, canyons and more. Mueller uses washable paint or chalk, a variety of paintbrushes and string. His work helps people to look at a place differently. 
Patrick Doherty is a unique sculptor. He combines his love of nature with his skills as a carpenter. His goal is “to build a great sculpture to excite people’s imaginations”. You can see his large-scale sculptures in many places around the world. Doherty’s sculptures are made of young trees or saplings. The saplings are flexible, so he can bend them into rounded shapes. He keeps them together by weaving the saplings around each other. Building the sculpture is a great job, so local community helps Doherty with his project. Many volunteers help to collect the saplings, mark out the space and build the sculpture. The sculptures are temporary. They will decompose or break down over time. 
The next one is Sung Hee Cho. When you look at her artwork, you see small pieces of brightly colored paper on a large canvas. It may seem disorderly with colors scattered around. However, if you step back, you can imagine the stars, galaxies and the beauty of the universe. Cho combines traditional Korean paper with paint. First, she paints the canvas. Then she cuts out pieces of hanji into small shapes, such as flower petals. Next, she dyes and paints the small pieces of paper into a different color. The she glues thousands of them onto the canvas in layers to capture the glimmer of light. She repeats this process over and over again. She wants to create artwork that is as magical as stars.

Painter: People all around the world buy my paintings.
Journalist: Thank you for an interview. I wish you a productive work.

Sculptor: My name is Robert Wise. I am a manager of a garbage company in California and I see how many things people throw away.
Journalist: What did you decide to do? 
Sculptor: I started to turn people’s trash into beautiful three-dimensional works of art. 
Journalist: Oh, that’s a great idea!
Sculptor: The city of Fortuna, California has three of my sculptures on display. 
Journalist: Do you have awards?
Sculptor: Yes, I have some awards. I don’t see waste. I see potential.
